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ABSTRACT

The study of public relations media accessibility for
people in different generations was quantitative research. The
data were collected from people in different generations
including generation (Gen) X, Y and Z, in total of 758. The sample
who is in the education sector was 631 and the rest were from
other sectors. The research instrument was a questionnaire
towards the behavior of access to social media for people in
different generations. The collected data were analyzed by using
frequency and content analysis. The results were 1) Facebook
was the most access by people who are from the education field
in all generations except, Gen Z that preferred Instagram.
Whereas, LINE was mostly used by the sample who are from
other sectors. 2) The mobile phone was the device that people
from all generations and sectors preferred. 3) The purpose of
using public relations media for people in education field was to
update the information and news except, Gen Z, the use of
media was for entertaining. Whereas, the purpose of using
social media for people from other sectors was for entertaining
expect Gen B, the purpose was for searching information. 4)
Beside Gen B, Website was normally used for searching information.
Interestingly, Gen B in other field accessed to YouTube for searching
information and 5) Facebook was accessed by people who are in
the education sector for up-skill and re-skill. While, people from
other sectors trended to use YouTube for up-skill and re-skill
except, Gen X which preferred both Website and Facebook.
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ABSTRACT

The study's purpose is to investigate the historical inheritance
and cultural characteristics of the Guhu in the Guangxi Zhuang
Autonomous Region. Guhu is a unique Hugin stringed instrument in
Guangxi Zhuang region. Based on the existing research data, literature
research and field investigation, the author deeply studies Guhu
culture in Guangxi, and discusses Guhu cultural value from the
perspective of historical origin, cultural characteristics and values.
Eventually, combined with the cultural and historical context, this
finding expounds the inheritance and development suggestions of
Guhu under the current social background. The result found the study
addresses the protection of non-material heritage in Guangxi. It
highlights the importance of the Guhu in the lives of Guangxi's people,
promoting a deeper understanding and protection of Guangxi's unique
national culture. In this digital age, even the best products need
effective promotion. Guhu's successors, troupes, and fans should
actively use various social networking platforms to conduct
comprehensive and multi-angle research and promote Guhu culture.
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Introduction

As the most representative elegant sound of the Zhuang nationality, Guhu in Guangxi is
a magnificent flower in the treasure house of Guangxi folk music, whose distribution is mainly
in Guangxi, Guizhou, Yunnan and other Zhuang areas. From the beginning of the last century,
domestic scholars in music, culture, history and other aspects have done a lot of research on
it. Li Guangcai's article "Guhu, a Folk Musical Instrument of Zhuang Nationality in Guangxi"
published in 1983 described the birth time of Guhu, referring to the old artist's statement: "It
is the seventh generation since Zhuang Opera came into being." In 2017, Zhao Shengshan
made a review of the relevant literature of Guhu, who classified the research results of Guhu
from four aspects, namely, the introduction and production of musical instruments, the
performance technology, the style and creation analysis, and the protection and inheritance.
In view of the historical development of Guhu as early as the Tang Dynasty, it originated from
Xiqgin at that time. There are many opinions about the emergence of Guhu both in academia
and among the people. From the article published by Li Guangcai, it can be seen that "Ranlie"
(another name for Guhu in Zhuang language) should be born before Zhuang Opera. Zhou
Zonghan's "Instrumental Music Development of Ethnic Minorities in China" (1982), Longfu's
"Guhu with Long and Elegant Sound" (2000), Bianjiang's "Sweet and Beautiful Guhu" (2006)
and many other articles, as well as Su Shaning and Tan Yong's works, also elaborated the origin
of Gu Hu and folk legends. Academic circles generally agree with Yang Yinliu's research on the
origin of Guhu, among which Su Shaning believes that Guhu was introduced into the mainland
by the Xi people in the Sui and Tang Dynasties through the late Tang Dynasty, and evolved into
Mawei Hugin in the Song Dynasty. Finally, the Qinghu was used in the Zhuang Opera in the
Qing Dynasty, and the Zhuang people changed it into Guhu. There are also many opinions
about the spread of Guhu in the academic circles, but the main point of view is the western
part of Guangxi, Guizhou and Yunnan. Bianjiang pointed out that the Guhu was widely used in
the Baise area in the west of Guangxi, the Buyi and Miao inhabited areas in the southwest of
Guizhou and the Zhuang inhabited areas in Yunnan. Longfu also agreed that Guhu is popular in
western Guangxi and parts of Guizhou and Yunnan. According to Chen Kunpeng, "The
predecessor of Guhu was Yuehu, which was introduced into Wuzhou, Guangxi, along with the"
eight tones "of Guangdong in the early Qing Dynasty, and then into the northern dialect area
of the Zhuang nationality along the Xijiang, Yujiang, Yongjiang and Youjiang rivers."

At present, the research on Guhu in the academic circles is more than that in the field
of music, mainly focusing on the performance of musical instruments and repertoire styles. In
1991, Su Shaning's "On the Guhu Playing Style" introduced the characteristics of Guhu's string
setting and the application of string method, believing that Guhu's playing characteristics are
good at using empty strings, unique left-handed techniques and rich bowing methods, which
can vividly express the elasticity and jumping mood of Staccato sound and lubricating tune,
thereby reflecting the distinct characteristics of Zhuang opera music and the unique artistic
personality of Zhuang artists. Qin Dachuan analyzed the performance style of Guhu by
analyzing the classical song "Early Spring in Zhuang Village", and believed that Guhu embodied
a dramatic and expressive performance style in the process of composing music for Zhuang
Opera. To play Guhu well, one should learn the art of Zhuang Opera as the basis, absorb and
blend the essence of the art of Southern and Northern Zhuang Opera, and master the
traditional dramatic playing method. As the intangible cultural heritage of Guangxi Zhuang
Autonomous Region, it is imperative to explore and inherit the culture of Guhu. Tan Jindun and

Wang Xin'an put forward some suggestions on the difficulties in the creation of new songs.
Yang Yuting summarized the direction of inheritance and development of local musical
instruments in Guangxi, including Guhu. Yu Tengteng analyzed the problems existing in the
inheritance of Guhu in terms of structure, resources and system, and put forward a number of
countermeasures.

To sum up, most of the domestic researches on Guhu are similar and repetitive, and
the research angle is relatively single, mostly focusing on the origin, performance
characteristics, inheritance and development, but culture investigation is relatively | ess, and
the unique cultural characteristics behind Guhu rooted in the soil of Zhuang culture are less
discussed. Therefore, even though there is still a gap in the previous research on Guhu, its
research results have laid a solid literature foundation for this paper, and its shortcomings also
provide a breakthrough and the possibility of implementation for this paper.

Literature Review and Theoretical Framework

The Guhu, a traditional musical instrument of the Zhuang people, has been the subject
of extensive research, focusing on its historical development, cultural significance, and
performance techniques. Chen (2007) explores the evolution and improvements of the Guhu,
emphasizing the transformation of its materials and construction methods over time. Chen's
study highlights the craftsmanship involved in making the Guhu and the continuous efforts to
enhance its acoustic properties.

Han (2016) provides a broader perspective on Chinese folk creation, situating the Guhu
within the larger context of Chinese folk instruments. Han's research underscores the Guhu's
unique sound characteristics and its role in the Zhuang community's cultural expression. This
work is essential for understanding the Guhu's place within the tapestry of Chinese folk music
and its distinctive qualities that set it apart from other instruments.

Susanin (2006) delves into the art of Guhu, examining its aesthetic and musical
attributes. This comprehensive study covers the technical aspects of playing the Guhu, its
repertoire, and its significance in various cultural rituals and performances. Susanin's work is
pivotal in understanding the intricate relationship between the Guhu's physical form and its
musical output.

Tan (2009) focuses on the performance style of the Guhu, analyzing the techniques and
skills required to master the instrument. Tan's preliminary study provides valuable insights into
the nuances of Guhu performance, including the interpretation of traditional melodies and the
adaptation of modern playing styles. This research is crucial for performers and educators
aiming to preserve and innovate within the tradition of Guhu music.

Yu (2020) addresses the challenges and strategies related to the inheritance of Guhu
art in Debao County, Guangxi. Yu's analysis highlights the socio-cultural factors affecting the
transmission of Guhu knowledge and skills, offering practical solutions to ensure the
instrument's continued relevance and vitality. This study is particularly relevant for
policymakers and cultural preservationists working to sustain intangible cultural heritage.

Zhao (2017) reviews domestic research on the Guhu and its music culture, providing a
synthesis of existing literature and identifying gaps in current knowledge. Zhao's review is
instrumental in mapping the academic landscape of Guhu studies and suggesting directions
for future research. This comprehensive overview serves as a foundation for further scholarly
inquiry into the Guhu's cultural and musical dimensions.
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Theoretical Framework

The study of Guhu within Zhuang music is framed by several theoretical perspectives
that illuminate its cultural, social, and musical significance. One such framework is Liang
Qichao's concept of culture as a "valuable common cause released by the human mind," which
includes the achievements of human activities in material, ideological, and social systems. This
perspective emphasizes the Guhu's role as a cultural artifact that embodies both the spiritual
perseverance and technological practices of the Zhuang people (Chen, 2007).

Arnold Pace's definition of technological practice further informs this study by
identifying the constituent elements of technological status (knowledge, techniques, skills,
tools, machines, resources, and products), cultural status (purpose, values, theoretical beliefs,
creativity), and organizational status (economic activities, professional activities, users, and
consumers). This framework is applied to the Guhu to understand the integration of
technology, culture, and organizational conditions in its production and use (Susanin, 2006).

The interaction between the luthier and the material, the performer and the
instrument, and the performer and the audience, is another critical theoretical aspect. This
interaction reflects the dynamic and reciprocal relationship between humans and their cultural
products, illustrating how the Guhu is both shaped by and shapes the cultural context of the
Zhuang people (Han, 2016; Tan, 2009).

Additionally, the concept of cultural inheritance, as discussed by Yu (2020), is vital in
understanding the transmission and preservation of Guhu art. This framework considers the
socio-cultural dynamics that influence how Guhu knowledge and skills are passed down
through generations, highlighting the importance of both community engagement and
institutional support in sustaining cultural heritage.

Objective

This paper explores the cultural characteristics and historical inheritance of Guhu in
Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region, excavates the historical origin of Guhu in Guangxi, sorts
out the structure, expounds its cultural characteristics and values, and summarizes the
problems facing the inheritance and development of Guhu and puts forward suggestions and
countermeasures. The study of Guhu is also to protect non-heritage culture in Guangxi and
analyze the important position of Guhu in Guangxi's people's lives, which has promoted the
deepening and protection of Guangxi's unique national culture. Nowadays, there are few
achievements on the cultural research of Guhu, most of which are still in the field of music and
art, so this paper focuses on the cultural characteristics of the instrument itself, excavates the
cultural connotation of Guhu, analyses the characteristic national culture it contains, and then
expounds its inheritance and protection.

Research Methodology

The author adopts the methods of literature analysis, observation, documentary
research, interviews with the relevant personnel of Guhu, such as Guhu producers, inheritors,
folk artists, and field visits to the Zhuang nationality area in Guangxi, and going deep into the
field to investigate the development status and inheritance of Guhu. Through reading a large
number of documents and using the relevant theories of science and technology history,
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anthropology, ethnology, history and sociology, the author makes a cross-study in Guhu’s
historical origin, cultural connotation, protection and inheritance. Through sorting out the
Guhu performing artists, folk inheritors, college teachers and troupe actors, the oral interviews
were completed. In terms of research ideas, due to the lack of cultural research results on
Guhu, most of them are still in the field of music and art, so this paper focuses on the cultural
characteristics of the instrument itself, excavates the cultural connotation of Guhu, analyses
the characteristic national culture it contains, and then expounds its inheritance and
protection.

Results
1. Historical origin of Guhu in Guangxi

Guhu folklore, there is no clear record about the birth time and inventor information of
the Guhu in the literature, and only a few folk legends circulated in the folk. There are two
classic folk stories about Guhu in Zhuang Township, the most famous of which is the story of
Ran and Lie: Ah Ran and Ah Lie were a pair of lovers. They had a horse in their home. Ah Lie
was good at hunting and palying Tuhu(a stringed musical instrument in Zhuang nationality).
One day, the local chieftain broke into their home, coerced Ah Ran to marry him and took the
horse away. Ah Ran vowed not to agree, and the horse also had a strong character. The
chieftain was injured while testing the horse, so he killed it angrily and threatened Ah Ran. If
not, the end would be like this horse. AH Ran was unable to resist, pick up some long horse tail
and horse leg bones to ask a kind servant of the chieftain's family to take to Ah Lie. Ah Lie
received his wife's horsetail and horse-leg bone with a broken heart, and used it to make a
Guhu. The sound of Guhu was loud, echoing and lingering in the mountains. This was a special
signal from her husband. Ah Ran understood the metaphor in the sound of Guhu. Finally, Ah
Lie turned into the chieftain's house and rescued his wife. They began to wander around
Zhuang Township. People appreciated their spirit. Their stories are widely spread, and with
their footprints, the stories spread more and more widely. However, due to the erosion of
these legends in the folk history of more than a hundred years, and the fact that they only take
folklore as the carrier and have no relevant written records, they can only be regarded as a
kind of folk oral myths and legends, and there is no way to verify them. At this point, it is also a
great pity for many Guhu artists and researchers in related fields.

Another legend is the legend of a pair of lovers and "four-hoof snow(a famous horse)",
both of which run through the elements of "horse", which shows that the relationship
between "horse" and people's lives is very close, and the influence on Zhuang culture is also
extremely significant. The use of horses by the Zhuang people is closely related to the trade,
production and lifestyle in the south. Generally speaking, the northern terrain is mostly plain,
trade and transportation will choose tall horses, while the southern terrain is special, mostly
mountainous, and transportation will use small horses. Horses have become a necessary
means of transportation for local people's economic life. Therefore, the legend of Guhu can
reflect the way of production and labor, the way of life and even the geomorphological
environment of a nation in its early years. However, these legends have gone through the
washing of the long river of history and have no physical records, and have dissipated little in
the change of the times, so there is no way to verify them.
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2. The status of Guhu in Zhuang music

When Han Bo studied the value system of folk creations, he said: "The artistic
noumenon value of folk creations lies in that it not only meets the actual needs of people to
maintain the spirit of survival and redemption, but also meets the needs of people in
emotional, moral, aesthetic, cognitive and other aspects." When it comes to Guhu, we can
associate it with the artistic performance of Zhuang opera, which embodies the spiritual
cohesion and high cultural identity in national stories and music. Under the background of this
spiritual value, the status of Guhu in Zhuang music can be seen. The unique sound forms
presented by Guhu, such as bird calls and horse neigh, can better reflect the Zhuang style of
Guhu and make the music of Zhuang nationality more national characteristics.

With the continuous development of Zhuang opera, Guhu has taken root and become
one of the most important musical instruments in Zhuang opera and Zhuang eight-tone music.
It can be said that it plays an important role in Zhuang music. With the special rhyme scheme
and rhythm of music, Guhu has gained more attention. The in-depth exploration of Guhu is
also an extension of the music culture of the Zhuang nationality, as well as an in-depth
understanding of the folk customs of ethnic minorities. Opera is an important form of artistic
expression, but also an important channel for the dissemination of historical and cultural
education. The performance of Guhu contains the Zhuang people's perception and
understanding of life, which combines legends, folk customs, morality and civilization, so that
people can deepen their understanding of national history while pursuing entertainment, and
deepen their sense of national identity and pride in the audio-visual feast, especially for the
people in the border towns of ethnic minorities whose education level is relatively backward.
This invisible cultural transmission can make them feel the charm of traditional culture more
than the broad concept of Chinese traditional culture, arouse their love for their own local
culture, rekindle the hope of the declining culture, and better protect the source of traditional
culture.

The musical status of Guhu should be analyzed in three periods. First, in a small range,
as an independent individual, it develops according to people's psychological and aesthetic
tendencies. At this time, the emergence of Zhuang Opera is an opportunity for the spread of
Guhu art; second, playing a major role and accompanied by the development of Zhuang Opera
for quite a long time, Guhu has been the main instrument of Zhuang Opera, which is equivalent
to the status of Jinghu in Peking Opera; third, at the present stage, Guhu has re-appeared on
the music stage as a solo instrument, which is not what it used to be. The rapid development
of economy and the influx of a large amount of information have become obstacles to the
development of Guhu. As far as the history of the development and evolution of Guhu is
concerned, from an insignificant folk musical instrument to one of the representatives of the
folk characteristics of the Zhuang nationality, it shows that it has great historical significance in
the development of the whole Zhuang music and culture, and also occupies an extremely
important place in the music art of the Zhuang nationality.

Discussion
1. The physical characteristics of Guhu culture in Guangxi

The Guhu, a traditional musical instrument of the Zhuang people in Guangxi, holds
significant cultural and historical value, though its exact origins remain shrouded in folklore.
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The birth time and inventor of the Guhu are unclear, with folk legends providing the primary
insights into its origin. One famous legend involves lovers Ah Ran and Ah Lie, who created the
Guhu from horse tail and leg bones, reflecting the deep cultural and historical significance of
the instrument in the Zhuang community. Despite the absence of written records, these
legends underscore the instrument's importance in Zhuang folklore and its role in preserving
cultural identity (Li, 1983).

Liang Qichao (1992) posited that "culture is the valuable common cause released by
the human mind," encompassing the spiritual perseverance and technological practices of
human beings. The Guhu epitomizes this concept as it embodies the material and spiritual
wealth formed by the Zhuang people through their social activities. It is a tangible artifact
created using local resources, reflecting the group's unique spiritual temperament and cultural
practices.

The production and use of the Guhu illustrate the integration of material, technical
knowledge, art aesthetics, and value concepts, leading to the emergence of comprehensive
cultural phenomena within the Zhuang community. The Guhu culture encompasses the
material and spiritual achievements of the Zhuang people, highlighting their continuous
evolution in social roles, order, and technological advancements (Bianjiang, 2006). The cultural
connotation of the Guhu is evident in its production techniques and the social value it
embodies through the artistic works centered around it.

Arnold Pace (2012) defined the constituent elements of technological practice,
including technological status (knowledge, techniques, skills, tools, and materials), cultural
status (values, theoretical beliefs, creativity), and organizational status (economic activities,
professional activities, and user interactions). The practice of making the Guhu aligns with
Pace's definition, showcasing an integration of technology, culture, and organizational
elements. This integration reveals the unique characteristics of Guhu culture, encompassing
the utensil itself, the systems surrounding it, the interactions between relevant groups, and
the tacit understanding of consciousness and skills involved in its creation and use.

The Guhu's cultural significance lies not only in its role as a musical instrument but also
in its capacity to promote the development of art in ethnic areas, broaden access to cultural
education, and strengthen national spiritual identity. By facilitating the creation of artistic
works and fostering a sense of national pride, the Guhu plays a crucial role in preserving and
disseminating the cultural heritage of the Zhuang people.

Zhang Dainian believes that "all kinds of artifacts created by human beings and nature"
constitute the layer of physical culture, that is, the basis of physical culture is impersonal,
technical and objective artifacts. Guhu is a real object, which is produced by material and
labor. The basis of the cultural layer of Guhu's physical state is Guhu as a utensil, which is the
sum of the material production activities and products of the Zhuang people in Guangxi. The
Zhuang people in Guangxi have a natural affinity for horses, mules, cattle and other animal
power, so the choice of raw materials for Guhu has a certain original nature, and the raw
materials for utensils will be affected by factors such as region, products, transportation habits,
etc. Therefore, after the introduction of Hugin into South Guangdong, the Zhuang people
replaced the original wooden Qin tube with horse bones, which created the uniqueness of
Guhu. The Guhu, a traditional Zhuang musical instrument, holds a distinctive place in the
cultural and musical landscape of Guangxi. Its construction, primarily from natural materials,
underscores the deep connection between the Zhuang people and their environment. The Qin
tube of a handmade Guhu is made from native horse bones, while the Qin rod and holder are
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crafted from polished log sections. No synthetic materials are used except for essential fixing
tools, and no other materials are spliced. This meticulous craftsmanship results in a brighter
and more sonorous timbre compared to other Hugin instruments, making it particularly suited
to the pronunciation of the Zhuang language and giving it a distinctly national character (Han
Bo, 2016).

