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Abstract

The development of special education management in inclusive schools in Nakhon Phanom province
serves as data for planning solutions to issues arising in inclusive school management, aiming to enhance
effectiveness and efficiency in school education management. This study aimed to (1) Study the current
situation and desired conditions of special education management in inclusive schools. (2) Assess the
necessary requirements for special education management in inclusive schools. The sample group consists
of 309 individuals, including school administrators (103), teachers responsible for special needs students
(103), and teachers not responsible for special needs students (103), from inclusive schools in Nakhon
Phanom province during the academic year 2023. The sample size was determined using Krejcie and
Morgan's table and stratified random sampling. Data collection tools included questionnaires with a
proportional allocation of 5 levels and 2 versions: The instrument used in the study were two five-rating
scale questionnaire: (1) a questionnaire assessing the current situation of special education management in
inclusive schools with the Index of item Congruence (IC) rangingbetween .80-1.00, the discriminant power
values for each item ranging between .54-.86, and the reliability was equal to .98 (2) a Questionnaire assessing
the desired conditions of special education management in inclusive schools 2. with the Index of item
Congruence (IC) ranging between .80-1.00. The discriminant power values for each item ranging
between .64-.91, and the reliability was equal to .98. The statistics employed were percentage, mean,
standard deviation and the modified priority needs index (PNI yogified)-

The results found that (1) The current situation of special education management in inclusive schools
was generally at a high level, while the desired conditions for special education management in inclusive
schools were at the highest level. (2) The assessment of the necessary requirements for special education
management in inclusive schools ranked activities in teaching and learning, followed by tools, and the
learning environment.
