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ABSTRACT

Education recovery following the COVID-19 pandemic is a core mission for all schools operating
under the oversight of the Nakhon Phanom Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. This study aimed to
(1) study the current and desired situations of education recovery after coronavirus 2019 pandemic in
schools, (2) assess the needs and priorities of education recovery after coronavirus 2019 pandemic in
schools. The sample consisted of 232 school administrators and teachers. The sample size was determined
using percentage criteria, and they were selected by stratified rand sampling. The instrument used in the
study were two five-rating scale questionnaires. The statistics employed were percentage, mean, standard
deviation and the modified priority needs index (PNlyogiied)-

The results found that (1) the current and desired situations in the development of education

recovery after coronavirus 2019 pandemic in overall were at the high and highest level, respectively.
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(2) The results of need assessment for education recovery after coronavirus 2019 pandemic in schools,
ranked from the highest to the lowest values, were as follows: Enhancing Learning Effectiveness,
Foundational Knowledge Building, Learning Assessment, Child Access and Psychological Well-being.
