Problems in Public Speaking in English of Business English
3 Year Students, Faculty of Humanities and Social

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Abstract

This research has objective to 1) to study problems in public speaking
in English of business English 3™ year students, Faculty of Humanities and
Social Sciences, Sisaket Rajabhat University 2) to study the ways to solve
problems in learning English of Sisaket Rajabhat University students majoring
in business English were chosen in number of 23 peoples based on
purposive sampling technique. Semi-structured interview, participatory
observation and satisfaction questionnaire were used as tools in this inquiry.

The results showed as follow:

1) a lack of self-confidence which was resulted from their inadequate
knowledge of English language, insufficient amount of vocabulary, and a lack

of English communicative skills in real world communication.
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2) a lack of critical thinking skills and giving a supported logical reason. In
addition, it was found that the students’ serious and persistent practices
under feedback given and supervised individually made the students have

confidence and improve their speaking performance.
