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Abstract

English is the important international language. Everyone
needs to learn to be the basic for dealing with societies to the extent
that users want. In present, teaching English is necessary to use
techniques learning process in accordance with the problems and needs
by the learners. Teaching English speaking skill that focus on the English
communication by using the role play situations is an interesting
approach and focus on the students to achieve in using English in daily
life. The purpose of this study is to compare the English speaking skills of
the 3rd year students of the business English program, during, before and
after study by using the role play situations and to study the
effectiveness of the English language learning activity plan by using the
role play situations. The sample group of this study is the 28 sudents of
the 3rd year students of business English program from the Faculty of
Humanities and Social Sciences, selected by purposive Sampling. The
researching tool is a learning activity plan consisting of 8 plans, taking 4
hours per lesson, totality 32 hours and the 4 items subjective consisting
test of English speaking skills with individual power classified between

0.20 to 0.29 and confidence values. The whole version is 0.805. The
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statistics used in data analysis are percentage, mean, standard deviation.
Statistics for research test hypothesis is using t-test (Dependent Samples).
The results of the study are as follows

1. The teaching plan for learning English activities of the 3rd
year students of business English program by using the situation. The
model is as effective as 78.23 / 79.66, indicating that the learning
activities plan is more effective than the 75/75 criteria.

2. The effectiveness index of the English learning activities
of the 3rd year students of business English program by using the role
play situation is equal to 0.66. It shows that the students have learned
and developed the English speaking skills as the learning purposes. So as,
66 percent of them were learning achievement in Thai.

3. The 3rd year students of business English program who
were organized the learning activities by using the role play situation
have increased the English speaking skill after studying, significantly
higher than before studying at the level of .05

In summary, the development of English speaking skills The
3rd year students of business English program by using the role play
situations helps the students to improve their English speaking skills. It
can be used to develop the English speaking skills in a foreign language
learning objective which is a development of English speaking skills are
valuable to help the learners strengthen. They are able to speak and
express themselves in communication and can be used to solve the

problems of using English in daily life.
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
