This research had objectives to: 1) to study the potential of community
product from pineapple processing of Wang Pong sub-district, Pran Buri district,
Prachuap Khiri Khan Province, and 2) to develop prototype products from
pineapple processing to enhance the community economy of Wang Pong
sub-district, Pran Buri district, Prachuap Khiri Khan province. The researchers
used the mixed method research methodology. By using quantitative study,

the data were collected from 388 people in pineapple processing groups
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in Wang Pong sub-district, Pran Buri district, Prachuap Khiri Khan province,
by using the questionnaire. By using the qualitative study, the data were collected
by using in-depth interview from 9 key informants, selected by using purposive
sampling method, consisting of president, committee, and members of
community enterprise in Wang Pong Subdistrict, and the agricultural extension
officer in Wang Pong sub-district, Pran Buri district, Prachuap Khiri Khan province.
The statistic used in this research are, frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and descriptive writing. The research results found out that:
1) The potential of community product from pineapple of Wang Pong sub-district,
Pran Buri district, Prachuap Khiri Khan province, revealed that the potential was
overall at a moderate level. When all aspects were individually considered,
they could be ranked in descending order of their means as follows: community
enterprise member administration, leaders and community enterprise administration,
community enterprise management planning, information and knowledge
management, good or service management, and market administration, and
2) The development of prototype products from pineapple processing for
enhancing community economy of Wang Pong sub-district, Pran Buri district,
Prachuap Khiri Khan province, revealed that the community could develop
pineapple products to create value addition and could develop a new product
from pineapple wastes, which could create jobs, careers, and enhance the
income to the community, by “developing Bromelain product from pineapple

peels, crowns, and roots for tenderizing meat”.

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Abstract
The research consisted of objectives as follows to: 1) study the level

of development of the elderly’s quality of life using Buddhist oriented
principles (Bhavana IV) and the elderly’s quality of life, 2) study the relationship
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between development of the elderly’s quality of life by using the principle
(Bhavana IV) and the elderly’s quality of life, and 3) propose the guidelines for
developing the elderly’s quality of life using Buddhist oriented principles in
Suphan Buri Municipality, Suphan Buri Province. The mixed method research
was applied in this research. For quantitative study, 369 people over 60 years
old in Suphan Buri Municipality, Suphan Buri Province were the samples
selected by using simple random sampling method. The questionnaire was
used for data collection. The alpha coefficient is 0.958. The data were analyzed
by using Statistical Package for Social Sciences, by calculating frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation, and Pearson’s product moment
correlation coefficient was used for testing the hypotheses. For qualitative
study, the data were collected by using interview form from 9 key informants,
selected by using purposive sampling method, consisting of 1 Mayor, 2 Deputy
Mayors, 1 Municipal Clerk, 1 Director of Social Welfare Division, 2 community
leader representatives, and 2 elderly representatives. The interview data was
analyzed by using the Content Analysis Technique. The results were as follows:
1) The development of the elderly’s quality of life based on the Buddhist
principles (Bhavana IV) was overall at the high level. And, the quality of life of
the elderly was over at a high level, 2) The development of the elderly’s quality
of life based on the Buddhist principles (Bhavana IV) and the elderly’s quality
of life are shown to be positively correlated in the same direction at a high
level, with a statistical significance of 0.01, and 3) The guidelines for developing
the elderly’s quality of life using Buddhist oriented principles (Bhavana IV) were
as follows: 3.1) Kai Pawana aspect: organizations relevant to the promotion of

the elderly’s quality of life had to cooperate in organizing continuous projects
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on promoting the health of people in community, 3.2) Sila Pawana aspect:
there should be promotion and support for the elderly and people
in community to join the religious activities together according to tradition,
culture, and various important days, to create love and unity among people
in community, 3.3) Chitta Pawana aspect: the municipality should set programs
and policy in thoroughly taking care of the elderly, together with organizing
activities for the elderly to join in order to create relationship, respect, and unity,
between the elderly and others, and 3.4) Panya Pawana aspect: there should be
social welfare for developing the elderly’s quality of life, so that the elderly
could live their lives happily.

The objectives of the research were 1) to develop training program based on
blended leaming for enhancing OTOP community tourism innovation leader’s
competency on using ICT, 2) to study the efficiency of the developed training program,

3) to compare the potential of the community leaders under study by using ICT
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during and after the training, and 4) to investigate satisfaction of those participating in
the training course. The samples used in the research were a total of 220 persons,
thatis, 10 leaders and memibers from 22 OTOP tourism communities. They were
specifically randomized by purposive sampling.

The research instruments used in the research were 1) a questionnaire on
necessary potential and required training on ICT of the OTOP tourism community
leaders, 2) an evaluation form on the training program, 3) a training program based on
blended leaming for enhancing OTOP community tourism innovation leader’s
competency on using ICT, and 4) a questionnaire on the satisfaction of the participants
in the program. Statistics used in the research were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, efficiency index and T-test.

The research findings were as follows. 1) The quality of the developed
training program was overall at a high level (X = 4.35,S.D. = 0.46). 2) The effectiveness
index of the developed training program was at 0.6948. 3) The potential of OTOP
community tourism innovation leaders after the training were higher than before with

a statistical significance at .05. 4) The participants in the training program had

a satisfaction in the training course at a high level (X = 4.06, S.D. = 0.80).

The purposes of this research aim to study the current conditions,
expectation conditions and The Guidelines for Cooperation Development
among Faculty members and Librarians to promote Library using of Sisaket
Rajabhat University. Mixed-method was applied in this research and
classified into two phases. Phase |, to study the current conditions and
expectation conditions through survey research. The research sample were
one hundred fifty-five University teachers. The data collection by
questionnaire. Phase Il, to study the guidelines for the development of
cooperation between teachers and librarians to promote library services.
The data collected by interview from six University leaders and the data
collected by focus group from eighteen specialists. The research
instruments used for research was the draft of development guidelines
between teachers and librarians to promote library services of Sisaket
Rajabhat University. The data were analyzed by using content analysis
methods.