Huang Guangkuo highlighted in an interview that "the tone of a standard Guhu should
be between Jinghu and Gaohu, more delicate than Jinghu and more high-pitched than Gaohu"
(Han Bo, 2016). This unique tonal quality is not intentionally designed but is a natural
consequence of the bone materials used. Both Guhu and Hugin share a high-pitched, loud
timbre. Guhu strings are tuned to al and e2 in a five-degree relationship, spanning a range
from al to d4. In contrast, Banhu strings are often tuned to d2 and a2, with a range from d2 to
g4, giving Guhu a stronger and more penetrating tone.

Guhu originated in the Zhuang region, where it was initially used to produce loud music
in the mountains and farmlands. Over time, with the advent of folk drama, Guhu transitioned
to the stage, particularly as an accompaniment for "Yaha Opera" and "Zhuang Opera." To
synchronize the music with human vocals, Guhu's timbre, style, and playing techniques have
been fine-tuned to match the rhyme scheme and rhythm of Zhuang Opera lyrics, enhancing
the performance's overall impact (Tan, 2009).

The materials and regional language, combined with the opera and popular music
style, establish Guhu's bright and high-pitched timbre. This unique sound aligns with the
spiritual outlook, personality, and behavior of the Zhuang people, fulfilling the specific
requirements of their local music culture. The Guhu pole is wooden, the tube is bone, and the
body support comprises a wood-carved horse head and a whole wooden pole, presenting a
simple yet profound aesthetic. The horse head's shape, whether galloping or solemn, and the
polished wooden pole connected to a white irregular round horse-bone tube and a rectangular
rest, reflect the Zhuang people's aesthetic and practical rationality in creating these
instruments.

In conclusion, the Guhu not only represents a significant musical instrument but also
serves as a cultural symbol of the Zhuang people. Its preservation and promotion are crucial
for maintaining cultural heritage and fostering a deeper appreciation of Zhuang music and
culture.

2. The interactive characteristics of Guhu culture in Guangxi

The Guhu occupies a significant place in Zhuang music, particularly in Zhuang opera
and Zhuang eight-tone music, due to its unique sounds that can mimic bird calls and horse
neighs, adding a distinctive national characteristic to the music (Han, 2016). The evolution of
the Guhu from a folk instrument to a central element in Zhuang opera underscores its cultural
and musical importance. The process of transforming natural materials into an instrument
capable of producing sounds of nature exemplifies the intricate interaction between the
luthier and the material, the instrument and the performer, and ultimately, the performer and
the audience. This interconnectedness highlights the deep cultural roots of the Guhu within
the Zhuang community.

Historically, the Zhuang people, influenced by a relatively low level of productivity and
their natural environment, often placed their hopes and wishes in "God." This direct
connection between man and nature underscores human autonomy and value, with the Guhu
serving as a medium to express emotions and reverence for nature. This reverence is ingrained
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in the Guhu culture, flowing through its music and the community's collective consciousness
(Yu, 2020).

The production of the Guhu involves the transformation of a horse bone, python skin,
and horsetail into a beloved musical instrument, reflecting respect for the natural environment
and a positive interaction with the needs of performers. The process of crafting the Guhu is
integral to its cultural significance, fostering a deep connection between the luthier and the
performer, which is the beginning of a harmonious musical journey (Chen, 2007). This
interaction continues with the performer, who must understand the cultural and musical
nuances of Zhuang culture, as well as the emotions the composer intends to convey. For
instance, Tan Dachuan from the Guangxi Opera and Dance Theatre has analyzed the music
structure, melody style, and other aspects of representative Guhu music, such as "Early Spring
in Zhuang Village," to summarize performance techniques that enhance control over the
instrument and the music (Tan, 2009).

The interaction extends to the audience, who are key participants in the exhibition of
Guhu culture. The Zhuang people’s love for singing and dancing, whether in the fields or at
song fairs, is a means of expressing feelings and drawing strength from their performances.
The Zhuang opera "Song King," which tells a love story between two young Zhuang individuals
and showcases various local customs, features the Guhu prominently. In this opera, the high-
pitched music of the Guhu during the execution scene of the Luoyue King immerses the
audience in the performance, demonstrating the instrument’s ability to evoke powerful
emotions and cultural connections (Susanin, 2006).

Singing and dancing are not merely playful activities for the Zhuang people; they are
vital expressions of their emotions and cultural identity. The Guhu, as the main accompaniment
and solo instrument, plays an essential role in these performances. The passion for the Guhu
among the Zhuang people, coupled with the audience’s appreciation during performances,
continuously deepens the national cultural spirit and emotional ties. This strengthens the
Guhu’s unique role as a cultural link and showcases the interaction inherent in the cultural
characteristics of the instrument (Zhao, 2017).

Conclusion

The Guhu, a traditional musical instrument of the Zhuang nationality, has played a
significant role in the economic and cultural development of its local community. The cultural
industry surrounding Guhu not only stimulates the economy but also preserves and enhances
the cultural heritage of Zhuang Township. This, in turn, supports local tourism, the Guhu
manufacturing industry, and the production of agricultural by-products.

To further promote Guhu culture, it is imperative to respect its protection and
inheritance. Expanding the inheritance group of Guhu culture involves broadening the target
group's scope and pathways, ensuring effective transmission. The current challenges include a
limited number of practitioners, uneven age distribution, and weak professional strength.
Addressing these challenges through initiatives like integrating Guhu into school curricula,
establishing children's Guhu art classes, and setting up Guhu art centers can cultivate new
talent and strengthen the Guhu art community.

Moreover, the dissemination of Guhu art needs to be enhanced through a comprehensive
propaganda program. This involves using social networking platforms to promote Guhu culture
actively. Creating a WeChat public account dedicated to Guhu culture, regularly sharing
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knowledge about its history, legends, production techniques, performance methods, and
musical instrument creation can significantly increase its visibility. Additionally, creating and
uploading Guhu videos and explaining its historical origins on these platforms can further raise
awareness.

Recommendations

Culture, in other words, is the convergence of material creative activities, spiritual
creative activities and their achievements in the long process of human society. In this process,
knowledge, thought, spirit, values, aesthetic concepts, ethics, local resources and Guhu culture
promote, blend and converge each other, and technology as the core is gradually reflected.
Guhu is the product of human civilization, which flows with the "bone and blood" of human
civilization, and it is not difficult to see that it is inextricably linked with material and resources
and promotes each other. In the life of the Zhuang people, the Guhu culture is everywhere,
whether in daily life or in economic production, and the Guhu culture is an important pillar of
the Zhuang people, with a very strong cultural heritage of the Zhuang nationality. It is in this
way that Guhu culture in the hearts of the Zhuangzu people is more and more irreplaceable,
and its status is getting higher and higher.

As a traditional Zhuang national musical instrument, Guhu has significantly contributed
to local economic and cultural development. The Guhu cultural industry can not only boost the
economy but also enhance the cultural heritage of Zhuang Township, stimulating local tourism,
the Guhu manufacturing industry, and agricultural by-products.

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ABSTRACT

Folk songs are excellent spiritual and cultural products of
China. As the saying goes, what belongs to the nation belongs to
the world. This holds true for Sangzhi folk songs, which are the
crystallization of the collective wisdom of the people. We should
not only protect and inherit this cultural treasure but also strive
to develop and improve it. This paper adopts methods of
literature research, analysis, and induction, referring to
theoretical knowledge from music anthropology, ethnology, and
related fields. It examines the cultural background, living
environment, cultural changes, inheritance, and development of
Sangzhi folk songs. The study explores their artistic value and
further explains how local intangible cultural heritage folk songs
are influenced by social and cultural changes, reflecting the real
content of these shifts.
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Introduction

The emergence of excellent folk songs has a specific geographical and cultural origin,
and has the characteristics of traditional culture from education, spirit, community, female,
communication, cohesion and other aspects, and the transformation of folk songs by popular
culture has become an indisputable fact. Therefore, it is necessary to analyze folk songs from
social ethical change and the manifestation of the present (Jin Ping, 2011, P 23). With the great
development and progress of social economy and culture, in order to cater to public taste,
Sangzhi folk songs (Sangzhi Folk Songs: local traditional music of Sangzhi County, Hunan
Province, one of the national intangible cultural heritage. Sangzhi folk songs originated from
the ballads of the ancestors' daily production and life in the primitive farming period. It is a
variety of folk music culture created, sung and accumulated by the people of Sangzhi County in
Hunan Province in the long-term life practice, with a history of more than 2000 years. Sangzhi
folk songs have lively rhythm, beautiful melody, rich tunes and various forms. On May 20, 2006,
Sangzhi folk songs were approved by The State Council of the People's Republic of China to be
included in the first batch of national intangible cultural heritage list, project number: I1-1)
gradually became commercialized. And the conservation and development of Sangzhi folk
songs are just like a commercial marriage. “Combined with tourism and culture brand ” to start
their birth journey of folk songs, adopt and recreate folk songs on basis of popular culture (Jin
Ping, 2011, 51), so as to make folk songs a feast for eyes and ears. From the perspective of
safeguarding intangible cultural heritage, it is very important to explore its deep artistic and
cultural deposition, cultivate national temperament and inherit national culture (Jin Ping,
2011). So as to make Sangzhi folk songs be preserved in the most primitive way for a long time,
so as to retain the most authentic and vivid memories of intangible cultural heritage.

Research summary, the author consulted the research materials in this field, which
mainly reflected in the following aspects: (1) Research on the local living environment: Yang
Yajun believed that natural habitats affected the emergence and development of folk songs,
the national characters reflected in folk songs all show the cultural characteristics which
adapted to their living environment (Yang Yajun, 2016).Deng Jixun proposed that Sangzhi folk
songs have their own unique melodies and characteristics, and their tunes are melodious and
extremely varied, and requiring new paths and ways to develop better (Deng Jixun, 2017). (2)
Research on case study of folk songs; Ding Jia explored the regional characteristics and
inheritance characteristics of their musical forms, and revealed the inheritance characteristics
of Sangzhi folk songs in traditional natural inheritance method (Ding Jia, 2010). Li Lingxing
formulated the investigation and research plan for the actual situation of the local schools to
ensure that the research results were scientific and reasonable (Li Lingxing, 2014). (3) Research
on the fusion of folk songs and tourism. Tan Bing believed that Sangzhi folk songs enriched local
tourism projects, attracted more tourists, and brought more economic income (Tan Bing,
2020).Yang Yajun believed that it is necessary to establish ecological cultural tourism areas, and
put forward the idea of protection, development and utilization of Sangzhi folk songs (Yang
Yajun, Sangzhi folk songs and the Development of Cultural tourism in Zhangjiajie , 2014).(4)
Research on the current situation of folk songs and intangible heritage conservation and
development. Peng Yuping studied the problems encountered in the development of Sangzhi
folk songs, proposed solutions to these problems to promote the inheritance and development
of Sangzhi folk songs (Peng Yuping, 2017). Tu Zihuang believed that how to get Sangzhi folk
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songs out of the predicament and make it return to the public view is worthy of our in-depth
consideration (Tu Zihuang, 2022). In the above literature, all the main content used the natural
environment of Sangzhi, folk entertainers and the communication and development of Sangzhi
folk songs as their key research points. Until now, there is little research on the evolution and
development of Sangzhi folk songs, the existing studies just briefly described the emergence,
maturity and development of Sangzhi folk songs, and researched and analyzed the musical
phenomenon presented by Sangzhi folk songs.

Objectives
1. Sort out the survival and changes of Sangzhi folk songs in local social culture.
2. Explore how to promote the inheritance and development of Sangzhi folk songs.

Research Methodology

Literature research: Log into China's digital journal network to collect, sort out and
analyze published literature related to this study, including domestic and foreign periodicals,
master's and doctoral papers, network data, researcher's writings, newspaper articles, media
reports, etc., and through the research of these literature, form a scientific method of knowing
facts. Analysis and induction: sort out and classify the data obtained from the literature search,
find out the common and universal of things, and analyze, conclude and summarize.

Results
1. Cultural background of Sangzhi folk songs

Sangzhi County is under the jurisdiction of Zhangjiajie City, Hunan Province, China and
is located in the northwestern of Hunan Province, at the northern foot of the Wuling Mountains,
at the southern end of the mountains of western Hubei Province (Figure 1. Figure 2). The
cultural background of Sangzhi folk songs should naturally be sought from the natural
environment. Sangzhi has a mountainous geographical environment, which is remote, poor and
evil. There are more than 20 ethnic groups living there, such as Miao, Bai, Zhuang, Tujia and Gao
Shan. The combination of the slow pace of life, in turn, preserves the precious cultural heritage
of Sangzhi folk songs well (Jin Ping, 2011, P 30). Tujia ancestors used songs as a medium, and
folk songs have become one of the most natural communication methods for Sangzhi people,
and singing has become a part of Sangzhi mountain people’s life. Due to the main living area of
the Tujia family, mountain songs are set in the mountains. Cultural exchanges in mountainous
areas have preserved the traditional way of living due to various reasons such as inconvenient
transportation, so the life of Tujia ancestors is simple, there is not much utilitarian needs
between people, and this is a pure idyllic lifestyle, with the characteristic of "poetry", as Vico
said (Huang Wenging, 2021, P 22), which is the basis of the emergence of Sangzhi folk songs.

Plato believed that all things in the world were created by the creator by following the
eternal model, and spiritual culture also came from "divinity" (Jin Ping, 2011, P 12). In cultural
sociology, it is mentioned that culture is created by human beings in the process of labor, and
human beings naturally considered them belong to the natural world. At the same time, the
harsh environment forced people to constantly adjust their relationship with nature, and the
simple understanding of the harmonious coexistence between nature and man is the beginning
of poetry (Sima Yunjie, 2007). Mountain songs are a kind of spiritual and soul support, and have
the function of self-harmony and self-forgiveness so as to get rid of the pain of reality.

There are more than 10,000 Sangzhi folk songs, through sorting and classification, there
are more than 1,400 folk songs, 129 Huadeng tunes, 200 minor tunes, 100 labor songs and 66
songs which related to custom and ritual, and there are about 500,000 words. After years of
polishing, Sangzhi folk songs have become an enduring art (Gao Xiong, 2018).In ancient
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production and life, the material conditions are extremely scarce, and the spiritual life is
extremely simple. Singing Sangzhi folk songs has become a kind of spontaneous entertainment
for Sangzhi people. People entertain themselves by singing Sangzhi folk songs. Sometimes
during the day when they do farm work in the field, three or two persons form a group, and
they sing folk songs to each other; at night, in the evening, everyone comes home from work,
the young and old of the family sit together, adults sing a sentence, children learn the sentence
accordingly. In this way, one sings, the other one follows, Sangzhi folk songs are naturally
integrated with people's lives, and people sing Sangzhi folk songs as their own entertainment
and leisure activities (Qin Jing, 2016, P 11). The lyrics of Sangzhi folk songs have modesty,
simplicity, and kindness, as well as honesty, willfulness, and boldness in their lust, and embody
poetic quality in thinking mode, life consciousness, aesthetic view and artistic spirit.

The songs of Sangzhi folk songs are relatively short, flexible and changeable, there are
no fixed lyrics, ancestors of the old generation sing the lyrics at will, most of the lyrics are made
on the spots according to the tune and emotion of the time: based on the fixed tune, according
to the local singing atmosphere, sing the corresponding lyrics, the extemporaneous lyrics
highlight the unique taste of Sangzhi folk songs, such as the most representative song of the
Tujia people "waving hand song", which originated from offering sacrifices to heaven and gods.
It depicts the savage pioneering history of the Tujia ancestors in the form of ballad, showing the
lively working and living scenes of the Tujia people living in the mountainous country (Peng
Yuping, 2017); For example, it is especially outstanding when singing mountain songs. Generally,
there are no fixed lyrics when they singing to each other, singers choose a fixed tune from their
memories, fill in the lyrics according to what they think, sing the song at will. The singer sang a
sentence, and others followed the lyrics of the previous sentence and song accordingly. The
same tune with different lyrics became a different song. In addition, the processing of the beat
is very casual, generally, it’s extremely free, the beat has no fixed form, long or short, and it’s
mainly up to the singer's mood. And when matching up with the lyrics, the content is very simple
and pleasant, so the free beat can also show a strong musical effect (Deng Jixun, Analysis on
performance characteristics of Sangzhi folk songs, 2020). And all these characteristics fully
embodied the purpose that Sangzhi folk songs come from life, entertain people’s lives and serve
people’s lives. Sangzhi folk songs can express people’s emotion, can be used for fun, can be
used as a way support people’s spirit, and finally enrich Sangzhi people's lives.

2. The living environment of Sangzhi folk songs

Sangzhifolk songs, relying on clans, villages, and previous generations' oral transmission,
have stretched to the present day and have a long history. The most traditional way to inherit
Sangzhi folk songs is the family edification, that is, oral transmission, from one generation to
the next, from generation to generation. In ancient times, the self-sufficient natural economy
occupied the dominant position, and local culture was remote, the transportation was
inconvenient and other circumstances, people of the Sangzhi region have lived here for
generations, and singing folk songs is an indispensable part of people's daily life, Sangzhi people
grew up listening to the songs of their grandparents and fathers (Deng Jixun,Study on the
contemporary living environment and development Path of Sangzhi Folk Songs-- Based on the
perspective of Inheritors, 2017). In addition to the family, sing mountain songs antiphonally is
also a form of singing, generally, one question and one answer, the biggest feature is that singers

can improvise according to their own ideas, whether the tune or the lyric, they both can be
recomposed by the singers according to their own ideas. When the ancient Sangzhi people
worked in the mountains, in order to make time more fulfilling and ease the boredom and
fatigue of work, they sang Sangzhi folk songs antiphonally.

For example, during the Spring Festival, the County Federation of Literary and Art Circles
organized and held a "Welcome the Chinese New Year, sing folk songs happily" event to
welcome the Spring Festival in Sangzhi Folk Song Square. Wang Xieiing, Zhang Hongying, Li
Hongyan and Shang Shengwu (Shang Shengwu, male, Tujia, Sangzhi folk songs inheritor, born
inJanuary 1952 in Hekou Township, Sangzhi County Cultural Center retired cadre. In May 2018,
he was selected as the representative inheritor of the fifth batch of national intangible cultural
heritage representative projects), a national inheritor of Sangzhi folk songs, all gave wonderful
performances (Gao Liwen. Wei Qin). In this way, Sangzhi folk songs had a new and fixed way of
communication, which was relatively solemn and formal and promoted their development.
Sangzhi folk songs are a valuable national cultural heritage cultivated and created by the
ancestors of all ethnic groups in Zhangjiajie region in thousands of years of labor and production
life, and also have unique artistic value in the history of world folk music. At present, under the
consensus that people pay more and more attention to the protection of traditional culture,
under the strong promotion of government departments (Peng Yuping, 2017), Sangzhi County
has a special folk song square. Every year in July and August, the Sangzhi Folk Song Festival is in
full swing. The jury score according to five aspects, namely the content and difficulty of the
song; tone, quality, intonation and rhythm; singing skills and stage expression; image
temperament, dress and manner; comprehensive quality and attainment. The awards are
champion, runner-up, third runner-up, Top Ten Singers and Excellence Award. Through the
competition and the reflection of the masses, we can better promote the exchange and
development of Sangzhi folk songs, so as to promote the protection and inheritance of Sangzhi
folk song art. These traditional folk songs have also incorporated the elements of today's
popular music, and combined with stage, sitcom and other ways, Sangzhi folk songs have now
rejuvenated. Not only that, but now Sangzhi County has established a formalized inheritance
base with universities such as Jishou University, Hunan First Normal University, Hunan
Vocational College of Art and other colleges and universities, and has a special scientific
teaching system and process, which has greatly promoted the protection and modern
transformation of Sangzhi folk songs.