The results of the study current conditions and expectation
conditions of cooperative development guideline between teachers and
librarians to promote library services. It was found that the current condition
was intermediate, and the expectation was high. The cooperative
development guideline between teachers and librarians to promote library
services comprised 1) Information resources: responsible person should be
set from faculty and collecting requirements from teachers while
the relative budget should be notified from the library 2) Information

services: the coordinator should be set from faculty while information
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accessibility from outside should be provided from the library including
manual for information retrieval of online database from VPN and preparing
working space ,and 3) services improvement: reference writing and
bibliography should be trained for students from librarians, class activities
for information learning should be design by cooperative between teacher

and the librarian and proactive public relations from the library.

2) Assessment of service quality of spa
laboratories in educational institutions under the Office of Vocational
Education Commission, Northeast region by using the interview form quality
assessment of spa laboratory services in educational institutions under the
Office of Vocational Education Commission, Northeastern region is customer
response in the concrete aspect of the service understanding Quality
Assurance Reliability. 3) Guidelines for improving the service quality of spa
laboratories in educational institutions under the Office of Vocational

Education Commission, Northeastern region found that 1) The concreteness
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of the service of the spa laboratory should have more channels of
communication. The equipment used in the spa laboratory should be kept
fresh and modern. The staff of the SPA laboratory should be dressed as
standard. 2) Reliability of the spa laboratory, it should be a member of
the Thai Spa Business Association to create credibility for customers
who use the service and train employees to have the same standard of
professional service. 3) Responsiveness to customers of spa lab, staff should
observe customer behavior and provide services to customers without
request and be equally comfortable. 4) Quality assurance of spa lab, staff
should have knowledge of the language to be able to communicate with
international clients and must be able to work under pressure. 5) Empathy
spa laboratory staff, the different customer behavior should be observed

in order to provide proper service and give equal importance to all customers.

oppressed by the bourgeoisie. At the same time, some of the middle class that
appeared in the story reflected a social image of the financial exploitation of
their careers. regardless of professional ethics, there was also a matter of
studying at university to use the degree for more diverse career. It also saw
reflections on gender-free occupations in the modern era, and poverty issues
reflected that not everyone wants to suffer from poverty, forcing some to have
to work dishonestly to make themselves comfortable, and reflected that
prosperity takes place in the capital. But the countryside is not taken care of,
so most people must work in the capital. 2) Cultural reflections found in the
story that the belief in the law of karma that appears the least in the story of
Seni Saowapong's novel. The Devil in the story was a line for life that
emphasizes social realities. 3) Educational reflections that appear in the story
was the issue of inequality in education that included both gender inequality
with little emphasis on the education of women and inequality of status that
makes people's educational opportunities unequal 4) Reflections on the values
that appear in the story was the issue of finding a mate that modern society
has the idea of choosing a suitable for oneself. This makes it more difficult for
people in modern society to have a mate, but some groups were still arranged
by parents, it was the idea of the ancients that want to maintain the honor of
the family. Household issues reflected that a woman must be a good wife and
faithful to her husband. Racial discrimination issue found that the upper class
will associate with people of the same class to maintain the honor of the family.

In material values issues found that having a good image will be accepted by
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people in society. The author reflected that in society there was still adheres
appearance and objects in order to be accepted by people in society. On the
issue of gratitude, there was a reflection on the matter of gratitude for the birth.
Moreover, the issue of loving the homeland the author reflects that Thai people
love their homeland because besides being the place where he was born. It

was also an area used to make a living as well.

research. The target group is 20 peoples who live in tourism communities

of Sisaket Four Ethnics Tourism Communities.
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The results of the research are

1. The current condition of local tour guides in Sisaket four ethnics
tourism communities found out that they have insufficient experiences and
skills in communicative language, academic, tour guide performance,
and immediate problem-solving in the COVID-19 pandemic situation.

2. The requirement of competency development for local tour
guides in Sisaket four ethnics tourism communities, found out that they
were in needs to develop of local tour guides competency in the form of
participatory training both inside and outside the classroom. The training
should be provided for 15-20 participants for 3 days.

3. The form of competency development model of the local

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate factors that influence
the selection of Japanese transitive and intransitive verbs and how
those factors affect Thai students' acquisition of Japanese transitive and
intransitive verbs. Due to the key of language learning, the effects of mother
language and language instruction have been highly supportive and counter
to language improvement. To support those keys of learning, this study
applied questionnaires and textbook observations to investigate whether
these factors influenced the selection of transitive and intransitive verbs.
53 participants in Thai Japanese studies completed all the questionnaires.
The results revealed that Thai learmers had a strong preference for transitive
verbs over intransitive verbs. Moreover, one of the important factors also
found was that the impact of Japanese textbooks highly affected
the selection of particular types of verbs. This study looked at Japanese

textbooks that were commonly used in Thailand. The results showed that
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transitive verbs were found more frequently than intransitive verbs.
According to these results, the extensive introduction of a certain type of
verb from the mother language effects and Japanese textbooks influence

the selected Japanese verb type.

1. Introduction

Due to the enormous number of transitive and intransitive verb
pairings with the same root, the problem of studying transitive verbs with
intransitive counterparts, also known as Japanese transitive and intransitive
verb pairs, has become a problem for Japanese language learners (JFL).
These verbs are important because they are related syntactically,
semantically, and morphologically. For example, aku (intransitive) and akeru
(transitive) both mean "to open". Additionally, shimaru (intransitive) and
shimeru (transitive) both mean "to close". In other words, the potential
forms of intransitive and transitive verbs are interchangeable (transitivity).
According to this, JFL students struggle to decide whether to focus on using
transitive verbs or their intransitive counterparts. Furthermore, as many
experts have remarked, the transitive-intransitive difference is linked to
Japanese aspect markers, particularly te-iru and te-aru (Mihara, 1997 cited by
Makiko, 2004). The meanings of these aspect markers are determined by
the type of transmitted verb with which they are related, such as progressive,