3. Cultural changes of Sangzhi folk songs

Cultural ideology is increasingly valued by people, and culture as an ideology is a political
and economic reflection of a certain society (Liu Weisheng, 2022). In contemporary China,
economic construction has developed rapidly, and people's living standards have risen rapidly.
People are facing new lifestyle changes, popular culture pervades every corner of our society,
and the extensive use of modern communication media such as TV and the Internet has left
people with no time to think about what the future will be, but to think about living in the
present. The rapid development of society will lead to a gap between the new and old artists of
Sangzhi folk songs, and another is the lack of competitiveness of Sangzhi folk songs in the
market and the over-commercialization of Sangzhi folk songs has eroded the traditional culture
of Sangzhi folk songs. Only by returning to the countryside and using traditional spiritual home
combined with modern technological advantages can Sangzhi folk songs better survive and
develop.

The mountain songs, that had once been low in the hearts of the people, changed and
put on a gold coat and begin to regain the attention of the world. Sangzhi songs have also begun
a historic turn by stepping into the tide of commercialization. At present, the communication
scene of Sangzhi songs has been replaced with a standardized form of stage communication,
e.g., Zhangjiajie's multiple tourism performances (charming Xiangxi, Zhangjiajie through the
ages, etc.) have Sangzhi folk songs, gorgeous stage, wonderful dances on the stage, wonderful
singing, people are here to enjoy a visual feast and immerse themselves, but actors acting on
this standard stage will lose emotional interaction with the audience. The influence of popular
media on social life is becoming more and more significant, the industrial function of media is

beginning to be highlighted, and the market behavior and utilitarian phenomenon of culture
are increasingly strengthened. Since 2006, Sangzhi folk songs have been included in the first
national intangible cultural heritage list, thus entering the cultural industry development,
opening up new transmission channels and inheritance paths for Sangzhi folk songs and
intangible cultural heritage and becoming the "living memory" of human culture, Sangzhi folk
songs present a lively fusion of various cultural symbols.

4. Inheritance and development of Sangzhi folk songs

To better inherit Sangzhi folk songs, Sangzhi County has actively expanded the
inheritance channels and opened new models, such as the "learning and inheritance base" and
"learning and inheritance class," forming a formal and patterned method of inheritance (Qin
Jing, Research on the Inheritance of Sangzhi Folk Songs, 2016). With the support of central and
local finance, the "Sangzhi County Intangible Cultural Heritage Protection Center" serves as the
main training base for Sangzhi County's characteristic music culture. While documenting the
music scores and graphics of Sangzhi folk songs, the staff of the Sangzhi County Intangible
Cultural Center have further improved the system for protecting the inheritors of Sangzhi Folk
Songs. This includes ensuring the rights of the inheritors, stipulating their responsibilities and
obligations, establishing an assessment system for inheritors, and setting up cultural stations at
all township levels to regularly hold relevant training activities for Sangzhi folk songs.

Since March 2007, with the support of relevant county government departments and the
joint assistance of the Sangzhi County Teacher Training School and county cultural center staff,
Sangzhi folk song training courses and workshops for primary and secondary school music
teachers have been held. Each school must send at least one music teacher to participate in
these workshops. Through more than ten days of study and training, each trainee is required
not only to sing a large number of Sangzhi folk songs but also to have a certain understanding
of their origin, development history, and cultural connotation. This approach enhances
everyone's understanding of Sangzhi folk songs and effectively promotes their popularization
(Qin Jing, Research on the Inheritance of Sangzhi Folk Songs, 2016). On the one hand, Sangzhi
folk songs can be integrated into school music education. Schools, as places to impart
knowledge and culture, should become crucial venues for the inheritance of Sangzhi folk songs.
These songs represent the rich and colorful national culture of Sangzhi, and traditional skills
should be incorporated into classroom activities. Videos depicting the history, tunes, and styles
of Sangzhi folk songs can be shown before teaching the songs themselves. During the teaching
process, emphasis should be placed on students' emotional engagement to ensure they learn
the tunes, lyrics, and melodies. This approach helps students experience the living spirit and
colorful culture of the working people behind the music symbols, as explained through video
materials and the teacher's explanations (Deng Jixun, Study on the Contemporary Living
Environment and Development Path of Sangzhi Folk Songs, 2017). This method not only
introduces an important form of music but also plays an invisible role in education. Additionally,
inviting national inheritor Shang Shengwu to perform and interact with teachers and students
in the classroom can greatly enhance students' real experience and cultural identity. This
interaction promotes the systematic and large-scale development of Sangzhi folk songs,
increases their communication channels and audience range, and utilizes campus interest
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groups and individuals to form a lasting and vibrant inheritance method, thereby continuing the
tradition of Sangzhi folk songs.

Building the brand characteristics of Sangzhi folk songs and culture, its thick cultural
deposition has a long history. In today's market, it is very necessary to highlight the brand effect,
combined with tourism performances, make Sangzhi folk songs a bright cultural business card,
which helps to improve its popularity, promote its wider dissemination, let more people
understand it, let more people are willing to engage in its inheritance work, so as to be able to
better carry forward this folk art. In the context of the integration of culture and tourism, with
the rich humanistic connotation of Sangzhi folk songs, integrating Sangzhi folk songs into the
cultural industry in the local tourism industry, constantly improving the local tourism taste,
constantly updating the local tourism value, and building a good brand effect and social effect,
thereby promoting the inheritance and stable development of Sangzhi folk songs (Tan Bing,
2020).

Discussion

Sangzhifolk songs, with their rich cultural accumulation and historical shaping over a
century, represent an excellent cultural tradition of ethnic minorities. These songs are not only
a musical record of the social and cultural changes in the Sangzhi area but also a reflection of
the true content of these changes over the past hundred years. The evolution of Sangzhi folk
songs illustrates the interaction and integration of civilizations (Peng, 2017). As social economy
and culture continue to develop, the background on which Sangzhi folk songs depend has
changed, driving the inherent power for the development of local folk songs. This changing
context presents both opportunities and challenges for the inheritance and development of
Sangzhi folk songs. Integrating these folk songs into the classroom and expanding their
communication channels through systematic education allows them to become a primary
medium for cultural transmission today (Qin, 2016). It is crucial to approach the development
of Sangzhi folk songs with a balanced perspective. Excluding all foreign elements to preserve
tradition conservatively could stifle their development, while an uncritical embrace of
modernity might distort their traditional essence. Therefore, it is important to incorporate
modern elements judiciously while respecting and maintaining the inherent requirements of
tradition. This balanced approach ensures that Sangzhi folk songs retain their cultural
significance while also appealing to contemporary audiences (Deng, 2017).

Promoting a multicultural environment while seeking cultural integration is essential.
In the collision and integration of various cultures, creating a unique cultural brand for Sangzhi
folk songs can further rejuvenate them, infusing new momentum and vitality. This dual
approach of preserving tradition and embracing modernity will help Sangzhi folk songs thrive
in today's dynamic cultural landscape (Tan, 2020).

The study of Sangzhi folk songs reveals a rich tapestry of cultural survival and adaptation
within local social contexts. These songs, which are relatively short, flexible, and changeable,
reflect the dynamic nature of Sangzhi's cultural heritage. Traditionally, there are no fixed lyrics;
instead, the lyrics are created spontaneously according to the tune and emotion of the moment.
This improvisational aspect highlights the unique flavor of Sangzhi folk songs, such as the
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"waving hand song" of the Tujia people, which originated from sacrificial rites and vividly depicts
the pioneering history of the Tujia ancestors (Peng, 2017). This practice of spontaneous
composition and performance, where singers choose tunes from memory and fill in lyrics as
they sing, demonstrates the fluid and adaptable nature of these folk songs (Deng, 2020). The
survival of Sangzhi folk songs is deeply rooted in the social fabric of local communities.
Historically, these songs have been passed down orally through generations within clans and
villages. The self-sufficient natural economy and remote geographical location of Sangzhi
facilitated a strong tradition of oral transmission, where singing folk songs was an integral part
of daily life. Children grew up listening to their grandparents and parents sing these songs,
thereby ensuring their continuation (Deng, 2017). This method of inheritance not only
preserved the songs but also reinforced the cultural identity and cohesion of the community.

Additionally, the antiphonal singing of mountain songs, characterized by a call-and-
response format, further exemplifies the interactive and communal nature of Sangzhi folk
music. This form of singing allows for significant improvisation, with singers creating tunes and
lyrics based on their own ideas and emotions. The casual and flexible handling of beats and
melodies adds to the spontaneous charm of the performances, making each rendition unique
and deeply personal (Deng, 2020). Sangzhi folk songs serve multiple functions within the
community. They are a means of entertainment, emotional expression, and spiritual support.
The simplicity and pleasantness of the lyrics, combined with the free-form beats, create a strong
musical effect that resonates with the listeners. These songs are a reflection of the lived
experiences and cultural values of the Sangzhi people, enriching their lives and providing a
sense of continuity and belonging. To ensure the continued survival and evolution of Sangzhi
folk songs, it is essential to integrate them into modern educational frameworks. Schools can
play a pivotal role in this regard by incorporating Sangzhi folk songs into their music curriculum.
This integration would not only preserve the traditional songs but also adapt them to
contemporary contexts, making them accessible to younger generations. Furthermore,
systematic education can help document and analyze these songs, providing a structured
approach to their study and dissemination (Qin, 2016).

In conclusion, the survival and changes of Sangzhi folk songs are a testament to the
resilience and adaptability of local culture. These songs have evolved through improvisation and
oral transmission, reflecting the social and cultural changes in the Sangzhi area. By embracing
both tradition and modernity, Sangzhi folk songs can continue to thrive, serving as a vibrant
cultural legacy for future generations. The inheritance and development of Sangzhi folk songs
represent a crucial aspect of preserving cultural heritage and fostering cultural identity. To
effectively promote these folk songs, it is essential to explore various strategies that address
both traditional methods and modern adaptations. This discussion examines key approaches
for promoting the inheritance and development of Sangzhi folk songs, considering the role of
education, community involvement, and technological integration.

This practice involves the passing down of songs
through generations, reinforcing cultural identity and cohesion. Deng (2017) highlights that the
self-sufficient natural economy and remote geographical location of Sangzhi facilitated a strong
tradition of oral transmission, where singing folk songs was an integral part of daily life. To
enhance this method, community-based programs and cultural events can be organized,
encouraging active participation and engagement from all age groups.

4. Cultural Festivals and Performances

Organizing cultural festivals and performances is another effective way to promote
Sangzhi folk songs. These events provide a platform for showcasing the rich musical heritage of
Sangzhi, attracting both locals and tourists. Inviting national inheritors and folk artists to
perform and interact with audiences can enhance the cultural experience and foster a deeper
appreciation for the folk songs. Such events can also stimulate interest and pride in local culture,
encouraging younger generations to engage with their cultural heritage.

Therefore, on
the issue of the development of Sangzhi folk songs, we should not be too conservative to
exclude all foreign elements and make their development lose power; and should not pursue
the infinity and distort their traditions. Not only to have the new flesh of modernity but also to
take into account the inherent requirements of tradition. Not only to prosper the multi-culture,
but also to seek cultural integration in the collision and integration of the multi-culture. Create
a unique cultural brand so that Sangzhi folk songs can further rejuvenate new momentum and
vitality.

Recommendations

In order to effectively develop the inheritance of Sangzhi folk songs, we must first give
full play to the role of folk artists, strengthen the protection of folk old artists, let more young
people join the team of inheritors, and enhance the reserve power of inheritors; secondly, we
must rely on schools to broaden the field of knowledge and change the teaching concept, "let
itin" and " let it go out", and integrate folk inheritance methods into the music education of
schools to help form a comprehensive, diversified and long-term live inheritance mechanism.
The third is to increase the publicity of Sangzhi folk songs, using the Internet, television and
other propaganda media to increase the popularity of Sangzhi folk songs, create Sangzhi cultural
brand, make the brand valuable, so that Hunan people feel the sense of belonging and honor
of local culture for having Sangzhi folk songs; finally, combined with local characteristics to
promote the development of Sangzhi folk songs, Sangzhi County is located in the picturesque
Zhangjiajie Scenic Area, Sangzhi folk songs need set foot on the fast track of the tourism industry
to create a local tourism culture, combined with well-known tourism performances, inject new
connotations into the tourism resources of Zhangjiajie, strengthening the Publicity and
promotion of local culture while promoting commercialization. In addition, it is necessary to pay
attention to the innovation of Sangzhi folk songs culture protection and inheritance system,
maintain cooperation with major universities to run schools, the government shall take the lead
in strengthening cultural construction, and encourage the establishment of folk cultural
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protection organizations, continuously expand the platform of Sangzhi folk songs culture
inheritance, use Sangzhi folk songs as a compulsory music course for local middle schools,
maintain the annual Sangzhi folk song contest, and flourish the inheritance and promotion of
Sangzhi folk songs through multiple channels.

The research highlights the critical need to preserve and promote Sangzhi folk songs as
a valuable cultural heritage. Recommendations include:

This paper delves into the various factors shaping public
perception on satellite internet in Thailand, examining the
interplay between demographic characteristics, internet usage
behaviors, and social media engagement. The study utilized a
guantitative research methodology to collect data from 1,200
Thai individuals who spent more than one hour daily online.

For
data analysis, the study employed several statistical methods
including percentages, means, and Analysis of Variance
(ANOVA). ANOVA is used to analyze the variability within a
regression model, helping to identify significant differences
between groups. This approach provides a robust framework for
understanding the impact of different factors within the data
set. The study’s findings revealed that perceptions of satellite
internet are significantly influenced by several factors. Older
adults and males, along with users of desktops, tablets, and
wearable devices—who benefit economically—are more
inclined to adopt it. Similarly, active users of Facebook and
TikTok, as well as those using the internet for educational or
professional purposes, also show a higher intention to use
satellite internet. In contrast, individuals with higher education,
higher income, and frequent YouTube users may perceive less
benefit, reducing their likelihood to adopt this technology.
These insights can guide targeted strategies to foster adoption
where the potential is greatest.
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Introduction

The emergence of satellite internet technology is particularly promising for enhancing
connectivity in areas like Thailand, where traditional broadband infrastructure may be lacking.
By providing high-speed internet access from satellites orbiting the Earth, this technology can
reach remote and rural areas more effectively than traditional methods. This connectivity can
lead to significant socio-economic benefits. For example, access to reliable internet can improve
educational opportunities by enabling access to online resources and virtual classrooms. It can
also boost local businesses by allowing them to reach global markets and utilize digital tools
that were previously inaccessible. Additionally, improved internet access can facilitate better
healthcare delivery through telemedicine and enhance communication during emergencies or
disasters. The expansion of satellite internet in developing regions could be a crucial step
towards reducing the digital divide and supporting broader economic and social development
(Asavatitanonta, 2003; Coughlin, 2023; Shaengchart & Kraiwanit, 2023; Singh, 2024; Telecom
Review, 2024).

According to Bangkok Post (2020), Tanner (2024), and Tortermvasana (2024), public
perception of satellite internet in Thailand appears generally positive and optimistic, driven by
several key developments in the country's satellite and internet infrastructure. Notably, projects
like Starlink's trial in collaboration with Prince of Songkla University are underway, aiming to
explore high-speed internet service via low Earth orbit (LEO) satellites. This project particularly
aims to enhance telemedicine, distance learning, and disaster relief systems. Thailand is also
integrating advanced technologies like 5G with satellite communications to broaden internet
access in line with its Thailand 4.0 National Policy. This integration is expected to support various
applications, from Internet of Things (loT) devices to smart city initiatives, thereby enhancing
overall connectivity and technological advancement across the country. Moreover, the
completion of the Eutelsat OneWeb ground station by Thailand’s National Telecom is another
significant development. This facility aims to start providing broadband services soon, which
will further contribute to the availability of high-speed internet across Thailand, including
remote areas. These initiatives highlight a growing trend in Thailand towards embracing satellite
technology to overcome geographical and infrastructural challenges, enhancing internet access
and reliability, which is well-received by the public and seen as a step towards a more connected
and technologically advanced nation.

Demographic factors are crucial in understanding personal characteristics and are widely
used in marketing for consumer segmentation. Key demographic variables include gender, age,
education, marital status, and income, each influencing consumer behavior differently. Gender
impacts communication and decision-making, age determines needs and interests, education
shapes knowledge and preferences, marital status identifies decision-makers in families, and
income reflects purchasing power. Together with lifestyle and cultural influences, these
demographics help businesses tailor their marketing strategies to meet the diverse needs of
their target audiences effectively (Hadi & Aslam, 2023; Kraiwanit et al., 2023). Internet usage
behavior refers to how frequently individuals use the internet, what devices they prefer (like
smartphones, tablets, or desktop computers), and what activities they engage in while online
(such as shopping, streaming media, or reading news). Understanding these behaviors helps in
identifying patterns and trends in internet use across different demographic segments (An &
Kunzmann, 2014; Islam et al., 2022). Social media engagement involves examining how users
interact with social media platforms— which platforms are most popular among different
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demographics, how much time they spend on these platforms, and what kind of content they
are most likely to engage with (like videos, blogs, or photos). Social media engagement can
provide deep insights into consumer preferences and their communication habits.

In this study, the importance of investigating satellite internet in Thailand is particularly
underscored by the demographic and behavioral patterns observed within the country. As
Thailand advances its digital infrastructure and a broader spectrum of the population gains
online access, a nuanced understanding of these patterns becomes increasingly critical. This
research facilitates the development of satellite internet solutions that are finely tuned to meet
the diverse needs and preferences of different user groups. In light of Thailand's progressing
digital enhancements, it is essential for satellite internet providers to consider the high
engagement rates on major social media platforms such as YouTube and TikTok. These platforms
could serve as effective channels for targeted marketing strategies and engagement campaigns
aimed at promoting satellite internet services. Furthermore, demographic insights can guide
the development of services tailored specifically for urban versus rural populations, potentially
narrowing the digital divide more effectively. Incorporating these demographic and behavioral
insights allows for the optimization of service offerings, potentially increasing user satisfaction
and adoption rates. This approach not only supports Thailand's goals for digital inclusivity but
also promotes broader technological advancement. Such strategic alignment with demographic
and usage patterns ensures that satellite internet services are both relevant and accessible to
all segments of the Thai population. This paper delves into the various factors shaping these
perceptions in Thailand, examining the interplay between demographic characteristics, internet
usage behaviors, and social media engagement.

It aims to identify how demographic characteristics, internet usage behaviors,
and social media engagement contribute to shaping these opinions, particularly focusing on the
economic implications as dependent variables. This research seeks to understand the interplay
between these factors and public perceptions, ultimately providing insights into how satellite
internet can be better tailored to meet the needs of different demographic groups.