resultant, stative, or possibly another form of event. According to Goldberg (2003),
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the form and general features of the interpretation are inextricably linked in
argument-structure formations. An intransitive construction is regarded
to be something that is changing the state of doing something, whereas
a transitive construction is supposed to be something that is acting
on something else. According to this important, selecting suitable transitive
or intransitive verbs according to the important linguistic functions of
transitive-intransitive verb pairs in Japanese are one of the most difficult
parts of the language for beginning-to-advanced learmners (Makiko, 2004).
According to these significant points, selecting appropriate transitive or
intransitive verbs based on the important linguistic roles of transitive-
intransitive verb pairs in Japanese is one of the most challenging sections
of the language for beginning-to-advanced learners (Rose & Carson, 2014).
Because intransitive-transitive verb pairs are introduced into Japanese
language textbooks at a relatively early level, the challenges students have
with these intransitive-transitive verb pairs might result in habitual errors
being established early in the language acquisition process. According to
Ishikawa (1991), cited by Makiko (2004), errors in identifying Japanese
transitive-intransitive verbs are commonly found in linguistic practice.
In order to overcome the obstacle of learning Japanese transitive and
intransitive verbs, this study aims to find factors which influence
Thai-speaking Japanese learners' selection of Japanese transitive and
intransitive verbs. The difficulties that Thai learners face when learning
transitive-intransitive verb pairings are discussed in order to better

understand the study's purposes.
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1.1 The Difficulties that Thai learners Face with Intransitive-Transitive
Verb Pairs

Chawenkijwanich (2008) investigated Thai learners' use of transitive
and intransitive verbs. As this study found, Thai learners misuse transitive
and intransitive verbs as a result of their mother tongue's intervention
(the Thai language interference). To put it another way, when Thai learmners
were invited to explain the meaning of a word in Thai, the meaning became
illogical. Due to this, rather than carefully using the exact form, Thai learners
tried to employ the verbs that they knew the meaning of in their own
language instead. In addition, Chawengkijwanich (2008) discovered that
Thai learners made greater mistakes in language learning (learning
acquisition), preferring to use a particular transitive or intransitive verb that
they were familiar with rather than selecting the verb that was used
correctly and fit the meaning of aspect markers, especially for beginners.
Saelim (2015) drew attention to her research findings, which revealed that
mother language was a major factor influencing the choosing of Japanese
transitive and intransitive verb pairs. In comparison to Japanese native
speakers, Saelim (2015) investigated the use of transitive and intransitive
verbs among Thai learners. According to the findings, because of
the influence of their mother-language, Thai learmers consciously utilized
intransitive verbs more than transitive verbs. To support all the findings
found from Thai learners, the research from Makiko (2004), who investigated
how the number of particular types of verbs that English-speaking Japanese
students frequently learned, such as the number of activities that contained

only transitive verbs, affected their acquisition of Japanese transitive-
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intransitive verb pairs, and how vocabulary teaching focused on
the transitive rather than the intransitive counterpart, in line with other
research in the JFL study. In addition, the study discovered three outcomes:
The first result was that lexical differences between Japanese and English
have caused problems; the second result was structural differences
between the two languages that cause learners to prefer transitive verbs
over intransitive verbs; and the third result was differences in the frequency
with which intransitive and transitive verbs appear in language teacher
instructions and textbooks. As a result, it may be negatively impacted
if teachers were unable to schedule time to appropriately teach the content
of transitive and intransitive verbs. Most teachers start with the aspect
markers when teaching transitive and intransitive verbs (-te iru and -te aru).
This might be one of the issues causing learers to be perplexed.

The purposes of this study were to investigate the influence of
mother language interference, which arises when the mother language
interferes with the selection of a particular transitive or intransitive verb
among Thai leamners. Also, to examine if the frequency of a certain type of verb
in textbooks, the type of verbs used in textbook exercises, and the lesson

order in textbooks have an impact on Thai learners' verb selection.

Objective(s)

The aims of this study were to study the effect of mother tongue
interference; that was, whether the mother tongue interferes with
the selection of a particular transitive or intransitive verb. Also, to investigate

if the frequency of a particular form of verb used in textbooks, the type of
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verbs used in textbook activities, and the lesson order found in textbooks
influenced Thai learners in their selection following these research
questions

(1) What factors influence the selection of a particular Japanese
transitive or intransitive verb?

(2) How do those factors influence the selection of a particular

Japanese transitive or intransitive verb?

2. Literature Review
2.1 Factors influence the selection of Japanese transitive and
intransitive verbs.

Most factors that were studied on the issue of Japanese transitive
and intransitive verbs are related to the effects of the mother language.
However, there were two approaches which were the keys to
the achievement of language learning and language acquisition. One of them
was the approach which relied on language acquisition. Krashen (1982, cited
in Benati, 2019) suggested that acquisition was a subconscious process
which was related to the development of an internal and implicit system
in learning languages. A mother language effect was realized with this
approach. Otherwise, another one relied on leamning. It was proposed that
language learning was a conscious process and it was related to
the development of explicit knowledge which was transferred by
the language instruction to learmers (Krashen, 1982, cited in Benati, 2019).
According to this, it was inevitable to claim that language instruction

was one factor that influences the achievement of language leaming.
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In order to achieve the objectives, this study focused on cognitive learning,
which related to the study of the frequency of the input and output of
language knowledge. It was about the resources or ordinary knowledge that
learners received (Johnston, 2005). To study the frequency of the input and
output of language knowledge, the Japanese textbook plays a significant
role in showing how many verbs, sentences, and grammar rules were
introduced to learners. Makiko (2004) examined how the acquisition of
Japanese intransitive-transitive paired verbs by students (English-native
speakers) of Japanese was affected by verb type. The results showed that
the transitive verbs were easier to acquire than the intransitive verbs.
According to the discussion of Makiko (2004), The frequency of naturally
using a certain type of verb played an important role in influencing
the acquisition of Japanese transitive and intransitive verbs. Furthermore,
Morita (2004) claimed that most verbs found in Japanese textbooks
(textbooks used to teach Japanese to foreign learners) were transitive verbs.
Moreover, the forms of volitional sentences, such as "te kudasai", "mashou”,
and "nasai", were mostly used with the volitional verb, which was the type
of transitive verb found in the Japanese textbooks. As a result, it was
unavoidable that transitive verbs are easier to learn than intransitive verbs
because the frequency of transitive verbs was higher. Moreover, intransitive
verbs were defined as those that were difficult to understand for foreign
learners. Additionally, the transitive verbs were more widely introduced to
learners than the intransitive verbs. To sum up, the Japanese textbook was
one factor that apparently affects the acquisition of Japanese transitive and

intransitive verbs.
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2.2 Instruction of the Japanese language in Thailand