Research Methodology

This research study employed a quantitative methodology, focusing on a demographic
of Thai internet users who spent over one hour daily online and were aged at least 20 years.
The sampling strategy utilized was convenience sampling, chosen to facilitate the selection of
participants within this study. To determine the appropriate sample size, Yamane's formula was
applied, setting the significance level at 0.05, with precision levels at +5%, and a confidence
level of 95%, as suggested by Uakarn et al. (2021). The formula indicated a minimum
requirement of 384 participants. Accordingly, the selected sample size of 1,200 participants was
considered sufficient to ensure precise and reliable results while also minimizing the likelihood
of abnormal data distribution.
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Data collection for this study was conducted using an online questionnaire, developed
through a rigorous process. Initially, comprehensive research was carried out by examining
scholarly articles, books, and credible online sources, which informed the creation of the
guestions. Subsequently, a draft version of the questionnaire was reviewed by five experts who
evaluated its quality using the Item Objective Congruence (IOC) index, a standard measure in
educational research, requiring a minimum score of 0.50 for acceptance (Kraiwanit et al., 2023;
Thetlek et al., 2023). Impressively, the questionnaire achieved 10C values between 0.80 and
1.00, underscoring the relevance and clarity of the questions in terms of content, language, and
structure. The finalized questionnaire was then disseminated via various online platforms,
including LINE, WhatsApp, and Facebook Messenger. Prior to participation, respondents were
asked for their explicit consent to use their responses for research purposes, with an option to
opt out for those who did not wish to consent.

Variables are coded to represent various demographics and usage patterns. Internet
knowledge is logged and represented as "Lnscore." Gender is coded as "X1," with males as 1
and females as 0. Age groups are represented by "X2," while education levels are captured by
"X3." Marital status is coded as "X4," with married individuals assigned a 1. Monthly income
categories are indicated by "X5." Device usage variables include desktop computers ("IT1"),
notebooks ("IT2"), smartphones ("IT3"), tablets ("IT4"), and wearable devices ("IT5"), each
coded 1 for use and 0 for non-use. Other variables include daily internet usage hours ("IT7"),
home internet expense ("IT8"), and mobile internet expense ("IT9"). Social media usage is
tracked for platforms like Facebook ("FB"), Instagram ("IG"), Twitter ("X"), TikTok ("TT"), and
YouTube ("YT"). The purpose of internet use ("OB") differentiates between
educational/professional and entertainment or other purposes. Awareness of satellite internet
is denoted by "AW," and the source of awareness is categorized by "CN," differentiating between
digital and traditional media sources.

The data for this study underwent a detailed analysis utilizing a combination of
descriptive statistics and a more complex statistical method, Analysis of Variance (ANOVA).
ANOVA consists of calculations that provide information about levels of variability within a
regression model and form a basis for tests of significance. Descriptive statistics, including
percentages and means, were used to succinctly summarize the dataset, providing a clear
overview of the distribution and central tendencies of the variables. Following this, ANOVA was
employed to explore the relationships among multiple dependent variables, taking into account
any correlations and dependencies that might exist. This method allowed for a deeper, more
nuanced understanding of the data patterns, significantly enriching the study's findings by
offering a comprehensive and precise examination of the dataset.

Results

A comprehensive dataset was compiled from a cohort of 1,200 participants who
voluntarily engaged in the study by diligently completing online questionnaires. The gender
distribution is nearly even, with 50.8% male and 49.2% female participants. Age-wise, the most
represented groups are those between 31-40 years (40.7%) and 20-30 years (37.5%).
Educational background shows a majority with bachelor's degrees (63.8%) and postgraduate
qualifications (25.7%). In terms of marital status, 56.67% are married, and 43.33% are single.
Income data reveals that 31.8% earn below 15,000 Baht per month, and only a small fraction
(15.3%) earn above 45,001 Baht. Device usage trends indicate a high penetration of

smartphones (98.5%), followed by notebooks (88.7%) and desktop computers (68.5%). Internet
usage peaks during the late hours (37.5%) with significant daily use exceeding five hours by the
majority (64.5%). Monthly internet costs are most commonly between 501 to 1000 Baht for
home and 400 to 800 Baht for mobile. Social media platforms like Facebook, YouTube, and
Instagram see high engagement rates. The primary use of the internet is for education (55.3%)
and entertainment (36.0%). More than half of the participants (53.5%) are aware of satellite
internet, mainly through digital channels like websites and social media. The perception of
satellite internet is generally positive, recognizing its potential to enhance educational access,
reduce income disparities, and promote business growth in underserved areas.

Table 1 provides a statistical summary of a regression model using all independent
variables. It reports the following metrics: R-value of .720, indicating the correlation between
observed and predicted values; R Square of .518, explaining 51.8% of the variance in the
dependent variable; Adjusted R Square of .500, which adjusts the R Square based on the
number of predictors in the model; Standard Error of the Estimate of .49094, giving an estimate
of the standard deviation of the error term; and a Durbin-Watson statistic of 2.229, suggesting
that there is no significant autocorrelation in the residuals of the model.

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Table 3 from the document details the regression analysis results, showcasing how
various independent variables influence the dependent variable "Economics." The model
includes a mix of demographic, device usage, and behavioral factors. Significant positive
predictors include gender (males having a higher impact with a coefficient of .528), age (each
increase positively affecting the outcome by .165), and various technology usage parameters—
desktop computers (.207), smartphones (.177), tablets (.387), wearable devices (.878), internet
usage timing (.141), and daily internet usage hours (.473) all show significant positive
relationships with economic outcomes. Notably, TikTok usage also emerges as a strong positive
influencer (.433). Conversely, education level displays a negative relationship (-.429), suggesting
higher education correlates with a decrease in the dependent variable. Similarly, monthly
income and YouTube usage also negatively impact the economic variable, with coefficients of -
.108 and -1.110, respectively. Facebook usage (.308) and the purpose of internet use for
educational or professional reasons (.265) positively affect the economic outcomes. Twitter
usage is a negative predictor (-.404), indicating a detrimental effect. The source of awareness
about satellite internet (digital vs. traditional) also shows a positive effect with a coefficient of
.174. Collectively, these results demonstrate the complex interplay of various factors affecting
economic aspects in the context of satellite internet perceptions and usage.

Discussions

This study on the factors influencing public opinions about satellite internet highlights
multiple contributing factors, including demographic characteristics, internet usage behaviors,
and social media engagement, with economic aspects as dependent variables. Several factors
have emerged as statistically significant in influencing economic outcomes associated with
satellite internet use. Notably, gender and age show positive impacts, suggesting that males and
older individuals tend to derive greater economic benefits from satellite internet. In contrast,
higher education and monthly income levels are negatively correlated, indicating that those
with higher education or income may not experience the same economic advantages.
Technology usage also plays a critical role; the use of desktop computers, tablets, wearable
devices, and extensive daily internet use are all positively linked to better economic outcomes.
Social media usage varies in its impact; while Facebook and TikTok usage correlate with positive
economic effects, Twitter and YouTube show negative associations. Additionally, the purpose of
internet use for educational or professional reasons positively influences economic outcomes,
as does the digital medium through which individuals become aware of satellite internet. These
insights highlight the complex interplay between demographic factors, technology usage, and
behavioral patterns in shaping the economic benefits of satellite internet.

Men and the elderly tend to prioritize economic stability, investments, and income
generation, potentially seeing opportunities for market expansion and business growth through
high-speed internet connectivity. In contrast, those with educational and income limitations
might look for ways to supplement their income or reduce expenses through digital technology.
In line with Shaengchart et al. (2023), age and education levels are highlighted as key factors
influencing individuals' comfort and familiarity with technology. For example, younger, more
tech-savvy individuals with higher educational attainment are generally more open to
embracing innovative technologies, such as the Starlink Satellite Project. Moreover,
Shaengchart and Kraiwanit (2023) identified gender as a significant predictor of the differential
impact of the Starlink project on internet provider services. Their study demonstrates that
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males are disproportionately affected by the project, compared to females. This finding
underscores the importance of considering gender disparities in the evaluation and
implementation of technological projects. Thetlek and Kraiwanit (2024) also corroborated that
gender is a significant determinant in the accumulation of wealth, with males demonstrating a
greater propensity for wealth storage compared to females. This finding underscores a notable
gender disparity in asset holdings, suggesting that males are more likely to accumulate wealth
than females. Additionally, different internet and social media usage patterns also affect views
on the digital economy. Users of Facebook and TikTok, who focus on interaction and
entertainment, might see greater value in online advertising and commerce via satellite internet
compared to Twitter and YouTube users, who primarily focus on receiving information. The
study's results corroborate the findings presented by Akarachotchaiwanich et al. (2023) and
Chuensin et al. (2023), which indicate that Facebook and TikTok serve as prevalent platforms for
online commerce among sellers in Thailand. Furthermore, using the internet for education and
work also demonstrates the benefits of high-speed internet in enhancing income opportunities
and productivity through new skills learning, accessing funding sources, or even remote
working. In accordance with Haleem et al. (2022), digital technologies have exerted a significant
influence on the educational system. The COVID-19 pandemic has further entrenched the role
of these technologies within educational frameworks. Such technologies have precipitated a
fundamental shift in the entire educational landscape. They serve not merely as providers of
knowledge, but also as co-creators of information, mentors, and assessors. Furthermore,
Garcia-Mora and Mora-Rivera (2023) investigated the impact of Internet access on poverty in
diverse rural areas of Mexico, finding that it helps reduce poverty, especially in less developed
regions. However, the effects are not uniform across all areas. This highlights the need for
government policies that are more targeted to address regional disparities in Internet access to
fully leverage its potential benefits in combating poverty.

Thus, the development of satellite internet should consider promoting economic
activities and occupations across diverse regions by facilitating the creation of digital
ecosystems and services. These initiatives should focus on enhancing connectivity to enable
more extensive access to markets, provide digital tools that support small and medium
enterprises, and foster innovation and skill development among local populations. Specifically,
satellite internet could support e-commerce platforms, telemedicine services, online education,
and remote work opportunities, all of which contribute to sustainable income generation.
Additionally, integrating these services with local development plans can ensure that they meet
the specific needs of different communities, thereby maximizing their impact on economic
growth and poverty alleviation. By focusing on these targeted approaches, satellite internet
development can become a catalyst for economic transformation and social progress in
underserved and rural areas.

Conclusions

This study on the factors influencing public opinions about satellite internet in Thailand
reveals a nuanced interplay of demographic characteristics, internet usage behaviors, and social
media engagement, all impacting economic outcomes. Several key findings have emerged as
statistically significant.
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Demographic Characteristics, gender composed males are more likely to experience
economic benefits from satellite internet. Age as older individuals also tend to derive greater
economic advantages. Education found higher education levels negatively correlate with
economic benefits, indicating those with more education might not perceive as much economic
value in satellite internet. Income, that similarly, higher income levels are associated with lower
perceived economic benefits. Internet Usage Behaviors, device Usage, using desktop
computers, tablets, wearable devices, and extensive daily internet use positively influences
economic outcomes. Purpose of Use their internet usage for educational or professional
purposes significantly enhances economic benefits. Social Media Engagement, platform Impact
found usage of Facebook and TikTok correlates with positive economic effects, while Twitter
and YouTube show negative associations. Awareness Medium on digital channels for awareness
of satellite internet positively impact economic outcomes. Economic Insights found Economic
Activities lead to males and older adults prioritize economic stability and market expansion
through high-speed connectivity. In contrast, those with higher education and income might
not see the same economic value, possibly due to already existing access to high-speed internet
or alternative resources. Social Media Influence, platforms like Facebook and TikTok, which
focus on interaction and entertainment, may enhance online advertising and commerce
opportunities via satellite internet. Technology Adoption and Regional Development on Digital
Ecosystems found the development of satellite internet should focus on creating digital
ecosystems that support small and medium enterprises, foster innovation, and enhance skill
development. E-Commerce and Services, satellite internet can bolster e-commerce platforms,
telemedicine, online education, and remote work, contributing to sustainable income
generation. Local Integration of integrating satellite internet with local development plans
ensures services meet specific community needs, maximizing their impact on economic growth
and poverty alleviation.

Statistical Analysis of the regression analysis provides a comprehensive understanding
of how various factors influence economic outcomes, model summary found an R-value of .720
indicates a strong correlation between observed and predicted values. An R Square of .518
shows that 51.8% of the variance in economic outcomes is explained by the model. Significant
Predictors found Positive Predictors: Gender (males), age, use of desktop computers,
smartphones, tablets, wearable devices, internet usage for education or work, Facebook usage,
TikTok usage, and digital awareness channels. Negative Predictors toward on higher education,
monthly income, and YouTube usage. Implications of these insights highlight the complex
interplay of demographic, behavioral, and technological factors in shaping the economic
benefits of satellite internet. By focusing on targeted strategies that promote economic
activities and enhance connectivity, satellite internet development can become a catalyst for
economic transformation and social progress in underserved and rural areas. This approach
aligns with the broader goal of reducing the digital divide and supporting sustainable
development. In summary, the study underscores the importance of considering demographic
disparities, technology usage patterns, and social media engagement in developing strategies
for satellite internet adoption. By leveraging these insights, policymakers and service providers
can tailor interventions to maximize the economic impact of satellite internet, ultimately
fostering a more inclusive and connected society.
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Practical and Policy Implications

The findings of this study have significant practical and policy implications. For service
providers and marketers, understanding that demographic factors like age, gender, and device
usage influence adoption can help in crafting targeted marketing strategies to increase uptake.
For instance, campaigns focused on the economic benefits of satellite internet might be more
appealing to older adults and males, or those using multiple devices. From a policy perspective,
the study highlights the importance of considering diverse user needs when promoting new
technologies. Policymakers should consider creating incentives for satellite internet providers
to offer services that are accessible and beneficial to various demographic groups, including
those less likely to adopt such as individuals with higher education and income, who may need
additional convincing regarding the benefits of satellite internet. Integrating internet education
programs that demonstrate the practical benefits of satellite internet can help increase
adoption rates among skeptical demographics. Furthermore, these insights can inform
government strategies to support digital inclusion, especially by facilitating satellite internet
access in educational and professional settings to leverage the high adoption intentions found
among these user groups. Such policies could significantly aid in bridging the digital divide,
ensuring that all segments of the population benefit from equitable access to internet
technologies.

Limitations and recommendations for future studies

This study on the adoption of satellite internet in Thailand has several limitations and
areas for improvement in future research. Firstly, the use of convenience sampling may
compromise the generalizability of the results, as it may not accurately represent the Thai
population. Secondly, the study's cross-sectional design captures data at a single point in time,
limiting the ability to determine causality between factors. Additionally, reliance on self-
reported data can introduce biases, such as inaccuracies in reporting internet usage and
behaviors. Finally, the study primarily focuses on demographic and basic internet usage
behaviors and does not explore deeper psychological or personal attitudes that could influence
satellite internet adoption.

For future studies, adopting more robust sampling techniques like stratified or random
sampling could enhance the representativeness of the results. Implementing longitudinal
studies would provide insights into how perceptions and behaviors evolve over time, offering a
dynamic perspective on adoption factors. Moreover, integrating qualitative research methods
could add depth, revealing personal narratives and detailed user experiences that support the
guantitative data. Expanding the scope of research to include more comprehensive behavioral
and psychological variables would also yield a richer understanding of the barriers and
facilitators to satellite internet adoption.
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ABSTRACT

With the rapid development of the Internet, big data,
cloud computing, artificial intelligence, blockchain, and other
technologies, the development of fintech has had a huge impact
on the financial industry. The products of the financial industry
can no longer meet the needs of financial customers, and
traditional Chinese commercial banks are also facing various
industry shocks and financial risks. The main aim of this paper is
to study the main influencing factors of commercial banks'
financial services and find effective ways to improve the quality
of commercial banks' financial services through research. This
paper uses qualitative and quantitative research methods for
study and analysis.

The findings are as follows: (1) Artificial intelligence (Al)
has a significant impact on the quality of financial services. (2)
Financial regulation is particularly important because it not only
directly improves customer satisfaction, efficiency, and
convenience of financial services but also promotes the
development of artificial intelligence. Therefore, in the era of
rapid development of financial technology, Chinese commercial
banks have accelerated their digital transformation and
improved their service level and risk management capabilities
through the integration of artificial intelligence and financial
business.
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Introduction

Financial technology makes the product upgrading and service innovation of commercial
banks more frequent, and the changing trend of customers' demand for financial services is
more significant. The impact of fintech on Chinese commercial banks is mainly reflected in
several aspects. For example, traditional finance is facing a lack of growth momentum, while
fintech has improved financial functions in many ways and promoted the development of digital
inclusive finance (Wang Ke, 2019); Provide more convenient and efficient financial services
through the Internet and mobile terminals. Fintech has also made it necessary for commercial
banks to pay more attention to risk control and anti-fraud work, such as predicting and
preventing fraud through big data and artificial intelligence technology. Nicholls (1997) pointed
out that financial technology encourages banks to establish open banks, provide a series of
financial services that are difficult to achieve at present, and significantly reduce the transaction
costs of banks through the progress of technology. Commercial banks are largely built on the
secure use of personal information, especially sensitive financial data, and the regulation of
financial technology innovation cannot ignore the possible loopholes in existing technologies
and laws. The UK Government Office for Science (GOS) (2015) put forward the concept of
regulatory technology, that is, the application of fintech network technology, big data, machine
learning, and other technologies that can be used for regulation and compliance. Tan Xiaomeng
(2022) studied the types and causes of Internet financial risks and, on this basis, proposed risk
prevention and control strategies. In the field of business and service, with the continuous
progress of information technology, the demand for intelligent services is gradually increasing,
and commercial banks will certainly introduce intelligent services in product and business
management to improve service efficiency and personalized service levels.

Early Al included a set of foundational techniques and methods that often focused on
trying to simulate human intelligence. In the field of financial business and services, with the
continuous progress of information technology, customers' demand for intelligent services is
gradually increasing, and Chinese commercial banks have also introduced intelligent services in
product and business management and financial services to improve service efficiency and
personalized service level.

Objectives

The main aim of this study is to solve the current operational challenges faced by
Chinese commercial banks by studying the influence factors of the application of fintech on the
financial service innovation of Chinese commercial banks.

(1) Study the influence of fintech on the financial services of Chinese commercial banks.

(2) Study how to improve the quality of financial services provided by commercial banks.

Through literature review, this study has formed a conceptual framework. The
conceptual framework is shown in Figure 1.

Research Hypotheses

Drawing on the conceptual framework mentioned above, the following is the research
hypothesis:

Hla: Banking products in the context of fintech have an impact on how efficiently
financial services operate.

H1b: Banking products in the context of financial technology have an impact on the use
of technologies based on artificial intelligence.

H2a : Inclusive finance promotes financial services.

H2b: Inclusive finance can promote the use of technology with artificial intelligence.

H3a: Financial regulation in the context of fintech has an important influence on how
well financial services operate.

H3b: Under the background of financial technology, financial regulation has a promoting
effect on the use of technologies based on artificial intelligence.

H4: Financial services are significantly impacted by the use of Al technology.

Literature Review and Theoretical Framework
1. Historical research on financial services

From the late 20th century to the early 21st century, the world of financial services has
changed dramatically. Driven by technological innovation, Internet penetration, and the rise of
electronic payments, the traditional banking system is undergoing a digital transformation. At
the same time, emerging fields such as sustainable finance, financial inclusion, and digital
currencies are booming, bringing new opportunities and challenges to the financial services
industry and providing a wide range of research topics for scholars and practitioners. Chinese
commercial banks are also responding to the call for digital transformation. For example, in May
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2023, the Central Branch of the People's Bank of Jiayuguan City carried out the "Financial
Service Improvement Year" activity, suggesting that financial norms should be used to improve
the efficiency and level of financial services within the jurisdiction. "The activity aims to improve
the standardization level of banking business outlets, optimize the business environment, and
help bridge the" digital divide "of financial services."

2. Fintech and development research

(1) Fintech research.The primary fintech technologies include cloud computing, big data,
blockchain, artificial intelligence and so on. Through the study of relevant literature, we discover
that there are numerous facets to the way fintech is affecting commercial banks' financial
services. Arner (2016) and other scholars summarized the application fields of fintech, including
payment and settlement, credit, insurance, investment, risk management, etc.