Many courses in the Japanese language in Thailand have been
established since the 1960s with support from the Japanese government
(Kaewkitsadang & Srisattarat, 2012). In addition, public and private
universities and schools launched Japanese language courses and began
Japanese language major programs. To gain more effective use of Japanese
courses in Thailand, in 1981, the Japanese language was assigned to
the curriculum of high schools as a foreign language with the provided
content curriculum from the Ministry of Education on the study of foreign
languages. To achieve the curriculum objectives, Jongsutjarittam, Skulkru,
and Sattayapong (2004) conducted a survey of basic Japanese textbooks
used in Thailand. They found that the most popular Japanese textbooks
were Nihongo Shoho, Minna no Nihongo (1-4), Shin Nihongo no Kiso (1-2),
and Nihongo Yoroshiku (1-4). However, in 2004, Akiko to Tomodachi (1-6)
as a Japanese textbook was provided for Thai high school learners.
This textbook was developed with the cooperation of the Japan Foundation
and the Ministry of Education for teaching the Japanese language at
the Thai high school level. Approximately 80% of high schools used
these textbooks in their studies and classroom instruction (Sangthongsuk &
Hatta, 2006). According to previous research, this study repeated a survey
of popular textbooks used in Thailand, and most learners indicated that
Minna no Nihongo (1-4) and Akiko to Tomodachi (1-6) are the most popular

textbooks that they have ever used in their studies.
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3. Research Methodology

3.1. Population and Samples

Thai learners who were taking Japanese as their major had varying
levels of proficiency in the Japanese language at the Thai university.
The Japanese levels were from the beginning to advanced levels.
The participants in this study consisted of 53 participants, 1st year and
2nd year Japanese studies students.

3.2. Research Instrument

This study's design focused on quantitative analysis. It has primarily
been used to obtain statistical information in linguistic field studies.
The study required percentages, and 5 Likert-scales to answer the research
questions. The data collection methods of this study were grouped into two
sections as follows: questionnaires including demographic information and
students’ perception of mother language interference, and textbook
observation. After data collection was accomplished, statistics were used as
data analysis to provide the results. In order to complete this study,
all sections processed systematically in order to provide the elicited insight
into the study.

3.3. Collection of Data

Questionnaires were one method of data collection. It included
2 sections: demographic data (Japanese language proficiency, experience in
learning Japanese, etc.) and a perception of the mother language effect for
12 items. Another method for determining the frequency of specific

transitive and intransitive verbs in teaching was to examine Japanese
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textbooks. Minna no nihongo 1% - 4" and Akikoto to tomodachi 1°- 6" were used

in this study.

4. Results
4.1 Demographic data of participants

The findings found that most of the participants who were majoring
in Japanese studies at "A" University in Thailand are both males and females,
making up 28.30 percent and 71.10 percent of the participants, respectively.
Their average ages were about 19.45 years old. According to the CEFR
(Common European Frameworks), the JLPT level could be divided into
three groups: N5-N4 as a beginner, N3 as an intermediate learner, and N2-N1
as an advanced leamer. The participants who were in the beginning
presented 39.62 percent, intermediate learners at 49.06 percent, and
advanced learners at 11.32 percent. The average number of years

participants have been learning the Japanese language was 4.60 years.

4.2 Questionnaires

The effects of the mother language factor for 12 items were
covered in this portion of the questionnaire. Each item was adjusted to fit
the research goals. The effects of mother language were discussed.
According to those findings, 43.40 percent of participants believed that
they were bewildered when using Japanese transitive and intransitive verbs.
35.85 percent of those questioned agreed that using incorrect verbs,
especially those with special meanings that were difficult for them to grasp

or making a poor decision. 49.06 percent of those answers agreed on
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the importance of familiarity in which they always selected the verbs that
they were familiar with. 33.96 percent found that the participants agreed
that they could not distinguish between the situations in which they should
use Japanese transitive or intransitive verbs in some situations. For the rest
of the items, the findings could not determine their significant effects.

In addition, the findings found that 35.85 percent of the participants
agreed with the use of transitive verbs more than Intransitive verbs because
they were trained how to use transitive verbs more than intransitive verbs.
32.08 percent showed that the participants agreed with the clear
explanation of the distinction between Japanese transitive and intransitive
verbs from the teachers who they have learned with since they started
learning the Japanese language. 32.08 percent found that the participants
could understand each situation of-teiru. Also, 37.74 percent showed that
the participants agreed to the instruction in which teachers should provide
more explanation and information about the Japanese transitive and

intransitive verbs’ topics.

5. Discussion
5.1 Frequency of verbs found from “Minna no Nihongo “Agigoto to
Tomodachi

There were a total of 320 verbs found in Minna no nihongo.
They were separated into three types of verbs, such as transitive verbs,
intransitive verbs, and verbal nouns. The first type was transitive verbs,
including 135 verbs found at 42.19 percent, which was the highest

percentage of all verbs found in the books. The second was intransitive
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verbs, including 125 verbs found at 39.06 percent, and the last group
was a verbal noun in the form of "suru construction” (Zl %ﬂ—i—'ﬂ*é)

which was found to have 60 verbs at 18.75 percent. The verbal nouns as
suru construction were presented as "do" which was hugely presented as
a transitive verb (Shimada & Kordoni, 2003). Due to this fact, grouping
between the first and the last group of Minna no nihongo, the transitive
verbs were more commonly used in teaching and forming sentences than
the intransitive verbs.