(2) Research on the history of financial technology development. Fintech promotes
personalized, intelligent and convenient development. The expansion and complexity of global
financial markets have led to an increase in the breadth and depth of financial services research.
Risk management, asset allocation, and international financial cooperation have become the
focus.

(3) Research on the financial service quality of commercial banks. Research on the
financial service quality of commercial banks. The theory of financial service quality emphasizes
the relationship between service quality and customer satisfaction. This theory is a theoretical
system to study the relationship between service quality and customer satisfaction in financial
institutions, focusing on all aspects of financial services, including service efficiency, reliability,
responsiveness, employee professionalism, customer experience, etc. The development of
financial service quality theory aims to help financial institutions improve service levels,
enhance customer loyalty, and improve overall performance. It covers a wide range of areas,
including service management, finance, marketing, and more. By studying the relationship
between financial service providers and customers, scholars have proposed a series of
theoretical frameworks on how service quality affects customer satisfaction, loyalty, and word-
of-mouth. The SERVQUAL model (proposed by A. Parasuraman, Valerie Zeithaml, and Leonard
Berry in 1985) is a classic model in the theory of financial service quality.

3. The impact of financial intermediation theory on the relationship between fintech
and financial services: Information asymmetry hinders the growth ability of traditional financial
institutions (Pl Tianlei and Zhao Tie, 2014). Financial intermediation is the result of the
interaction of transaction costs and information costs (Benston, 1976). According to Boyd and
Smith (1992), financial intermediation has several benefits in terms of information gathering
and transaction regulation. These benefits support risk management and enhance the value of
the financial system (Scholtens and Wensveen, 2000). Financial technology can reduce market
information asymmetry and reduce the cost of financial intermediation. The development of
financial technology can tap more potential financial needs, accurately identify and assess risks,
and promote the development of inclusive finance. Financial intermediation is a favorable factor
for financial development and promotes the progress of fintech. Zhou Lei (2022) also talked
about the impact of fintech on risk management and anti-fraud measures of commercial banks
in his study, "The Impact of Fintech on Risk Control and Anti-Fraud Measures of Commercial
Banks.".
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Research Methodology

The research methods of this study mainly include literature analysis, questionnaire
surveys, theoretical analysis and empirical research, qualitative analysis, and quantitative
analysis.

Literature analysis and research. Firstly, through extensive literature research, this paper
systematically examines the impact of fintech on the financial services of Chinese commercial
banks. This includes a literature review on global fintech development trends, relevant policies
and regulations, and commercial banks' financial service innovation, providing a theoretical
basis for subsequent research.

In the questionnaire survey, by means of a questionnaire survey, customers of Chinese
commercial banks are taken as research objects, aiming to collect quantitative data and further
explore the substantive impact of fintech on financial services. The design of the questionnaire
is based on the results of previous literature analysis, and it is timely revised according to the
feedback of the respondents in the actual survey to ensure the reliability and validity of the
questionnaire.

Reliability and validity analysis. At the stage of questionnaire investigation, reliability and
validity analyses were carried out to verify the feasibility of the questionnaire. The internal
consistency (reliability) of all the indicators of the questionnaire and whether the variables
measured by the questionnaire are consistent with the actual situation (validity) are tested to
ensure that the measurement tools used in the research have high reliability and validity.

Qualitative study : In order to gain a deeper understanding of human behavior,
concepts, and culture, this article attempts to conduct in-depth interviews. NVivo software was
used to conduct an in-depth analysis of the qualitative research data, and the impact of fintech
on the financial services of commercial banks was discussed from three aspects: financial
services, product innovation and financial regulation. Based on rooted theory, through in-depth
interview with NVivo 11 software, open coding, axial coding and selective coding are analyzed.
By systematically collecting, coding, and analyzing data, theories are built from actual
observation and experience, avoiding the influence of preconceived ideas.

The first level nodes are obtained, including technology development, risk management,
customer experience, financial services, service innovation, and resource allocation. Secondary
nodes include digital transformation, fintech application, regulation and compliance, security
and privacy, service quality, user acceptance, popularization and access, efficiency
improvement, financial inclusion development, financial product innovation, policy and
support, and technological innovation. It is understood that digital transformation is related to
the development of technology, which reflects the inevitable trend of digital transformation in
the financial industry with the development of technology. In addition, security and privacy are
part of the risk management of primary nodes, indicating that in financial services, ensuring the
security and privacy of user information is an important aspect of risk management, among
which the supervision and compliance of secondary nodes are particularly important. Service
guality and user acceptance are important components of the customer experience. Through
the analysis of service quality and user acceptance, it is concluded that efficient financial
services can help improve overall efficiency, service innovation is related to financial product
innovation, and the application of fintech needs to be carried out under the framework of
regulatory compliance to ensure the legitimacy and compliance of the financial industry. The
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development of inclusive finance is closely related to its popularization and access and is one of
the ways to achieve the goal of inclusive finance.

Quantitative Analysis: Analysis of Basic Information in the Questionnaire, this paper
examines the impact of five factors on financial services: artificial intelligence, financial
regulation, banking products, inclusive finance, and financial services. Independent Variables:
Banking Products: These refer to financial products and services designed, launched, and sold
by financial institutions or other financial service providers. Online Finance: This involves the
provision of financial services and business operations through Internet technology. Financial
Inclusion: This term describes efforts to promote social participation and financial inclusion by
using innovative banking products and services to meet the financial needs of moderate and
disadvantaged groups in the economy. Financial Regulation: This encompasses systems and
measures implemented by the government or relevant agencies to regulate and supervise the
financial service market, financial institutions, and the financial industry. Fintech: This enables
the financial industry to scale and grow by streamlining business processes, reducing fraud, and
lowering costs for customers.

Mediating Variable: Artificial Intelligence: Intelligent services utilize advanced
information technology and Al to improve service efficiency, personalization, and user
experience. Dependent Variable: Financial Services: This includes a range of financial activities
provided by financial institutions to customers through various banking products and services.
In this study, financial services are considered as the business level of commercial banks. By
analyzing the relationship between these factors, this study aims to offer substantive
suggestions for enhancing the quality of financial services. It helps commercial banks identify
problems and deficiencies in a timely manner and implement corrective measures. This
approach improves service quality and product performance, meets customer needs, increases
customer loyalty, optimizes service delivery, and promotes sustainable development within the
industry.

Questionnaire validity study: In the questionnaire, questions are asked to understand
the formation process of customer satisfaction, influencing factors, and customer satisfaction
experience of different financial services. A certain amount of objective data is used to support
the reliability of the qualitative results. The quantitative method measures the level of customer
satisfaction through numerical means such as questionnaires, surveys, and scoring systems. The
qualitative method obtains customers' subjective feelings and opinions through in-depth
interviews.

Exploratory factor analysis (EFA) was used to test the structural validity of the initial
guestionnaire. The KMO value of the independent variable is 0.786. The KMO value of the
mediating variable and the dependent variable is 0.863, which is suitable for factor analysis.

Through the concept and measurement of independent variables (fintech products,
online platform financial services, digital payments, inclusive finance, financial regulation),
intermediary variables (customer satisfaction), and dependent variables (financial services), The
data collection procedures and data analysis procedures, as well as the measurement indexes
used in the study, are further described. In order to ensure the reliability and validation of the
study, the reliability and validity of the questionnaire were analyzed. Cronbach's alpha
coefficient was 0.973, indicating that the scale had high reliability. The KMO value of the sample
was 0.970, which further verified the applicability of the research data. The fitting degree
analysis of the structural equation was continued. The fitting indicators are shown in Table 1.

As is shown in Table 2, the absolute model fitting index (x*/df =3.038, GFI=0.912,
AGFI=0.925, RMSEA=0.081) and the incremental model fitting index (CFI=0.957, NFI=0.944,
TLI=0.946, IFI=0.930) all reached satisfactory standards. So this model fits perfectly.

To sum up, the measurement model in this study meets the standard, and the next step
will be structural equation model (SEM) analysis.

Chi-square statistics (x?) and degrees of freedom (df): A lower x? value is better, but it is
sensitive to sample size. The x?/df ratio is often used, and a value around 3 suggests an
acceptable fit.

Gauge Fit Index (GFI) and Adjusted Gauge Fit Index (AGFI): These measure the relative
amounts of variance and covariance explained by the model. A value closer to 1 indicates a
better fit. In this case, the values for both GFl and AGFI are quite high, indicating a good fit.Root
mean square error approximation index (RMSEA): The lower the RMSEA, the better the fit. The
threshold for a good fit is generally considered to be below 0.08, in which case the RMSEA is
0.081, which is a critical value. Comparative Fit Index (CFl), Normalized Fit Index (NFI),
Progressively Modified Fit Index (TLI), Incremental Fit Index (IFl): These indices compare the fit
of the specified model with that of the zero model. A value close to 1 indicates a good match.
In this case, the values of CFI, NFI, TLI, and IFI are all high, indicating a good fit. Overall, the
model seems to have a fairly good fit based on these metrics. Through SEM model data analysis,
it is concluded that Hla and H2a, namely banking products and inclusive finance, have a weak
impact on financial services. Three independent variables, Hlb, H2b and H3b(banking products
and inclusive finance, financial regulation), have a significant impact on artificial intelligence,
and H3a financial regulation has a significant impact on financial services. The impact of H4 Al
on financial services is huge.

Results

After research and model analysis, the following conclusions are drawn for the
hypothesis,See Table 2 :

Through qualitative and quantitative analysis, hypotheses H1 and H2 were not used in
this study, but Hlb and H2b had significant and acceptable effects. H3a, H3b, and H4 are
significant, and this paper believes that they can be the main influencing factors for the
improvement of the financial service quality of commercial banks. Through in-depth research,
this paper concludes that the development of banking products and inclusive finance can not
significantly improve the quality of financial services but can achieve significant improvement
through artificial intelligence, and the full application of artificial intelligence can significantly
promote the efficiency, convenience, and customer satisfaction of financial services.

(1) The study understands that there are many factors affecting financial services, mainly
manifested in financial regulation and artificial intelligence. Therefore, financial technology has
a promoting effect on financial services, and through artificial intelligence, the quality of
financial services at commercial banks has improved significantly.

(2) The methods to improve the quality of commercial banks' financial services are
discussed. The development of financial technology not only brings new challenges to the
improvement of financial service quality but also makes full use of scientific and technological
innovation to improve service levels. To improve the quality of financial services, it is necessary
to combine the latest trends and technological applications of financial technology.

This study is conducive to an in-depth understanding of the role of financial technology
in the field of commercial banks, and through studying the influencing factors of financial
technology on financial services and the improvement of service quality, it can provide
important references for commercial banks to formulate future development strategies and
specific measures to cope with changes.

The study found;

(1) The effectiveness of financial services in the fintech environment is not significantly
affected by banking products or financial inclusion. This may indicate that, under the current
research framework, the contribution of banking products to overall service efficiency is not
significant enough. However, further analysis found that the promotion of Al technology has,
to a large extent, had a significant impact on banking products and financial inclusion.

(2) In the context of fintech, financial regulation has a significant positive impact on the
efficiency of financial services. This provides a clear implication for commercial banks and
government regulators that active and effective financial regulation can promote the
improvement of service efficiency in the digital financial environment. This highlights the
critical role of Al technology in financial services efficiency, convenience, and enhanced user
experience. In the current digital era, active and effective financial regulation can provide
strong support for commercial banks to better integrate artificial intelligence technology.
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Discussion

This study investigated the impact of fintech on the financial services of commercial
banks in China, focusing on the roles of banking products, financial inclusion, financial
regulation, and artificial intelligence (Al). The findings reveal several key insights into the
dynamics of financial services within the fintech environment.

Impact of Financial Regulation

In the context of fintech, financial regulation has a significant positive impact on the
efficiency of financial services. This finding underscores the importance of active and effective
financial regulation in promoting service efficiency in a digital financial environment. The study
highlights that Al technology plays a critical role in enhancing the efficiency, convenience, and
user experience of financial services. Effective financial regulation provides robust support for
commercial banks to integrate Al technology more effectively, ensuring that the benefits of
fintech are fully realized (Chen, 2019; Zhang & Chen, 2022). Moreover, Huang and Chen (2020)
argue that proactive regulatory frameworks help mitigate risks associated with fintech
innovations, thus fostering a safer and more efficient financial ecosystem. According to Liu et
al. (2021), regulations that support technological advancements without stifling innovation are
crucial for sustaining growth in the fintech sector. This is further supported by Sun et al. (2020),
who found that well-designed regulatory measures can enhance the security and reliability of
fintech applications, leading to greater trust and adoption among consumers and businesses.

These findings offer valuable implications for both commercial banks and government
regulators. For commercial banks, the integration of Al technology is essential for improving
service efficiency and extending financial inclusion. Government regulators, on the other hand,
need to implement active and effective regulatory frameworks to support the digital
transformation of financial services. This dual approach can help optimize service delivery, meet
customer needs more effectively, and promote sustainable development in the financial
industry.

This study investigated the impact of fintech on the financial services of commercial
banks in China, focusing on the roles of banking products, financial inclusion, financial
regulation, and artificial intelligence (Al). The findings reveal several key insights into the
dynamics of financial services within the fintech environment.

Effectiveness of Financial Services

The study found that the effectiveness of financial services in the fintech environment
is not significantly affected by banking products or financial inclusion. This suggests that, within
the current research framework, the contribution of banking products to overall service
efficiency is not substantial. However, further analysis indicates that the promotion of Al
technology has had a significant impact on banking products and financial inclusion. Al
technology has enhanced the capabilities of banking products and extended the reach of
financial services to underserved populations, thereby improving overall service efficiency (Xu,
2020; Li et al.,, 2021). According to Yang et al. (2021), Al-driven banking products have
significantly reduced operational costs and increased accessibility, making financial services
more inclusive. Additionally, Wang and He (2020) found that Al applications in customer service,
such as chatbots and personalized financial advice, have markedly improved customer
satisfaction and service delivery.
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Conclusion

The study found that the effectiveness of financial services in the fintech environment
was not significantly affected by banking products. This may indicate that, under the current
research framework, the contribution of banking products to overall service efficiency is not
significant enough. But with further analysis and the application of artificial intelligence through
technology, banking products could have a positive impact.In the fintech environment, the
overall impact of inclusive finance on financial services is not significant, and further analysis
shows that the use of artificial intelligence technology is largely aided by inclusive finance.For
the hypothetical study of H3a, the results show that in the context of fintech, financial
regulation has a significant positive impact on the efficiency of financial services. In the digital
age, active and effective financial regulation can provide strong support for commercial banks
to better integrate artificial intelligence technology, and H3a has a significant effect.Finally, the
findings clearly support H4's hypothesis that the application of Al technology has a significant
impact on financial services. Regulators should strengthen guidance and support for artificial
intelligence technology when formulating policies and promote the sustainable development
of financial technology. Commercial banks can fully and effectively apply Al technology in their
technology strategies to improve service quality and innovation levels.

Recommendation

This study deepens the understanding of the impact of fintech on the financial services
of commercial banks in China, responds to the call of the state, promotes the digital
transformation of the financial industry, and provides reference for related industries.

(1) Although the impact of banking products on the effectiveness of financial services is
modest, we recommend that commercial banks focus on the innovation and quality of the
products they offer and explore how to improve the efficiency of their use of Al technologies.
Ensure that banking products in the digital age better meet customer expectations. At the same
time, it is suggested that commercial banks should pay more attention to the integration of
artificial intelligence technology into their inclusive financial strategies to further improve the
level of innovative financial services.

(2) Based on the results of this study and the importance of financial regulation, it is
suggested that relevant government departments should strengthen financial technology
regulation, formulate more flexible and adaptable policies, solve the problem of financial
customers' resistance to financial technology, and promote the healthy development of
commercial banks.

(3) It is again suggested that commercial banks pay attention to combining the progress
of artificial intelligence technology, adjust development strategies, and improve consumer
happiness and financial service innovation levels. In future research and practice, we should
continue to pay attention to the problems of employee training and technological innovation
and explore more feasible development methods.

It is hoped that the above suggestions will provide useful references for Chinese
commercial banks, government regulators, and future researchers and promote the in-depth
study and sustainable development of the relationship between fintech and financial services.
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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to: 1) study the level of
knowledge and understanding of the laws by factory
entrepreneurs related to factory or machine inspections using
private inspectors according to factory laws in the area of Udon
Thani province, and 2) study factors affecting knowledge and
understanding of the laws by factory entrepreneurs related to
factory or machine inspections using private inspectors
according to factory laws in the area of Udon Thani province.
The sample group consisted of 258 factory entrepreneurs from
Udon Thani province. Data were collected using a questionnaire,
and the analysis employed statistics such as mean, percentage,
standard deviation, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The research findings revealed that: (1) overall, the
knowledge and understanding of factory laws among factory
entrepreneurs was at a moderate level (X = 3.19, SD = 0.62),
and (2) the selected factors positively influenced their
knowledge and understanding of the laws. The predictive
variable with the highest predictive power was corporate
governance factors (X1), followed by public relations factors
(X2), and factors related to officials and agencies (X3). These
three predictive variables explained 71.4% of the variance in
knowledge and understanding of factory laws, with a forecast
error of £0.336. The regression equation formulated is:

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at the development of police
management on mass shooting incident: a case study of Korat
shooting incident. In order to provide appropriate approaches in
response to mass shootings through the analysis of post-crisis
management. This qualitative study undertook documentary
research, and conducted in-depth interviews with participants who
have knowledge and experience in various crisis management
incidents, specifically mass shooting incidents, and those directly
involved in responding to the Korat shooting incident. The
participants consisted of seven police officers at the executive and
operational levels from different departments, and eleven private
individuals, which consisted of two social media followers, one
public safety technology business developer, one criminology and
public safety academic. The participants voluntarily consented to
provide information through the conduct of an in-depth interview.
The study used content analysis.

The findings showed that guidelines to improve police
officers’ performance in managing the response to mass shootings
in the community requires four aspects: 1) Professional training — to
provide training in information management in emergency
situations for the radio center personnel and to provide training in
media communication for executive police officers; 2) Operational
procedure - to create a manual for police officers working in the
radio communication center, and to give authority to police officers
at the operational level who are performing their duties to make
decisions or give orders and disseminate information without
deferring to their superior; 3) Technology enhancement — to create
functional media platforms such as maintaining an active police
station's Facebook account with local followers, educating the public
how to rescue themselves from a shooting incident, and setting up
public and private social media networks to share information about
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emergency situations such as a shooting incident; 4) Legal Aspect:
Establish legal procedures to facilitate cooperation from the public,
private sector, and local media in disseminating information related
to emergency situations. This could include adopting a
memorandum of cooperation between the police and online social
networks, enabling provincial and national police spokespeople to
share information about emergencies, such as shooting incidents,
on these platforms.

Universities play a pivotal role in cultivating future
innovators, a priority underscored by the Chinese Ministry of
Education to address graduate employment issues and propel
national progress, highlighting the importance of this research
area. Based on social cognitive theory and self-efficacy theory,
this study develops a conceptual model to explore the impact of
entrepreneurial environment experience, engagement in
innovative behavior, and self-efficacy on the entrepreneurial
innovative capability of university students.

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Introduction

In the grand context of globalization and information technology, China, as an emerging
economy, is rapidly becoming a world center of innovation. According to the 2022 Global
Innovation Index (Gll, 2022), China ranks first among developing countries and eleventh
globally. This status underscores the critical role that higher education institutions play in
cultivating future innovators (Cao, 2022). In an era of economic integration and rapid
technological development, entrepreneurial innovative capability has become a key indicator
of national competitiveness. In response, the Chinese Ministry of Education has issued several
policies encouraging higher education institutions to nurture students' spirit of innovation and
entrepreneurial skills to meet the challenges and opportunities of the future job market
(Website, 2014)

Within this educational and societal context in China, higher education plays an essential
role in developing students' entrepreneurial innovative capability. However, university students
often face numerous challenges in the entrepreneurial process, such as adaptability to the
entrepreneurial environment, the degree of engagement in innovative behavior, and the
strength of their self-efficacy, all of which can impact their entrepreneurial success (Bae et al.,
2014). Based on social cognitive theory(Bandura, 1986)and self-efficacy theory (Bandura &
Adams, 1977), this study explores how entrepreneurial environment experience, engagement
in innovative behavior, and self-efficacy collectively influence university students'
entrepreneurial innovative capability (Peterman & Kennedy, 2003).