From Akiko to tomodachi, the content profoundly focused on daily
conversation and Japanese culture. Due to this difference, the frequency of
verbs cannot be counted, so focusing on conversation forms was applied in
this study. According to the conversation found from the Agigo
to tomodachi, they often used sentences with volitional sentence-ending
expressions such as "-masho”, or "let us do something" ex. Fﬁﬁ ANE yfi
L & 5 (kiitemi-masho), %)’d_’i/vfy?‘i L x 5 (yondemi-masho),
and %% Lk 5 (kaki-mashou), "-kudasai" or 'please do something",
ex BRIT T 72 &0 (akete-kudasai), oz T XN
(oshiete-kudasai). In addition, teiru as a progressive is also one of the
volitional forms that can be found in the textbook. The volitional sentence
is used with the volitional verb, which is the character of the transitive verb.
This means that transitive verbs are frequently used in the context of
volitional sentences (Tawa, 2009). Thus, the transitive verbs were often used
for the vilitional forms. The frequency of the transitive verbs was obviously

higher than the use of transitive verbs.

Due to the frequency of transitive verbs that were found to be
higher than intransitive verbs, it affects students' learing familiarity and
learning experience in terms of verb recognition in terms of verbs that
they have ever seen in their classes and materials. Therefore, repetition of
verbs is seen as one factor that impacts the acquisition of verbs

when selecting a transitive or intransitive in a certain situation.

5.2 Effects of lesson order introduced by "Minna no Nihongo" and
"Agigoto to Tomodachi" toward learners' perception

According to Shirai and Kurono (1998) and Nishi, (2008),
the resultative -teiru was more difficult to understand than the progressive
-teiru due to one factor, which was the arrangement of the content lesson.
This study found that learners had a high tendency to select transitive verbs
more than intransitive verbs, even thousgh they could understand which
transitive verb should be worked with a progressive -teiru and which
intransitive verb should be worked with a resultative -teiru.

In the part of Minna no Nihongo, it included 50 chapters within four
books. This book intensively focused on the functions of Japanese grammar.
Due to this, all basic grammar rules were orderly introduced for beginners
in this textbook. From chapter 1 to chapter 27, the types of verbs have
not been clearly explained in their functions. It had only the introduction

of a new verb occurring in each chapter and the explanation of some verbs
with a certain particle, such as a verb pair of da-su and de-ru (mﬁ— * m

5) where da-su always comes with wo or, i&? while de-ru always comes
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with ea or, 7> and so on. According to this, even though the verb pair
was found in an early chapter but no clear explanation was given, it made
learners confused and try to remember the verbs and their particles
regardless of the functions of the verbs themselves. The form of
progressive-teiru was introduced in chapter 28, and then the form of
resultative-teiru was introduced later in chapter 29. The explanations of
intransitive verbs were given in chapter 29. According to these findings,
this may reflect learners’ learning to clearly understand the types of verbs.
Moreover, from Agigo to tomodachi, there were 29 chapters for beginner
to intermediate leamers. Surprisingly, only a progressive -teiru was introduced
as content in chapter 12, but resultative -teiru was not found.

In chapter 12, the progressive -teiru was taught with action verbs such as
yo-mu (FETP) or to read ka-ku (FE <) or to wite Jto-ru (Tﬂ% %) or
to take, ha-ku (@ < ) or to put on ,ki—ru(% %) or to wear ,nu—gu(ﬂ% <\\)

or to take off, and etc. The content was to let learners describe the
information about people’s actions and how they dress by using
the progressive -teiru. However, in terms of a resultative -teiru, we could not find
it in this textbook. The effects of the introduction of fewer intransitive verbs
cause the acquisition of fewer Japanese intransitive verbs. Anderson (2009)
and Bardovi-Harlig (1999) claimed a specific form-meaning mapping
at the early stage of learning, wherein they combined a particular
aspectual morpheme with a particular type of verb. Thus, it could be
concluded that one of the factors that influenced learners in selecting the

transitive or intransitive verbs that matched up with the content
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arrangement was that, at an early stage of learning a progressive -teiru,
learners tended to use a particular type of verb, here transitive verbs,

more often than intransitive verbs.

5.3 Limitation of the exercises from "Minna no Nihongo" and "Agigoto
to Tomodachi"

The exercises in the textbooks were also important to analyze
because they helped learners practice what they had learned and to assess
how much they understood the grammar forms and rules in real life
(Nilsson, 2006). Grant (1990) provided a classification of textbooks for
the language classroom into two types: traditional textbooks and
communicative textbooks. Traditional textbooks were those that involved
learners learning the language as a system. Once they had learned
the system, it was hoped that they were then equipped to use the language
for their own purposes in any way they think. While the communicative
textbooks are different, they created possibilities for learners
to communicate in the language because they consisted of many
communicative activities. As a result, students would be able to use
the language when they had finished school (Grant, 1990). Based on
the characteristics of each type of textbook provided by Grant (1990),
this study put the textbook of Minna no nihongo into the category of
a traditional textbook, and the Agigo to tomodachi was put into
the category of communicative textbooks. To know the limitations,
the characteristics of those types of textbooks were used to discuss

the limitations from Minna no nihongo and Agigoto to tomodachi.
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For example:

Due to this, the exercise limited learners' thinking outside of boxes;
it made learners remember rules and forms. Thus, cognitive learning rarely
happened through this type of exercise. According to this, the weakness of
Minna no nihongo as a traditional textbook was that learners could not
apply any rules they had learned in their lives.

The manual of Agigo to tomodachi for teacher guidance was analyzed.
Teachers were guided to start simple conversations with the use of
a grammar form that they were going to teach learners without describing
the rules and forms. It is suggested that they involve daily life situations
to let learners think along and produce easy conversations without
any correcting grammar rules. In addition, the content shown in this
textbook mostly deals with the daily life situations that were happening
in Thai society. Learners were required to produce the conversations
through task activities such as describing how to go to a museum, how to
reserve a hotel, etc. The audio of the example conversation was applied
beforehand, and leamers were then asked to produce the conversation.
These exercises with communicative textbooks benefit learners
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who use the language outside of school. Those exercises were
communicative activities. Moreover, when students do things in the classroom,
it was more likely that they would be able to do them in real life
(Grant, 1990). To sum up, the exercises from the textbook were one of the factors

that affected the understanding and the selection of types of transitive verbs.