Through a detailed questionnaire survey of 400 university students in Chongging,
coupled with data analysis using the structural equation modeling (PLS-SEM), this research aims
to reveal the interactions among these variables and their specific impacts on students'
entrepreneurial capabilities. The findings will not only deepen the understanding of the role of
higher education in promoting entrepreneurial education but also provide empirical evidence
for educational policymakers on how to design and implement entrepreneurial education
programs more effectively.

Furthermore, considering the current global economic uncertainty and complexity, the
results of this study are also expected to offer strategic recommendations for universities,
educators, and individuals to better adapt to the rapid changes in economy and technology,
thereby enhancing students' entrepreneurial innovative capability. In summary, this research
provides valuable insights into the field of entrepreneurial education and promotes a closer
alignment between educational practices and global development trends.

Literature Review and Theoretical Framework

In the context of a globalized economy, innovation and entrepreneurship education is
seen as a key pathway for nurturing future entrepreneurs. Higher education institutions are
committed to enhancing students' entrepreneurial innovative capability through various
educational strategies and courses. Social cognitive theory (Bandura, 1986) provides a
framework for understanding and analyzing how individuals develop entrepreneurial skills in
their environment through observation, imitation, and other forms of learning. Self-efficacy
theory, a broader part of social cognitive theory (Bandura & Adams, 1977), focuses on
individuals' beliefs in their own ability to perform specific tasks, which directly affects their
motivation levels, behavioral performance, and emotional states (Peterman & Kennedy, 2003).
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The research gaps identified in this paper are: First, although current studies extensively
focus on the application of these theories in education and psychology, the specific link between
innovation and students' entrepreneurial capabilities requires further exploration. Second,
while both academic and practical communities recognize the positive impact of an innovative
atmosphere on promoting student entrepreneurial behavior, there is still a relative lack of
guantitative evidence on how entrepreneurial environment experience, engagement in
innovative behavior, and self-efficacy interact and affect entrepreneurial innovative capability.
Third, much research focuses on analyzing the impact of external resources in the
entrepreneurial environment, such as funding, networks, and support systems on students'
entrepreneurial capabilities, often neglecting the role of internal factors such as self-efficacy
and the logical relationships among these factors.

Therefore, this study aims to address these research gaps by exploring how
entrepreneurial environment experience, engagement in innovative behavior, and self-efficacy
interact and collectively enhance university students' entrepreneurial innovative capability. By
integrating social cognitive theory and self-efficacy theory, this study will provide a
comprehensive analytical framework to deeply understand how an innovative atmosphere
enhances students' self-efficacy, thereby increasing their engagement in innovative behaviors
and entrepreneurial success rates. This research is expected not only to enrich theoretical
perspectives but also to provide empirical support for higher education institutions in
formulating more effective entrepreneurial education strategies.

Impact of Entrepreneurial Environment Experience on Entrepreneurial Innovative
Capability:

According to the social cognitive theory proposed by Bandura (1986) environmental
factors significantly influence individual cognition and behavior. Studies indicate that the
entrepreneurial innovative capability of university students is positively affected by
environmental factors such as university entrepreneurship policies (Astebro et al., 2012) and
resources (Lithje & Franke, 2003). A positive entrepreneurial environment, characterized by
abundant entrepreneurial resources and practical opportunities, can significantly enhance
students' entrepreneurial skills (Pittaway & Cope, 2007). Furthermore, policy support such as
tax incentives and low-interest loans, as well as participation in entrepreneurial courses and
activities like lectures, workshops, and competitions, contribute to stimulating students'
entrepreneurial intent and enhancing their entrepreneurial abilities (Isenberg, 2010). Hence,
the following hypothesis is proposed:

H1: Entrepreneurial environment experience at the university has a positive impact on
students’ entrepreneurial innovative capability.

Impact of Entrepreneurial Environment Experience on Engagement in Innovative
Behavior:

Consistent with Bandura (1986) social cognitive theory, environmental factors
significantly impact individual behavior. Salancik and Pfeffer (1978) noted that organizations and
individuals depend on the external environment for the acquisition and utilization of resources.
Research demonstrates that the university entrepreneurial environment, such as policies
(Astebro et al., 2012), resources, and faculty support, positively influences students'
engagement in innovative behavior (Maresch et al., 2016). For instance, entrepreneurship
courses, practical projects, and financial support can inspire students' innovative actions (Li &
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Liu, 2011) Additionally, high-quality faculty guidance, extensive academic exchanges, and
collaboration with peers further promote students' engagement in innovation (Lithje & Franke,
2003). Thus, the following hypothesis is derived:

H2: Entrepreneurial environment experience at the university positively influences
students' engagement in innovative behavior.

The Impact of Self-Efficacy on Entrepreneurial Innovative Capability:

Self-efficacy, defined as an individual’s confidence in successfully completing specific
tasks, is a key internal factor influencing university students' entrepreneurial innovative
capability (Lee & Bobko, 1994). Studies have demonstrated a positive relationship between self-
efficacy and entrepreneurial innovative capability, with students possessing high self-efficacy
more confident in setting and achieving entrepreneurial goals (McGee et al., 2009). Additionally,
self-efficacy is associated with university students’ resilience in the entrepreneurial process,
problem-solving abilities, and resource integration capabilities (Markman et al., 2002; McGee
et al., 2009). Emphasizing the development of stable psychological qualities and resilience in
education is crucial for entrepreneurial success (McGee et al., 2009). Practical entrepreneurial
experiences can enhance university students’ self-efficacy, thereby affecting their behavioral
intentions and entrepreneurial performance (Kalkan & Kaygusuz, 2012). Therefore, university
students' self-efficacy has a significant positive impact on their entrepreneurial innovative
capability. Hence, the following hypothesis is proposed:

H3: University students’ self-efficacy positively influences their entrepreneurial
innovative capability.

Impact of Engagement in Innovative Behavior on Self-Efficacy:

Engagement in innovative behavior can enhance university students' self-efficacy.
Hockerts (2017) notes that engagement in innovative behavior includes learning new
knowledge and skills, and trying new methods. Studies have shown that through successful
practical experiences, university students can boost their confidence when facing challenges
and solving problems, thereby enhancing their self-efficacy (Zimmerman, 2000). Students with
high self-efficacy are more inclined to participate in challenging innovative activities because
they believe they can overcome difficulties (Chen et al., 1998) Furthermore, sustained
engagement in innovative behavior encourages students to continuously learn and apply new
knowledge and skills, strengthening their ability to adapt to changes and uncertainties (Luthans
& Jensen, 2002). Positive feedback and support also help improve students' self-efficacy in the
field of innovation and entrepreneurship (Tierney & Farmer, 2002). Therefore, university
students' engagement in innovative behavior has a significant positive impact on their self-
efficacy, further promoting the development of their entrepreneurial innovative capability.
Hence, the following hypothesis is proposed:

H4: University students’ engagement in innovative behavior has a significant positive
impact on their self-efficacy.

Impact of Engagement in Innovative Behavior on Entrepreneurial Innovative
Capability:

University students engaged in innovative behavior can enhance their entrepreneurial
innovative capability through accumulated practical experience and improved problem-solving
skills. Raza and Khan (2022)pointed out that such engagement not only enhances students'
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critical thinking and collaboration awareness but also boosts their competitive edge. The
acquisition of knowledge on innovation and entrepreneurship and training in innovative
thinking are crucial for enhancing students' capabilities. Harkema and Schout (2008) argue that
educational models adapting to socio-economic development needs should emphasize
practical ability and skill cultivation. Additionally, participation in innovative practices fosters
students' resource integration capabilities, which are vital for entrepreneurial success (Harkema
& Schout, 2008). Social cognitive theory provides a framework for understanding these
phenomena, highlighting the interactions among individual behaviors, cognitive psychological
factors, and environmental factors (Neneh, 2019). Thus, the following hypothesis is derived:

H5: University students’ engagement in innovative behavior significantly positively
affects their entrepreneurial innovative capability.

Objective

To explore the impact of entrepreneurial environment experience, engagement in
innovative behavior, and self-efficacy on the entrepreneurial innovative capability of university
students.

Research Methodology

This study aims to explore the entrepreneurial innovative capability and its influencing
factors among 526,000 undergraduate students in Chongqing, China. Data collection was
conducted through the Wenjuanxing platform, which supports rapid design, distribution, and
management of surveys. The survey was launched on December 11, 2023, in collaboration with
university student affairs offices and counselors, and was promoted through social media
groups to enhance participation. A quantitative approach was employed, and a comprehensive
guestionnaire was designed that included items on entrepreneurial environment experience,
engagement in innovative behavior, and self-efficacy.

As the target audience is Chinese, the questionnaire was developed in Chinese. To
ensure the viability of the Chinese version, a back-translation method was used, and a pilot test
was conducted before the official distribution. The pilot test results indicated that the reliability
of the scales for entrepreneurial environment experience (¢=0.816), engagement in innovative
behavior (a=0.885), self-efficacy (a=0.890), and entrepreneurial innovative capability (a¢=0.910)
achieved satisfactory Cronbach's alpha values above the general acceptance threshold of 0.7,
meeting the criteria for reliability tests. The survey results demonstrated good stability and
credibility(Thatcher & Perrewe, 2002).

Age

This study involved a quota sampling of 526,000 undergraduate students in Chongging,
consisting of 305,000 students (58%) from public universities and 221,000 students (42%) from
private universities. Using Taro Yamane’s formula, it was determined that a minimum of 400
responses was needed, with an error margin of 0.05, comprising 232 from public and 168 from
private institutions. By the end of data collection, 437 questionnaires were received, of which
37 were discarded due to being deemed untrustworthy. Table 1 summarizes the demographic
characteristics of the respondents.

Measures

All scales used to measure the hypothesized constructs in this study were adapted from
previous research. A 7-point Likert scale was used, ranging from 1 (strongly disagree) to 7
(strongly agree). All questionnaires were mandatory, with only one submission allowed per IP
address to ensure data accuracy and prevent duplication. Such research design and
measurement techniques aid in thoroughly understanding and fostering the entrepreneurial
innovative capability of university students in Chongging, providing valuable support for
educational policy-making and academic practice. The scale for measuring entrepreneurial
environment experience was adapted from Xiong et al. (2023), consisting of 3 items, and
included 2 modified items from Aliedan et al. (2022). Engagement in innovative behavior was
adapted from Venkatesh et al., (2003), comprising 5 items. Self-efficacy was measured using a
scale adapted from Jiatong et al. (2021), also consisting of 5 items. The scale for entrepreneurial
innovative capability, comprising 12 items, was adapted from (Xiaohui, 2015), and includes four
dimensions: Leadership Skills, Opportunity Recognition, Innovative Ability, and Resource
Integration, each with three items. Gender and age were treated as control variables in this
study. Gender was measured as a dummy variable (male = 0; female = 1); age was measured
based on actual age in the year 2024.

Statistical Analyses

This study employs Partial Least Squares Structural Equation Modeling (PLS-SEM) to
analyze data and explore the factors affecting university students' entrepreneurial innovative
capability. Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) is an effective method for analyzing relationships
between observed variables and latent variables. PLS-SEM is particularly suited for exploratory
research and causal relationship analysis, accommodating small samples and non-normal data.
Compared to Covariance-Based Structural Equation Modeling (CB-SEM), which focuses more on
testing pre-specified relationships and the overall fit of the model suitable for model validation,
PLS-SEM emphasizes prediction accuracy and multivariate relationship analysis. It can reveal
the impact of latent variables like the perception of innovative atmosphere on entrepreneurial
innovative capability. Additionally, PLS-SEM allows for the analysis of moderating effects on
variable relationships, aiding in understanding the complex mechanisms influencing university
students' entrepreneurial innovative capability.
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Results

Before evaluating the structural model, all necessary criteria must be met (Hair et al.,
2019). The PLS Algorithm was employed. To test the reliability of indicators, attention was paid
to whether the loadings of each indicator were significant and exceeded the threshold of 0.7
(Urbach & Ahlemann, 2010). According to the results presented in Table 21, loadings for
variables such as entrepreneurial environment experience, engagement in innovative behavior,
self-efficacy, and perception of innovative atmosphere exceeded 0.7. The remaining items were
categorized into the dimensions of resource integration, innovative ability, opportunity
recognition, and leadership skills within entrepreneurial innovative capability, with loadings also
above 0.7. Moreover, cross-loadings were measured, and the results showed that each
indicator’s loading on its designated construct was greater than on any other construct (Urbach
& Ahlemann, 2010). The categorization of items was consistent with the theoretical structure,
indicating good structural validity of the questionnaire, as shown in Table 2.

Secondly, as shown in Table 3, the reliability of the constructs was assessed using
Composite Reliability (CR) and Cronbach’s Alpha (CA). The results indicated that all values
exceeded the threshold of 0.70 (Thatcher & Perrewe, 2002), thus, the reliability of all constructs
was considered acceptable according to research standards.

Third, the discriminant validity was evaluated by comparing the square root of the
Average Variance Extracted (AVE) for each construct with the correlation coefficients among the
constructs. Table 3 reports that the square root of the AVE exceeded the correlations with other
constructs, fulfilling the requirements for discriminant validity. Given that indicator loadings
might be overestimated, and structural model relationships might be underestimated, a higher
boundary criterion known as the heterotrait-monotrait ratio (HTMT) was used to assess
discriminant validity according to the Fornell-Larcker criterion (Henseler et al., 2015). All HTMT
ratio test results ranged from 0.354 to 0.800, below the threshold of 0.85 (Henseler et al., 2015),
indicating that all constructs are distinct; in other words, discriminant validity was satisfactory.

Multicollinearity and Common Method Bias Assessment

Multicollinearity was assessed using Variance Inflation Factor (VIF) statistics. Ideal VIF
values should be close to but not exceed 3, confirming that multicollinearity is not an issue (Hair
et al., 2019). The study results displayed a complete range of VIFs between 1.302 and 2.563,
demonstrating the absence of multicollinearity concerns. Furthermore, common method bias
(CMB) was tested using Harman'’s single-factor test. In the principal component analysis, this
study examined all indicators of the model by extracting a fixed number of factors as a single
factor. The results indicated that the single-factor solution accounted for only 37.527% of the
variance, which is below the 50% threshold (Charoensukmongkol & Phungsoonthorn, 2021).
Thus, CMB is not a central issue in the data collection of this study.

Structural Model

The structural model employed the PLS algorithm with a path weighting scheme, along
with 300 iterations, to compute the statistics for latent variables. Figure 1 displays the results of
the structural model analysis.

Based on the results of the measurement model assessment, a structural model as shown
in Figure 1 was constructed using Smart-PLS 4.0 software to analyze the comprehensive impact
relationships among the variables. The model evaluation results indicated that the entrepreneurial
environment experience at universities has a significant positive impact on university students'
entrepreneurial innovative capability, with a regression coefficient f =0.207 and a significance level
p < 0.001, thereby confirming Hypothesis H1. Furthermore, the entrepreneurial environment
experience significantly positively influences university students' engagement in innovative
behavior, with a regression coefficient B = 0.664 and a significance level p < 0.001, supporting
Hypothesis H2. The positive regression impact of self-efficacy on entrepreneurial innovative
capability was also significant, with a regression coefficient f = 0.323 and a significance level p <
0.001, validating Hypothesis H3. The positive influence of engagement in innovative behavior on
self-efficacy was also significant, with a regression coefficient f = 0.420 and a significance level p <
0.001, thus confirming Hypothesis H4. Finally, the positive impact of engagement in innovative
behavior on entrepreneurial innovative capability also reached a significant level, with a regression
coefficient B = 0.230 and a significance level p < 0.001, verifying Hypothesis H5. These results
collectively demonstrate that the entrepreneurial environment at universities, along with university
students' self-efficacy and engagement in innovative behavior, play a key role in enhancing their
entrepreneurial innovative capability.

In this study, statistical analysis was employed to assess the overall explanatory power
of the research model, primarily quantified through the R-squared (R?) and Adjusted R-squared
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(Adjusted R?) metrics. The R-squared value indicates the proportion of variance in the
dependent variable that is explained by the independent variables in the model, while the
Adjusted R-squared provides a more accurate reflection of the model's explanatory power by
accounting for the number of independent variables. Specifically, entrepreneurial environment
experience explains 43.4% of the variance in engagement in innovative behavior (R?=0.434),
and engagement in innovative behavior explains 40.5% of the variance in self-efficacy
(R%=0.405). Additionally, the combined predictive explanatory power of entrepreneurial
environment experience, engagement in innovative behavior, and self-efficacy on
entrepreneurial innovative capability is 53.6%, indicating the model's good predictive validity
(Ringle et al., 2012).

Furthermore, the Q? value, assessed through the Stone-Geisser Test, was used to
evaluate the model’s predictive accuracy, validating the model's capability to predict the data.
A Q2 value greater than 0 indicates that the model has predictive relevance, which is crucial for
assessing the practical predictive effect of the model and reflects the model's fit and predictive
power. These statistical indicators show that the model’s predictive validity is above average,
suggesting that the model structure is both reasonable and effective.

Discussion

Theoretical Contributions

This study extends the social cognitive theory to the domain of innovation and
entrepreneurship and delves into the interplay among university students' entrepreneurial
environment experience, engagement in innovative behavior, and self-efficacy, effectively filling
the theoretical gaps in the application of these concepts to the innovation and entrepreneurship
fields. This research also particularly underscores the importance of innovation self-efficacy
(Zimmerman, 2000), providing new theoretical support for the further development of social
cognitive theory.

Practical Contributions

The findings demonstrate that higher education institutions play a pivotal role in
enhancing students' entrepreneurial innovative capability through the development of an
entrepreneurial environment. Educators stimulate students' entrepreneurial interests and self-
efficacy effectively by sharing success stories of entrepreneurship, providing professional
training and psychological support, and designing practical activities (Isaksen & Ekvall, 2010). By
participating in innovative projects and hands-on activities, students not only improve their
entrepreneurial skills but also bolster their confidence and capability to face challenges, laying
a solid foundation for their future entrepreneurial success.

Limitations

Despite this study's comprehensive application of social cognitive theory and self-
efficacy theory deepening the understanding of factors influencing university students'
entrepreneurial innovative capability, there are some deficiencies in the theoretical framework,
model application, and data collection. Firstly, while relying on social cognitive theory and self-
efficacy theory provides a robust theoretical foundation(Bandura & Adams, 1977), social
cognitive theory may not fully explain the complex behaviors and psychological changes of
individuals in specific entrepreneurial contexts. Future research is suggested to incorporate
more dimensional theoretical frameworks, such as the theory of entrepreneurial
intentions(Linan & Fayolle, 2015). Secondly, the current model does not fully reflect the multi-
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level interactions between individuals, behaviors, and environments, nor does it adequately
consider other potential moderating factors. Finally, as the primary data collection tool, the
survey covered students from both private and public universities, limiting the generalizability
of the findings. Additionally, the reliance on self-reported data, which might introduce
subjective biases potentially leading to distorted perceptions of the entrepreneurial
environment and capability assessment (Corno & Mandinach, 1983), should be considered.
Care should be taken when interpreting these data to be aware of potential issues arising from
such subjectivity.