5.4 A mother language (Thai) influences the selection of Japanese
transitive and intransitive verbs.

As results showed in questionnaires, the mother language
interference was explained in this part. According to Vandler (1967),
the same type of verbs (transitive or intransitive verbs) was used in Thai for
both progressive and resultative events, with aspect markers such as "kamlang+Vitr',

"Viryud', "kamlane+Virryud', "kamlang+Vir+yud’, "kamlangHVirryud’, "kamlaneg+Vrryuu”.

However, in Japanese, "kamlang+Vir+yuu', "Kamlang+Vitr+yuuu", "Vtr+teiru" and
resultative events with aspect marker "Vin+teiru" were marked with different
types of verbs (a particular transitive or intransitive verb). For example,
"aku/akere", the classification of verbs in the Thai grammar system, provided

an explanation (Boonyapipark, 1983). To begin, in Thai, "paat" "aku/akeru"
was classified as both a progressive and a state resulting case, so akeru as
a transitive verb providing a progressive event, and aku as an intransitive
verb providing a resultative event, as in Japanese. However, in Thai,
"to open" or "paat" was only considered a transitive verb type. As a result,
Thai as a mother language could be confused about how to use them

correctly in a Japanese context.
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6. Suggestion

This research can benefit the improvement and development of
Japanese textbooks in Thailand toward the instruction of Japanese transitive
and intransitive verbs. In order to gain more knowledge and efficiency
in learning Japanese transitive and intransitive verbs from Thai learners.
However, this study cannot focus on the classroom process with the use of
those Japanese textbooks. The classroom process conducted by teachers
might provide more insights for this study. Thus, this study can imply future

research to be studied in advance.
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Abstract

The Purposes of the study were: 1. To study the characters of Sichuan
folk songs. 2. To study the perceptual quality of Sichuan folk songs.
3. To investigate the western teaching method as related to Sichuan folk songs.

The qualitative research method concentrated on doing fieldwork
combined with documents studied. The place of the study was the ancient
Bashu region located at the upper Yangtze River, Sichuan. Research tools
were observation form and interview unstructured questions.

The research findings were: 1) The characteristics of Sichuan folk songs
have shown in three aspects; melody, texture, and language. For melody
is based on the Yu mode which is consisted of three principal notes that

appeared in four forms ACE, AEC, ECA, and EAC (A = la, C = do, E = me).
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The texture is dominated by monophony texture which is a single-line melodic
mode. For language, words affect the rhythm of music, and sounds of language
affect musical scale format and melody, the style of language affects the style
of music Chinese language tones reflect the fluidity of Chinese traditional music
art. 2) The perceptual quality of Sichuan folk songs is based on a person's ability
to get a direct feeling of the truth, goodness, natural beauty, social life,
and its environment. One can appreciate the sound, rhythm, rotation of mode,
and form of music as external symbols, through which one can understand
the emotions expressed in Sichuan folk songs as well as understand its historical
background and cultural connotation. 3) Three western methods of teaching
related to Sichuan folk song teaching are: Dalcroze's method in which the body
was the place and bridge for the expression and transformation of human
emotion and thought; Gordon’s idea of "Listen and think" divided into “listening
is hearing', one is the hearing sensation, and the other is the hearing in listening;
Kodaly’s idea of "mother language of music" in which the method of teaching

should base on the own natural culture of a leamer.

Introduction

This is an academic paper on the art of Sichuan folk songs with
its rich and colorful folk customs and culture, beyond the long stream of
history from the remote past and present day. The formation of Bashu tone

is not accidental, it is related to the unique Bashanshu water, which nurtures
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the folk customs of the Bashanshu people, fosters the character
characteristics and aesthetic taste of the Bashu people, and determines
the preference and choice of the melody of the Bashu people from
the macro background of the cultural ecology.

The Shu people mostly live in the riverside, basin, plain and hilly
area, with superior geographical environments and rich natural resources.
It is a self-sufficient life on this land and the invasion of Confucianism and
Taoism was based on the idea of “doctrine of the mean" and “virtual and
quiet” which created specific folk customs. "Sui book geography Zhi"
in the description of the people of Shu: "quite admire literature, from time
to time is very much, much drowned in Yi Le", "many people skillfully,
silk brocade carved wonderful, similar in the country. A poor man does not
save; a rich man is a man of interest. Its home, the female diligent work,
and more than leisure. "The leisurely and elegant folk customs
will inevitably affect people's aesthetic taste, and the music tends to be
more peaceful and leisurely melody.

As for the stirring Chuanjiang Boatman Haozi, there are also Daoyuzi
and Haocao Luogu with complicated syllables and diverse structures.
Both the lantern song and dance "Dragon Boat Tone" and the Kangding love
song "Running Horses on the Mountain" were widely sung throughout China.
There is not only the representative of high-tone opera - Sichuan Opera,
but also the Taoist rhyme of Qingcheng Mountain in western Sichuan.
Sichuan opera, Sichuan gingyin, Sichuan folk song, Chuanjiang haozi, etc.,
which have been cultivated under Bashu culture, should be

comprehensively analyzed and studied by taking root in the local culture.
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The two cannot be separated. National culture breeds music and music

reflects national culture.

Research Methodology

This research was documentary studies and field studies qualitative
research. The place of the study was the ancient Bashu region located in
the upper Yangtze River, Sichuan. Key informants are: 1) Liu Pei: professor

and doctoral supervisor of the Department of Music Education, China
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Conservatory of Music. 2) Yong Daquan: professor of Sichuan Conservatory

of Music. 3) Fan Xue: Associate professor at Sichuan Art Vocational College.