Conclusion

This study provides robust evidence supporting the significant influence of
entrepreneurial environment experience, engagement in innovative behavior, and self-efficacy
on the entrepreneurial innovative capability of university students. The findings confirm the
following: Entrepreneurial Environment Experience: The positive impact of the entrepreneurial
environment at universities on students' entrepreneurial innovative capability was
substantiated, with a significant regression coefficient (B = 0.207, p < 0.001). This underscores
the importance of a supportive and resource-rich entrepreneurial environment in fostering
innovation among students. Engagement in Innovative Behavior: The study found a strong
positive relationship between entrepreneurial environment experience and students'
engagement in innovative behavior (B = 0.664, p < 0.001). Additionally, engagement in
innovative behavior significantly contributed to entrepreneurial innovative capability (B =0.230,
p <0.001) and self-efficacy (B = 0.420, p < 0.001). These results highlight the critical role of active
participation in innovative activities in enhancing students' entrepreneurial skills and
confidence. Self-Efficacy: Self-efficacy was shown to have a significant positive effect on
entrepreneurial innovative capability (B = 0.323, p < 0.001), indicating that students' belief in
their ability to perform entrepreneurial tasks is a key driver of their innovative potential. The
model's explanatory power, as indicated by the R-squared values, shows that entrepreneurial
environment experience explains 43.4% of the variance in engagement in innovative behavior,
and engagement in innovative behavior explains 40.5% of the variance in self-efficacy. The
combined influence of these factors explains 53.6% of the variance in entrepreneurial
innovative capability, demonstrating the model's good predictive validity. The Q? values from
the Stone-Geisser Test confirm the model's predictive relevance, indicating that the model is
both reasonable and effective in predicting the entrepreneurial innovative capability of
university students.

Recommendations

When proposing directions for future research, it is first recommended to expand the
boundaries of social cognitive theory and self-efficacy theory to more comprehensively
understand and explain the behaviors and psychological changes of university students in
specific entrepreneurial contexts. Given that social cognitive theory may have limitations in
addressing the complexities of individual-specific entrepreneurial situations (Bandura, 2002), it
is suggested to explore more complex theoretical structures, such as the theory of
entrepreneurial intentions (Lifidn & Fayolle, 2015). This theory can reveal how individuals adapt
to the environment and effectively utilize resources and capabilities during the entrepreneurial
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process. Secondly, to delve deeper into the multilevel interactions among different variables,
future research needs to design more refined models. Insufficient consideration has been given
to other potential moderating factors, such as individual entrepreneurial motives, network
relationships, and affective events (Shane et al.,, 2003) whose composite effects may
significantly impact university students' entrepreneurial innovative capability. In terms of data
collection, future research should employ more comprehensive and diverse methods. The
current study mainly relies on self-reported questionnaires, covering data from students at both
private and public universities. While this method provides immediate insights, the inherent
limitations of self-report methods, such as social desirability bias, may lead to subjective biases
in the data. Therefore, it is recommended to use longitudinal tracking methods (Wright et al.,
1995) combined with qualitative research techniques, such as in-depth interviews and case
studies, to provide a more comprehensive understanding and capture the development of
individuals’ entrepreneurial capabilities over time.

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Introduction

The Yao, a minority in southern China, is widely distributed with a rich and ancient
history. Their culture encompasses various forms of arts, including oral traditions, music,
dance, painting, and sculpture. Among these, the folk songs of the Jinxiu Yao have garnered
widespread attention due to their unique artistic features and local flavors.

Jinxiu Yao folk songs originated from the productive labor and daily life of the Yao
people, constituting an essential part of their existence. Typically sung in the Yao people's
native language, these songs feature symbolic lyrics conveying the history, culture, beliefs, and
way of life of the Yao ethnic group. Simultaneously, their melodies and tones carry a strong
ethnic character, instantly recognizable as Yao music.

However, despite the significant cultural and artistic value of Jinxiu Yao folk songs, they
have not received sufficient academic research and attention.

Additionally, with the acceleration of the modernization process, many traditional Yao folk
songs are at risk of disappearing.

Furthermore, they
elaborated extensively on the extended aspects of the questions posed in the interview
outline. The researchers conducted follow-up interviews with the three participants one week
and one month after the initial interviews.

Based on this, it can be confirmed that the interviews
were successful, and the information collected during the interviews has been verified through

the follow-up checks.

Based on the above proportions, it is evident that in this study, among the ten selected
Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs, the ratio of songs using Yao language to Chinese is 7:3. Further
research reveals that the Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs created and performed in Chinese are
primarily of contemporary origin, whereas those composed and sung in Yao language often
draw inspiration from traditional folk songs.

Based on the above proportions, it is evident that among the ten selected Guangxi
Jinxiu Yao folk songs in this study, the creative themes primarily revolve around five main
types: love songs, labor songs, lyrical songs, ritual songs, and celebratory songs. Specifically,
there are four love songs, two labor songs, two lyrical songs, and one each of ritual and
celebratory songs.

Results

1. History and Cultural Background of Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs

(1) Origin and Development of Yao Folk Songs

Yao folk songs represent a traditional musical form in the southern regions of China,
boasting a profound history and rich cultural significance. The origin of Yao folk songs can be
traced back to the productive labor and daily lives of the Yao people, constituting an integral
part of their existence. In the lives of the Yao people, folk songs serve not only as a form of
entertainment but also as a crucial means of cultural inheritance and emotional expression.

The development of Yao folk songs has undergone a lengthy historical process. In
ancient times, the Yao people primarily transmitted folk songs through oral traditions, typically
sung in their native language. The lyrics are imbued with symbolic meanings, conveying the
history, culture, beliefs, and way of life of the Yao people. Over time, Yao folk songs gradually
evolved into a distinct musical form with unique styles and characteristics (Tan Xiaoning,
2014).
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In the modern era, the preservation and development of Yao folk songs face numerous
challenges. With the acceleration of the modernization process, many traditional Yao folk
songs are at risk of disappearing. Therefore, the protection and transmission of Yao ethnic folk

songs have become a vital task for contemporary Yao people.

(2) Geographic and Cultural Background of Jinxiu Yao Folk Songs

Jinxiu County is located in the northeast of the Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region,
serving as one of the areas where the Yao people reside and playing a crucial role in the
Guangxi Yao Autonomous Region. The geographic and cultural background of Jinxiu Yao folk
songs has profound influences on their musical features and thematic content.

Situated in the northeastern part of the Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region, Jinxiu
County features complex terrain, undulating mountains, and a warm, humid climate, providing
favorable natural conditions for the development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs. Over the long
periods of productive labor and daily life, the Yao people in this region created numerous folk
songs reflecting the natural environment and emotional experiences, and these songs have
been widely disseminated and developed in Jinxiu County.

Additionally, Jinxiu County is a significant birthplace of Yao culture, boasting a rich
history and cultural heritage. In the lives of the Yao people, folk songs serve not only as a form
of entertainment but also as a crucial means of cultural inheritance and emotional expression.
In Jinxiu County, Yao folk songs have been widely inherited and developed, becoming an
integral part of Yao culture (Nitzky, W. 2014).

2. Themes and Contents of Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs
(1) Love Songs

In the Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs, love songs represent a significant theme and
content. Love songs typically portray the romantic lives of the Yao people, showcasing their
sincere emotions and passionate love.

Within love songs, rhetorical devices such as metaphors, symbolism, and exaggeration
are commonly employed to liken love to the most precious elements of life, as seen in lines
like "Flowers bloom in red and purple, my love for you is heartfelt." These metaphors and
symbols express the Yao people's yearning and pursuit of love. Additionally, love songs often
delve into the complexities and tribulations of love, addressing themes such as separation and
the agony of yearning between lovers. These themes not only reveal the Yao people's profound

understanding of love but also illustrate their elevated aspirations for love.
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(2) Labor Songs

Similar to love songs, labor songs are a primary creative theme in the Guangxi Jinxiu
Yao folk songs. Labor songs typically depict the productive labor of the Yao people, highlighting
their industrious, simple, and persevering spirit.

Labor songs often touch upon Yao people's agricultural and handicraft activities, such
as "Plowing Song" and "Weaving Song." These songs, presented in simple and straightforward
language, express the Yao people's love for labor and their pursuit of a fulfilling life.
Additionally, labor songs frequently involve collective labor and cooperative spirit, as seen in
songs like "Cooperation Song" and "Labor Unity Song." These songs showcase the unity and
cooperation of the Yao people in their productive labor, reflecting their collectivist spirit and

social values.
(3) Lyrical Songs

Lyrical songs typically draw inspiration from the emotional lives of the Yao people,
expressing their sincere feelings and profound emotional experiences.

In lyrical songs, various emotions such as love, familial bonds, and friendship are often
explored, as seen in titles like "Yearning Song," "Farewell Song," and "Friendship Song." These
songs, presented in simple and clear language, convey the Yao people's deep understanding of
emotions and genuine sentiments. Lyrical songs also frequently delve into the life experiences
and historical trials of the Yao people, as evident in titles like "War Song" and "Song of
Displacement." These songs portray the hardships and setbacks endured by the Yao people in
history and reality, reflecting their resilient, courageous, and optimistic spirit.

(4) Celebration Songs

Celebration songs typically center around the festivals and celebratory events of the
Yao people, capturing their joyful, lively, and united atmosphere.

In celebration songs, traditional Yao festivals and celebratory activities are often
featured, including the Spring Festival, Yao Song Festival, and Harvest Festival. These songs,
characterized by cheerful and lively rhythms and melodies, express the joy and happiness of
the Yao people during festivals and celebratory events. Celebration songs also often emphasize
the unity and friendship of the Yao people, as seen in titles like "Unity Song" and "Harvest
Song" (Jiang Xie & Xiang Jingjing, 2021). These songs depict the unity and camaraderie of the
Yao people during festivals and celebratory events, similar to labor songs, primarily reflecting
the collective spirit and social values of the Yao people in Jinxiu, Guangxi.
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(5) Ritual Songs

Ritual songs typically draw inspiration from the religious ceremonies and traditional
rituals of the Yao people, reflecting their devout, reverent, and traditional cultural values.

In ritual songs, themes often revolve around religious ceremonies and sacrificial
activities, such as "Sacrifice Song" and "Worship Song." These songs, characterized by solemn
and reverent atmospheres and melodies, express the Yao people's reverence and piety toward
deities. Ritual songs also frequently involve traditional ceremonies and customs of the Yao
people, including "Wedding Song" and "Funeral Song." These songs portray the Yao people's
emphasis on and respect for traditional rituals and customs, reflecting their appreciation and

preservation of traditional culture.

(6) Other Types of Folk Songs

In addition to the aforementioned types of folk songs, Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs
encompass other types, such as children's songs and lullabies. These songs typically target Yao
children and infants, showcasing the care and expectations of the Yao people for the next
generation (Wei Guixi, 2014).

In children's songs, simple and lively melodies, along with humorous and witty lyrics,
express affection for and emphasize the importance of educating children. These songs often
possess playful and interactive elements, stimulating children's interest and engagement.

Lullabies are specifically crafted to lull infants to sleep. Characterized by gentle,
soothing melodies and tender, comforting lyrics, these songs provide a sense of security and
comfort for infants. Lullabies are typically sung by mothers or other close relatives, playing a
crucial role in parent-child communication and emotional bonding.

While other types of folk songs may not be as predominant in Jinxiu Yao folk songs,
they nonetheless reflect the emotions and lives of the Yao people, showcasing the diversity
and richness of Yao culture. Through the study and preservation of these folk songs, we gain a
more comprehensive understanding of Yao people's culture, history, and way of life.

3. Artistic Features of Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs
(1) Musical Features

Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs are an integral part of Yao culture, possessing unique
artistic characteristics. Among these, musical features stand out as one of the essential artistic
traits of Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs (Wei Guixi, 2015).

The rhythm typically relies on straightforward beats,
incorporating the dance and life rhythms of the Yao people, resulting in a strong sense of
rhythm and motion.

Secondly, Jinxiu Yao folk songs display rich and colorful harmonic expressions, featuring
variety and depth in their harmonies. Harmony is usually based on simple chords, blending the
voices and emotions of the Yao people, creating a strong sense of harmonic beauty and
expressiveness.

In terms of instrumental accompaniment, Jinxiu Yao folk songs boast distinctive artistic
characteristics, with accompaniment weaving patterns rich in local flavor and cultural
connotation. Instruments typically include traditional Yao instruments such as lusheng (reed
pipe wind instrument), bamboo flute, and banhu (a bowed string instrument), providing strong

musical expressiveness and cultural significance.

(2) Lyrics Features

The lyrics of Jinxiu Yao folk songs possess unique charm, revealing profound emotions
and depicting the life, emotions, and cultural characteristics of the Yao people. The lyrics
typically express the emotions and thoughts of the Yao people in simple and clear language,
carrying a strong emotional and expressive power. Furthermore, the lyrics of Jinxiu Yao folk
songs are characterized by beautiful and colorful imagery, rich in poeticism and imagination.
Themes often revolve around natural landscapes, character images, and traditional culture,
blending the language, emotions, and cultural characteristics of the Yao people, showcasing a
rich local flavor and cultural connotation.

(3) Singing Features

The singing features of Jinxiu Yao folk songs are crucial artistic traits, characterized by
unique vocal techniques and singing styles. Firstly, the singing often combines both true and
false voice techniques, a method that highlights the deep emotions and unique musical style
of the Yao people. During the singing process, singers flexibly use true and false voices based
on the emotional tone and style of the song, achieving the optimal musical effect. This unique
vocal technique not only showcases the distinctive charm of Yao ethnic songs but also
preserves and promotes Yao traditional culture.

Additionally, many works in Jinxiu Yao folk songs are sung in Yao language, constituting

a unique appeal of Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs. Yao language is the traditional language of
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the Yao people in Jinxiu, Guangxi, with unique phonetics and pronunciation characteristics.
This imparts distinctive artistic features to folk songs sung in Yao language. In Yao language
singing, singers use unique pronunciation and intonation to control details such as breath and
mouth shape, producing clear, bright, and soft tones. This singing style not only demonstrates
the unique charm of Jinxiu Yao folk songs but also preserves and promotes Yao traditional
culture.

In conclusion, Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs possess unique artistic features, including
melodious and variable melodies, distinct and powerful rhythms, rich and colorful harmonies,
instrument accompaniment with local characteristics and cultural connotations, sincere and
profound lyrics with beautiful and colorful imagery, and unique singing styles and performance
techniques. These artistic features make Jinxiu Yao folk songs a splendid treasure in Chinese
ethnic music, contributing significantly to the inheritance and development of Chinese ethnic

culture.

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Introduction

Located in the southeastern part of the Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region, Jinxiu
Yao Autonomous County is uniquely positioned at the intersection of Guangxi, Hunan, and
Guizhou provinces. It stands as the largest Yao township in Guangxi and the only Yao
autonomous county in China. The rich and diverse musical culture of the Yao people, especially
their folk songs, constitutes a crucial part of Chinese ethnic music. These folk songs are not
only a form of artistic expression but also a medium through which the history, culture, and
social values of the Yao people are transmitted across generations (Qin, 2014; Zhang & Li,
2015).

In the era of economic globalization and rapid modernization, traditional Yao music
culture, including the vibrant folk songs of Jinxiu, is facing significant challenges. The rapid
socio-economic changes and the influx of modern entertainment have led to a gradual decline
in the younger generation's engagement with traditional folk songs. This diminishing interest is
compounded by the aging population of folk singers and the inefficiency of traditional oral
transmission methods. As a result, the continuity and vitality of Yao folk songs are under threat
(Chang, 2019; Wu, 2004).

Statement of the Problem, the primary problem addressed in this study is the declining
inheritance and development of Jinxiu Yao folk song culture amidst the forces of modernization
and globalization. Key issues include: Weakening Identification Among Youth: The younger
generation shows a reduced sense of identification with traditional Yao folk songs, resulting in
decreased participation and enthusiasm (Qin, 2014). Shortage of Inheritors: The existing folk
singers are aging, and there is a lack of young people willing to take up the mantle of folk song
inheritance (Wu, 2004). Inefficient Transmission Methods: The traditional oral transmission
method, while authentic, is inefficient and susceptible to interruptions, leading to potential
loss of cultural knowledge (Zhang & Li, 2015). Impact of Modernization: The rapid urbanization
and adoption of modern entertainment options have led to a diminished audience and
reduced engagement with traditional folk songs (Chang, 2019).

Gaps in the study, despite the recognition of these challenges, there are several gaps in
the existing research on the inheritance and development of Jinxiu Yao folk song culture:
Comprehensive analysis is thorough analysis of the current status of Jinxiu Yao folk song
inheritance that includes both qualitative and quantitative data. Effective strategies from
existing literature often fail to provide practical and actionable strategies tailored to the unique
cultural and social dynamics of Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County. In the other side, insufficient
attention has been given to exploring innovative methods to engage the younger generation in
preserving and promoting Yao folk songs. This paper aims to fill these gaps by providing a

thorough investigation and analysis of the current status of Jinxiu Yao folk song inheritance. It
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also proposes feasible suggestions for the sustainable development of this cultural heritage. By

addressing the challenges and implementing effective measures, the study seeks to contribute

to revitalizing and preserving Jinxiu Yao folk song culture for future generations.

5. Research Tools

This study primarily utilizes survey questionnaires. The questionnaire, tailored to the
research question "Current Status and Development Suggestions for the Inheritance of Guangxi
Jinxiu Yao Folk Songs," consists of eight questions. The questions include: 1. Basic content of
Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs; 2. Issues in the inheritance process of Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk
songs; 3.

In this study, a total of 30 individuals were sampled, including relevant personnel from

the local government or cultural institutions in Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County, Guangxi
Province, as well as music teachers from various levels of schools and practitioners in music or
Yao culture in Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County. A questionnaire survey was conducted among
these participants. Additionally, a background investigation was carried out during the sample
selection process to ensure that the basic information of the sampled subjects met the survey
criteria and that they could contribute to this research.
Thirty questionnaires were distributed and collected through on-site completion. All 30
collected questionnaires were deemed valid, with zero invalid or unrecovered questionnaires.

9. Data Analysis
Based on the feedback from the sampled individuals, the research summarized five
dimensions of issues, namely, "Insufficient emphasis to Yao folk songs," "Economic
underdevelopment in the Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County constraining cultural development,"

"Insufficient development in the education sector in the Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County,"
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"Incompatibility of Yao folk songs leading to difficulties in their integration into school
classrooms," and "Insufficient government investment."

Within these five dimensions, the study separately compiled the perspectives of
relevant personnel from the local government or cultural institutions, music teachers from
various levels of schools in Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County, and practitioners in music or Yao
culture in Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County regarding these issues.

Upon collection, organization, and analysis of the data, the following findings were
obtained:

From the perspective of government or cultural institution personnel, the main existing
issues in the development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs in Yao Autonomous County are concentrated
in the dimensions of "Insufficient emphasis to Yao folk songs," "Economic underdevelopment in
the Jinxiu Yao region constraining cultural development,” "Insufficient development in the
education sector in the Jinxiu Yao region," and "Insufficient government investment." Regarding
the compatibility issues of Yao folk songs, the surveyed individuals from the government sector
stated that extensive cultural promotional activities have been carried out in the past, and there
are plans for further promotion of Yao folk songs and related culture in the present and future.

From the perspective of music teachers in various schools, the main existing issues in
the development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs Yao Autonomous County are concentrated in the
dimensions of "Insufficient development in the education sector in the Jinxiu Yao region,"
"Incompatibility of Yao folk songs leading to difficulties in their integration into school
classrooms," and "Insufficient government investment." Among the ten sampled teachers, eight
believed that government investment in education is insufficient. Additionally, they highlighted
compatibility issues between Yao folk songs and the teaching content in textbooks. All ten
teachers expressed significant concern about the lack of educational resources in Jinxiu County,
particularly in terms of resources related to folk songs.