Research tools:
Research tools were observation form, unstructured interview

questions form, and investigation form.

Result

The research findings are as follows:
1. Artistic characteristics of Sichuan folk songs

1.1 Melody

Sichuan culture through the historical accumulation and unique
geography has already formed its unique musical style. Sichuan music,
like the natural geography of Sichuan River, also has a distinct local flavor.
The most prominent feature is embodied in the core tone (or principal
notes), the basic structure of melody composition. No matter in terms of
structure or rotation, Sichuan melody has the characteristics of taking
Yu mode as the core pitches of the movement, the Yu mode consists of
three basic notes; A — C - E (la, do, mi) that can rotate in four forms; ACE,

AEC, ECA, and EAC as shown below.

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An example of the representative work of Sichuan folk song
is "Pinky Mountain", the entire song has shown the first format of Yu tonal
jumping style, which goes up for three degrees and then goes down for five
degrees. During the melody, the arrangement is disrupted, thus forming
the undulating, a zigzag melodic contour, which makes the jumpy and
rough, showing the cultural character of Sichuan people as shown

in the following example.

1.2 Texture

As Chinese folk music is dominated by monophony texture,
which is a single-line melody, it lacks the support of harmonic function
compared with western vertical texture music. Different from the major and
minor key system of the western mode, the five modes of Chinese folk

music have their musical colors, and the folk music in Sichuan
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has its characteristic of the genre and the feather genre. Signature mode
and palace mode have characteristic colors: Feather mode and Angle mode
have feather colors. For example, the Sichuan folk song "Three Girls Three",
although the whole work ends in the pattern, the first three sentences

have obvious feather color characteristics.

1.3 Language

Fluctuations in intonation affect the melody. Words affect
the rhythm of the music. The sounds used in a language affect musical scale
forms. The style of language affects the style of music.

Chinese language is characterized by "freehand brushwork,
monosyllabic, and tone", which is different from the "realistic, multi-syllable,
and stressed" language of the West. It is characterized by rich expressive
force and a unique rhythm. The history of Chinese traditional music art
pursues fluidity, while the beauty of fluidity is produced by contrast.
The "starting, inheriting, turning and closing" of Chinese language tones

reflect the fluidity of Chinese traditional music art.
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2. Perceptual quality cultivation

2.1 The concept of perceptual quality construction

The perceptual quality is a concept relative to the rational quality.
The perceptual quality is a person's ability to directly feel the truth,
goodness and beauty of nature, society, life, and environment. Sensation
in this perceptual quality includes sensory cognition, sensory intelligence,
and sensory ability.

In this sense, perceptual quality is a unique quality for human
beings to beautify their living environment and themselves. It is also
the fundamental driving force for human beings to create art. Perceptual
quality is from perceptual ability, the perceptual demand, habits, and
knowledge of the four aspects, including perceptual ability and
the perceptual demand both the most important, the core content of
perceptual quality, also the important measure of perceptual quality.

The perceptual quality is the ability of people to pursue beauty.
People with delicate emotions and rich hearts are more likely to have high
and beautiful life experiences than those who are numb and boring.
The improvement of perceptual quality needs to be realized through art
education. Art is an indispensable function in social culture. It can improve
human's perceptual understanding, enable people to enjoy the beauty
around them, cultivate people's perceptual quality, make people
have requirements for a better perceptual environment, and then promote

the development of human society's perceptual civilization.
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2.2 The influence of Sichuan folk songs on the cultivation of
perceptual quality

In the understanding of Sichuan folk songs, we can take the sound,
rhythm, rotation, mode, and form of music as external symbols, through
which we can understand the emotions expressed in Sichuan folk songs and
understand the historical background and cultural connotation of Sichuan
folk songs. In addition, the artistic characteristics of Sichuan folk songs
should be understood based on certain historical backgrounds,
ethnic customs, and dialects. The comprehensibility of Sichuan folk songs
is the premise of its aesthetic object, and only based on understanding
can Sichuan traditional music be passed on more effectively.

The researcher’s opinion is very difficult and necessary to comprehensively
enhance the perceptual quality today. Contemporary college students from
primary school, middle school to university, have been taking the exam-oriented
road, and almost grew up in a greenhouse with little social contact,
most of them lack life experience and life road experience. So, they lack
emotional intellicence, lack of perceptual quality, lack of rational
understanding, and emotional experience of beauty.

In addition, there is a lack of art education in today's China. To solve
this problem, the author thinks the following points should be done:

Firstly, we should pay attention to art education, to improve
the understanding of art education, to let every student strengthen the art
of learning, such as painting, music, dance, and so on. To realize the social
significance and value of beauty, and to realize the goal of social

development is to create beauty and human happiness, the premise of
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which is that every individual has the ability of beauty and happiness
experience. We should set up the lofty ideal of creating a good life.

Secondly, we should understand the folk music and improve
the aesthetic appreciation of folk music. Chinese folk music is rooted in
the social life of various ethnic groups, after a long time of development,
has a rich cultural connotation and a long historical foundation, Sichuan
traditional music has the characteristics of diversification and regionalization.
Actively participate in social art practice, through personal participation, and
traditional music has a direct dialogue and mobilizes our subjective
initiative, so that the resonance of music and aesthetic feelings can be
sublimated.

Third is to improve the understanding of the art education,
extensive experience based on Chinese national music aesthetic level,
internalizes for own thought beauty, capture found appreciate beautiful
things, visual beauty, experience and live line, feel the beauty of life,
elegant and pleasant, the beauty of the behavior of a pleasant
communication, and constantly into take - the beauty of the success in

business from the realization of the ideal of life to achieve a good social ideal.