From the perspective of practitioners in music or Yao culture, views on the five
dimensions, including "Insufficient attention to Yao folk songs," "Economic underdevelopment
in the Jinxiu Yao region constraining cultural development," "Insufficient development in the
education sector in the Jinxiu Yao region," "Incompatibility of Yao folk songs leading to
difficulties in their integration into school classrooms," and "Insufficient government
investment," are relatively balanced. All ten survey participants expressed concern about the
development constraints in these five dimensions and acknowledged that these issues impede
the inheritance and development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs.

1. Overview of Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County

Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County (hereinafter referred to as "Jinxiu") is located in the
southeast of the Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region, situated on the transitional zone from
the Yunnan-Guizhou Plateau to the hills of Guangxi. The county is home to a diverse population
of ethnic minorities, with 48 minority groups, including Yao, Miao, Zhuang, Dong, constituting
95.1% of the total population. Among them, the Yao ethnic group comprises 66,000 people,
accounting for 42.8% of the total population. Major subgroups within the Yao ethnicity include
Pan Yao, Jing, Yao Medicine Practitioners, and Yao Opera. Pan Yao is the largest ethnic group in
Jinxiu, distributed across 14 townships; Jing primarily resides in the county seat and surrounding
townships; Yao Medicine Practitioners are mainly found in the county seat and nearby
townships; the Yao population predominantly resides in Yao townships and Yao-inhabited
villages around the county seat; Jing people are mainly distributed in ethnic villages surrounding
the county seat; and Yao Opera is primarily found in ethnic villages around the county seat.

The musical culture of the Jinxiu Yao is rich and diverse. Yao music has a long history and
takes various forms. According to the survey, Jinxiu Yao music includes a variety of genres such
as mountain songs, folk tunes, three-sentence verses, children's songs, and nursery rhymes,
with mountain songs constituting over 60%. Mountain songs encompass diverse categories,
including Pan songs, Flower songs, and Five-sentence verses (mountain songs). Folk tunes refer
to melodies derived from folk songs, presenting various forms such as solo singing, duets, and
choruses; instrumental solos, ensembles, and orchestras; different types such as love songs,
narrative songs, praise songs, and life songs; various structures such as long songs and short
songs dominated by five-sentence or seven-sentence verses; fixed lyric-melody patterns and
structured musical forms; and the integration of narrative arts to form narrative musical styles
(Qin Yuekui, 2014).

The musical culture of the Jinxiu Yao preserves numerous folk songs with ethnic and
regional characteristics, such as "Da Yao Mountain," "Jinxiu Mountain Songs," "Road to
Happiness," "Happy Life in Yao Family," "Seventh Sister," "Five Watches Rain," and more.
Additionally, there is a wealth of traditional Yao customs and religious music (Zhang Tianhui; Li
Qiaowei, 2015).

The Jinxiu Yao folk songs are diverse, and three county-level intangible cultural heritage
projects — Yao Mountain Songs, Folk Tunes, and Five-Sentence Verses (Mountain Songs) — hold
significant importance and influence in Yao areas and even nationwide (Qin Xiaoning, 2014).

In recent years, the Jinxiu County Committee and Government have attached great
importance to the protection of folk songs, actively promoting the inheritance and development

of music from various ethnic groups. Significant achievements have been made, especially in
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the inclusion of two county-level intangible cultural heritage representative projects (Jinxiu
Mountain Songs, Folk Tunes, and Five-Sentence Verses) in the national-level intangible cultural
heritage protection list (Wu Ninghua, 2004).

2. Issues in the Inheritance of Jinxiu Yao Folk Songs Culture

1) Weakening ldentification of Traditional Folk Songs Culture among the Younger
Generation

With the continuous development of society and the accelerated pace of modernization,
the younger generation's sense of identification with traditional folk songs culture has gradually
weakened. This has raised concerns about the inheritance and development of folk song
culture. Many young people lack a deep understanding of the value, significance, and
importance of folk song culture, and they do not express a strong interest in it. This results in a
low level of participation and enthusiasm among the younger generation in the inheritance and
development of folk song culture, demonstrating a lack of initiative and reactiveness.

Guangxi Jinxiu Yao folk songs, as an essential part of Chinese folk song culture, possess
unique artistic charm and profound cultural heritage. However, with the rapid development of
society, the inheritance and development of this traditional culture face severe challenges.
Many young people lack understanding and awareness of the unique charm and profound
meaning of Yao folk song culture, and they do not give sufficient importance to its inheritance
and development. This leads to a lack of enthusiasm and initiative among them in participating
in the inheritance and development of Yao folk song culture, and some even show indifference
toward this traditional culture.

The inheritance and development of lJinxiu Yao folk songs culture require the
involvement and support of the younger generation. Only by making more young people
understand and identify with this traditional culture can it be successfully inherited and

developed, unleashing its greater value in modern society.

2) Shortage of Talent in Folk Songs Inheritance

The inheritance and development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs culture are vital tasks that
require substantial talent support. However, there is currently a shortage of talents in the field
of folk song inheritance in Jinxiu County. Many folk singers are of advanced age, and there is a
limited number of young people engaging in folk singing. This situation poses a challenge to the

continuity of folk song culture, raising concerns about its future.
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3) Limited Methods of Folk Songs Inheritance

Currently, the primary method of inheriting Jinxiu Yao folk songs is through oral
transmission and personal guidance. While this method ensures the purity of folk songs, it is
less efficient and prone to interruptions due to various reasons such as death or illness.
Moreover, the lack of systematic textbooks and teaching plans means that new inheritors often
need a significant amount of time and effort to learn and understand, increasing the difficulty
of inheritance.

Currently, the transmission of Jinxiu Yao folk songs primarily relies on the method of oral
tradition and personal instruction. Although this approach effectively preserves the authenticity
of folk songs, it is relatively inefficient and susceptible to interruptions caused by factors such
as the death or illness of the inheritors. Furthermore, due to the absence of systematic teaching
materials and instructional plans, new inheritors often need to invest considerable time and

effortin learning and comprehension, which adds to the complexity of the transmission process.

4) Changes in the Social Environment of Folk Songs Inheritance

With rapid social development, the environment is constantly changing, and the social
environment for the inheritance of Jinxiu Yao folk songs has undergone significant
transformations. The widespread adoption of modern entertainment methods, such as
television and the internet, has provided people with more entertainment choices, leading to a
gradual decrease in the audience for traditional folk songs. The acceleration of urbanization has
changed people's lifestyles and perspectives, posing a certain impact on the inheritance and
promotion of traditional folk songs.

Simultaneously, as the socio-economic development accelerates, many young people
choose to work or study outside their hometowns. Upon leaving their hometowns, influenced
by new lifestyles and environments, their interest in traditional folk songs diminishes. This
results in the problem of talent loss in folk songs inheritance, as many talented young individuals
cannot participate in the inheritance of folk songs, limiting their continuation and development.

Despite these challenges, Jinxiu Yao folk songs still hold significant cultural and artistic
value. They embody the history, culture, life, and emotions of the Yao people and constitute an
essential part of ethnic spirit. Therefore, proactive measures should be taken to protect and

inherit Jinxiu Yao folk songs, allowing more people to understand and appreciate their charm.
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5. Feasible Suggestions for the Inheritance and Development of Jinxiu Yao Folk Songs
Culture

1) Strengthening the Sense of Identification among the Younger Generation towards
Traditional Folk Songs Culture

To enhance the younger generation's sense of identification with traditional folk songs
culture, the government, educational institutions, and society at large should intensify the
promotion and education of traditional folk songs culture. This can be achieved by introducing
folk songs culture courses in schools, organizing lectures on folk songs culture, and arranging
cultural experiential activities. These initiatives will enable the younger generation to gain a
deeper understanding of the value and significance of traditional folk songs culture.
Additionally, encouraging and supporting young people to participate in folk songs
competitions, performances, and other activities will allow them to experience and appreciate
the charm of traditional folk songs culture firsthand.

2) Strengthening the Training and Recruitment of Folk Songs Inheritors

In response to the shortage of talents in folk songs inheritance, the government and
businesses should enhance the training and recruitment of folk songs inheritors. Initiatives such
as establishing folk songs inheritance training programs, providing scholarships, and offering
subsidies can encourage and support young individuals in learning traditional folk songs culture
(Chang Huiwen, 2019). Moreover, inviting professional folk songs inheritors and musicians to

guide the younger generation will enhance their singing skills and cultural literacy.

3) Innovating Folk Songs Inheritance Methods

To address the issue of a single method of folk songs inheritance, innovative approaches
should be introduced. This includes developing systematic textbooks and teaching plans to
improve the efficiency and quality of inheritance. Additionally, utilizing modern technology to
record and preserve folk songs materials can prevent interruptions due to various reasons.
Organizing folk songs culture festivals, performances, and other events will expand the reach
and influence of folk songs culture. Drawing inspiration from successful experiences and
practices in other countries and regions can help explore new paths suitable for the inheritance
and development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs culture.
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4) Creating a Favorable Social Environment for the Inheritance of Jinxiu Yao Folk Songs
Culture

To create a conducive social environment for the inheritance of Jinxiu Yao folk songs
culture, the government and society should intensify the promotion and education of
traditional folk songs culture. This can be achieved through organizing folk songs performances,
competitions, and other activities to enhance public awareness and understanding of traditional
folk songs culture. Opening folk songs culture courses in schools, organizing cultural experiential
activities, and fostering a sense of identification among the younger generation will contribute
to a favorable environment.

Discussion

exacerbates this issue. The traditional oral transmission methods, while preserving authenticity,
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are inefficient and prone to interruptions due to the advanced age of many folk singers and the
lack of systematic educational resources (Wu, 2004). Additionally, the shift in social
environment, driven by urbanization and modern entertainment mediums, has further
diminished the audience and practitioners of traditional folk songs (Zhang & Li, 2015).

Despite these challenges, the cultural and artistic value of Jinxiu Yao folk songs remains
profound. They are a vital component of the Yao people's cultural heritage, encapsulating their
history, lifestyle, and emotions. Thus, proactive measures must be taken to preserve and
rejuvenate this cultural tradition in the context of economic globalization and modernization
(Qin, 2014; Wu, 2004). Several feasible suggestions have been proposed to address these
challenges and promote the sustainable development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs culture.
Strengthening the sense of cultural identification among the younger generation through
education and cultural activities is crucial. Schools and educational institutions can play a pivotal
role by incorporating folk songs culture into their curriculum and organizing related activities
(Chang, 2019). Additionally, enhancing the training and recruitment of folk songs inheritors is
vital. Government and businesses should collaborate to establish training programs, provide
scholarships, and offer subsidies to encourage young people to engage with traditional folk
songs. Professional guidance from experienced musicians can also help improve the skills and
cultural literacy of new inheritors (Chang, 2019).

Innovating the methods of folk songs inheritance by developing systematic educational
resources and utilizing modern technology for preservation and promotion is essential.
Organizing cultural festivals and performances can expand the reach and influence of folk songs
culture (Qin, 2014). Moreover, creating a supportive social environment through increased
public awareness and involvement in cultural activities can foster a collaborative framework for
cultural preservation (Wu, 2004). Government support is also critical in this endeavor. Increased
investment in education and the establishment of intangible cultural heritage bases can provide
the necessary infrastructure and resources for the protection and promotion of Yao folk songs
culture. Strengthening fund management and utilization efficiency ensures the sustainability of
these efforts (Zhang & Li, 2015).

In conclusion, the preservation and development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs culture require
a multifaceted approach involving government support, educational initiatives, and community
involvement. By addressing the challenges and implementing effective measures, the rich
cultural heritage of Jinxiu Yao can be revitalized and preserved for future generations.

Conclusion

The study on the inheritance and development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs culture reveals
significant challenges posed by modernization, social changes, and the diminishing interest

among the younger generation. These factors contribute to the gradual decline of a rich cultural
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heritage that embodies the historical, social, and emotional essence of the Yao people. Key
issues identified include the weakening identification with traditional folk songs among youth,
a shortage of inheritors due to the aging population of folk singers, the inefficiency of oral
transmission methods, and the influence of modern entertainment and urbanization. These
challenges threaten the continuity and vitality of Jinxiu Yao folk songs culture, making it
imperative to adopt effective strategies for its preservation and revitalization.

The study proposes several feasible suggestions to address these challenges.
Strengthening cultural education and awareness among the younger generation is crucial for
fostering a sense of cultural identity and participation. This can be achieved through
incorporating folk songs culture into educational curricula, organizing cultural activities, and
providing professional training and guidance to new inheritors. Innovating the methods of folk
songs inheritance by developing systematic educational resources and utilizing modern
technology for preservation can enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of cultural
transmission. Additionally, creating a supportive social environment through increased public
awareness and collaborative efforts between the government, businesses, and society can
foster a conducive atmosphere for cultural preservation. Government support is pivotal in these
efforts, particularly through increased investment in education, the establishment of intangible
cultural heritage bases, and efficient fund management. These measures can provide the
necessary infrastructure and resources for the protection and promotion of Jinxiu Yao folk songs
culture.

In conclusion, the preservation and development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs culture require
a comprehensive and multifaceted approach. By addressing the identified challenges and
implementing the proposed strategies, it is possible to revitalize and sustain this invaluable
cultural heritage, ensuring its transmission to future generations and its continued contribution

to the cultural richness of the Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County and beyond.
Recommendations

Based on the research, researchers have summarized three aspects that should be
considered in the inheritance and development of Jinxiu Yao folk songs Yao Autonomous
County:

1. The government should strengthen its focus on the protection and inheritance of
traditional Yao folk songs culture. It should enhance collaboration with relevant departments,
formulate policies from a macro perspective, and guide the protection and inheritance efforts
of Yao folk songs culture. When developing these policies, due consideration should be given to
the actual conditions in minority ethnic regions. Emphasis should be placed on formulating
targeted and feasible policies to provide robust support for the protection and inheritance of

Yao folk songs culture. Additionally, measures should be taken to enhance the protection of
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individuals involved in the inheritance of ethnic folk songs culture, integrating them into the
public cultural service system and fully leveraging their role in the inheritance of traditional Yao
folk songs culture. Furthermore, there should be increased efforts to promote the content and
forms of traditional Yao folk songs culture widely, creating a favorable environment for the
development of Yao traditional folk songs culture.

2. The government and various sectors should increase the financial investment in the
protection and inheritance of Yao folk songs culture. It is essential to enhance fund
management, improve fund utilization efficiency, and ensure the smooth implementation of the
protection and inheritance efforts for ethnic folk songs culture.

Firstly, establish an "Intangible Cultural Heritage" base. In order to strengthen the
protection and inheritance of Yao folk songs culture, the government should actively explore
the establishment of an "Intangible Cultural Heritage" base. Through the construction of the
base, it can provide a tangible platform and showcase for the traditional Yao folk songs culture
in Jinxiu, serving as both a material support and a display venue for the protection and
inheritance efforts. Additionally, through organizing folk song events, it can promote and
publicize the traditional Yao folk songs culture.

Secondly, establish a special fund. Utilize various methods and channels to raise funds,
ensuring the smooth implementation of the protection and inheritance efforts for ethnic folk
songs culture.

Thirdly, intensify publicity efforts. The government should enhance the publicity of
traditional Yao folk songs culture through various means, promoting the value and significance
of ethnic traditional folk songs culture. This will increase public awareness and consciousness
regarding the protection of ethnic traditional folk songs culture.

3. There should be a greater emphasis on the training of inheritors.

Firstly, strengthen the cultivation of professional talents. Professional talents play a
crucial role in the inheritance and development of ethnic folk songs culture. Firstly, it is
necessary to enhance the training of professional talents, cultivating a group of young
professionals who not only possess advanced technological knowledge but are also proficient
in Yao language and Yao songs. Secondly, focus on the training of Yao language talents, enabling
them to understand the cultural history, geographical environment, and folk customs of the
Jinxiu Yao ethnic area. This lays a solid foundation for the inheritance and development of Yao
folk songs culture.

Secondly, enhance training for students. In Yao areas, there is a widespread issue of the
lack of ethnic folk songs education in primary and secondary schools, with many schools lacking
courses on ethnic folk songs. Therefore, the Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County government should
increase investment in ethnic folk songs education in schools, providing students with more
opportunities and platforms to learn about ethnic folk songs culture.
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Thirdly, strengthen training for folk artists and inheritors of intangible cultural heritage.
The Jinxiu Yao Autonomous County government should enhance training programs for folk
artists and inheritors of intangible cultural heritage, enabling them to acquire more traditional

cultural knowledge and skills.

All
must be conserved as far as they can. In order to follow this
method regularly until it becomes a habit, it therefore, will
bring happiness for living and will lead to freedom from
suffering.

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study
personal factors affecting the work efficiency of employees of
Government Housing Bank, Head Office; 2) to study motivation
factors according to ERG Theory (Theory of Human Need:
Existence, Relatedness and Growth-ERG) that affect the work
efficiency of the employees of the Government Housing Bank,
head office; and 3) to study the factors of the working
environments that affect the work efficiency of the employees
of the Government Housing Bank, Head Office. This research is
a quantitative study. The population used in this research
included Government Housing Bank employees. There were
2,432 people working in the head office of the Government
Housing Bank. The research questionnaire was used as a tool
to collect data. Statistics used in this study consisted of
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation and
Multiple Regression Analysis (MRA). The results of the study
showed that: 1) the level of motivation factors according to the
ERG theory that affect work efficiency, in overall, was at the
highest level. 2) The level of work environment factors that
affect work efficiency, in overall, was at the highest level. 3)
Level of opinions on work efficiency, in overall, was at the
highest level. 4) The results of the hypothesis testing were
found that employees who have different personal factors such
as gender, age, education level monthly income, job position,
length of service of the employees of the Government Housing
Bank, head office had no difference in the work efficiency.
However, employees who have different status had difference
in the work efficiency. Factors in the working environment had
an effect on the work efficiency of employees of the
Government Housing Bank, head office, and motivation factors
according to the ERG theory also had an effect on the work
efficiency of the employees of Government Housing Bank, Head
Office.
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ABSTRACT

This research study aimed to, first, compare pre and post
patient’s knowledge and their behavior toward hypertension
after using a health promotion program for self—care behavior
and, second, compare their pre and post blood pressure level
after using the program. This study was quasi experimental
research pretest-posttest one-group design. The sample was 50
elderly patients with uncontrolled hypertension having
treatments at Yang Subdistrict Promoting Hospital located in
Sikhorapphum, Surin Province, Purposive Sampling was utilized
in this research. The research data was collected by using a
guestionnaire, a test, a check, a health promotion program for
self-care behavior, and a guidebook for hypertension patients.

The data was analyzed by using frequency, percentage, X, S.D.,
and paired t-test.

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ABSTRACT

This research aims to: 1) study the perception and
understanding of using the GHB ALL BFRIEND application for
debt negotiation among loan officers at the Government
Housing Bank (GHB) in Bangkok and its metropolitan branches,
and 2) examine the needs, problems, and suggestions for
improving the awareness and understanding of the application’s
use. The research employs a mixed-method approach, utilizing
questionnaires for quantitative research and interviews for
qualitative research. The quantitative research sample consists
of 180 loan officers at GHB’s Bangkok and metropolitan
branches.

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issue identified is a lack of awareness regarding the terms of
debt negotiation, while the least problematic issue is the
occasional inability to access the application. Qualitative findings
indicate that interviewees suggest enhancing awareness and
understanding of the GHB ALL BFRIEND application by having
debt management officers provide monthly explanations,
particularly in the last week of the month. Clear and detailed
manuals, regular publicity to alleviate debtor difficulties and
reduce the bank’s overdue debts, and the ability to review
How to Cite: previous debt negotiation information without capturing screen
Homchan, N. & Chirapanda, images are recommended.