3. The western teaching method as related to Sichuan folk songs

3.1 Dalcroze's method

Dalcroze’s method is known as “eurhythmic method”, he stated
that the body is “the medium of sound and thought” and believed that
the body was the place and bridge for the expression and transformation

of human emotion and thought, and the aura and talent of music meant
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the awareness of sound and body rhythm. He created body rhythm,
a holistic view that unites body, mind, and spirit emphasizing
the development of the sense of rhythm through time and space. He laid out
eight principles to support his theory: Rhythm is movement; rhythm
is basically physical; every movement involves time and space; music
perception is the result of a physical practice; perfection of physical
resources leads to clarity of perception; perfection of the movement of
time ensures the perception of the rhythm of music; perfection of spatial
movement ensures the perception of shape rhythm; perfection in time and
space can only be achieved by practicing rhythmic movement. (General
Introduction of the Collection of Chinese Scale Spectrograph, Culture and
Art Publishing House, 2017, p. 264)

The history of Chinese music is the history of the development of
poetry, ci and song, and opera is relatively at a higher stage of development.

Chinese opera is the story of song and dance, with poetry, music,
and dance in the trinity of "music”, on the one hand through the auditory
music and language to express opera art, on the other hand from the visual
or movement body language expression. "Kungao Hu played the lamp, pure
and ugly. Hand and eye body steps, singing, reading, and dancing." The 20
characters have long been regarded as the golden rules of the art of Sichuan
Opera.

The body language of Sichuan Opera is rich and colorful. The body
language of various delicate expressions, such as the face, figure, and
appearance, can feel the charm of the art of Sichuan Opera through

the "stylized" body language. For example, Shao Weng and Chen Miaochang
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in Autumn River use their bodies to interpret various scenes of a boat
traveling on the water. The virtualized action of the scholar's wife in
"Comment on Snow" to close the door and open the door; again, such as
in the "footstep" procedure of walking, there are various requirements for
the body in Sichuan Opera: A lady does not show her teeth when she smiles
and does not move her skirt. Step by step, walk slowly. Maiden denier out
of the foot slightly twisted knees bend, walk lightly with elasticity. Wu Dan
wind pendulum willow, shake hands into the waist. There are 20 methods
of eye movement in Sichuan opera, such as steady eye, laughing eye, feeling
eyes, and mourning eye.

Therefore, based on the three stages of Dalcroze’s body rhythm --
sight-singing and ear training, body rhythm, and improvisation. The body
language in opera is introduced into the teaching of sight-singing and ear
training, enriching the nationalization means of music teaching to better
realize the "harmony" of the teaching method of sight-singing and ear

training.

3.2 Gordon’s idea of "Listen and think"

Edwin Gordon is a prominent American music educator and
psychologist. Audiation is the core idea in Gordon's music learning theory.
According to Gordon, two synonyms of “listening is hearing", one is the
hearing sensation, and the other is the hearing in listening, Gordon requires
the person to “hear and think in his mind”; he explains that: when we
simply recognize or imitate what we hear, our minds live in the past.

In hearing and thinking, the past lives in us." (Liu Pei. 2017, p. 200)
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Listening and thinking are different from imitation. Imitation
is the initial stage of listening and thinking. Listening and thinking is a process
including listening, recalling, acting, interpreting, creating, improvising,
reading, and writing music.

Gordon believes that the process of learning music is like
the process of learning a language, that is, listening is the first,
at the beginning people cannot speak, cannot sing, but with continuous
listening, gradually learn vocabulary and sound patterns, and finally begin
to learn to read and write articles and music.

To develop the ability of music to listen to, Gordon - local - the music
course, the whole process, all the "whole" refers to the works, but both
before and after the "whole" also has the difference, the Chinese music
(including eastern music) of its inheritance is the unity of music like the west
is not separate music theory and music practice.

For example, the first "whole" means that teachers should
introduce the knowledge background related to Sichuan voice to students,
such as historical background, style characteristics, genre characteristics,
etc,, so that students are familiar with and understand this genre of Sichuan
voice. The second "whole" refers to that after students master the rotation,
melody, rhythm type and language characteristics of Sichuan Qingyin in
the "local", they can re-create or improvise singing and playing Sichuan
Qingyin, the traditional music of Sichuan. "The more one knows about
music, the more one enjoys it; The more he enjoys music, the more

he learns about it." (Liu Pei. 2017, p.200)
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3.3 Kodaly’s method

Kodaly presented the idea of "Mother Language of Music".
Since the 20th century, Kodaly's music education system has exerted a wide
influence on the whole world. He believed that "music should belong to
everyone", and musical literacy can promote people's intellectual
development, emotional balance, and the development of other
disciplines. He pays attention to drawing lessons from the music teaching
method which is based on his nationality and infuses new elements into it,
which has become a brand-new and characteristic education method.
Kodaly stated any country that wanted to use the method should choose
musical materials based on its own national culture. (Liu Pei. 2017, p 191
The article mentioned practice ear sight-singing teaching method should use
Kodaly's music teaching method, selection of Sichuan traditional music folk
songs, folk songs and dances (forth lantemns, white dragon lanterns.) for the
tune, with gongs folk music (alarm sound, play drums, gongs Cang Shan.)
material folk instrumental music for rhythm, quoted in the Sichuan opera
music drama "sing do read dozen dance" as the teaching means, through
the teaching process, the traditional music inheritance, innovation in

Sichuan.

Conclusion

The inheritance and development of traditional music are not only
to carry forward the excellent Chinese culture, but also to reveal the
common civilization genes of human beings through the study and

development of traditional music forms. If the music culture of a nation or
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a country has no inheritance and no root, what will it be like? Only satisfied
with acting as "Chinese elements" in the wholeness of the western music
system in the world music and losing the wholeness of its own music
culture and history?" The conservation and inheritance of China's native
music culture is more and more a survival behavior of fundamental
significance for human beings to protect the diversified ecological balance
of the world. The investigation, research, and development of the
inheritance behavior of China's native music become a far-reaching basic

project to maintain the ecological balance of global music culture.

Recommendation

This research can benefit the improvement and development of
Chinese inheritance and the development of traditional music. In order to
gain more knowledge and efficiency in learning Chinese traditional music
from around the world learners, However, this study cannot focus on
all Chinese traditional music. In the classroom process, many Chinese
traditional music might provide more insights for this study. Thus, this study

can imply future research to be studied in advance.
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
