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Abstract

This research paper is part of a dissertation on
the development of mediation processes in consumer cases
in Thailand: a study of consumer loan cases. The primary
objective of this dissertation is to study jurisprudential
thoughts regarding the problems of alternative dispute
resolution through mediation in unsecured personal loan
consumer cases in Thailand. It includes a legal analysis
of the problems and the impact of the laws and mediation
rules applied in these cases in Thailand compared with
those in the United States, the United Kingdom, and Japan.
The study is conducted through qualitative research
using document analysis, alongside collecting facts,
statistics, experiences, and issues from the author’s practice
to develop a guideline for improving the mediation system

for unsecured personal loan cases in Thailand.

The study found that legal problems and the application
of mediation laws and rules, as well as the mediation
management system, affect the reduction of case volume.
This is because these cases differ from typical consumer cases
where the consumer debtor breaches the contract. Additionally,
the provisions of the Civil Procedure Code, Section 20 tri,
the Consumer Protection Act B.E. 2522, Sections 10 (1) (1/11)
and 20 (1), and the Mediation Act 2019, Section 69 (1), provide

for a passive and formal mediation approach. Parties wishing
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to mediate must submit a request for mediation. Consequently,
consumer debtors who breach the contract and avoid debt
repayment will not submit a mediation request, rendering

the mediation mechanism inefficient.

Furthermore, the existing rules and regulations on
the qualifications of mediators and conciliators stipulate only
general dispute resolution work experience. This lack of specific
knowledge about unsecured personal loans impedes effective

dispute management and damage assessment in these cases.

This paper proposes: 1) changing and developing mediation
rules from a passive to a proactive approach (Pre-active/Proactive
Approach), incorporating and promoting human rights, debt
forgiveness, and win-win mediation concepts, alongside
Buddhist philosophy, to create a new mediation framework
called “Mediation for the People.” This aims to solve problems
and reduce consumer debt, enabling debtors to escape debt traps
and achieve sustainable development. 2) Revising the qualifications

of mediators or conciliators by adding specific expertise requirements.

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Abstract

Gastronomy tourism within the coastal tourism clusters
of Eastern Thailand has been significantly affected by digital
transformation and the complex dynamics of the supply chain.
Local entrepreneurs and communities face challenges in leveraging
modern digital advancements due to limited knowledge
of relevant regulations and technologies, which hampers their
ability to maintain a competitive edge in the market. This study
aims to explore the application of Artificial Intelligence (Al)
and business regulations to enhance and optimize efficiency
for local entrepreneurs and communities within the digital supply chain

of the gastronomy tourism sector.

A mixed-methods research design was employed,
integrating both qualitative and quantitative data collection
techniques. Surveys and interviews were conducted with
local entrepreneurs and regulatory authorities in the coastal

tourism clusters of Chonburi, Chanthaburi, Rayong, and Trat.

The findings indicate a positive impact of Al applications
on the efficiency, responsiveness, and adaptability of the digital
supply chain in gastronomy tourism. This includes real-time
data analysis, demand forecasting, customer response automation,
food value analysis, image preparation, and menu categorization.
However, stringent regulations were identified as double-edged
swords—they are necessary for ethical compliance and standardization

but often restrict innovation.
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The research highlights the need for developing a balanced
ecosystem by advocating for regulatory frameworks that promote
innovation while protecting stakeholder interests. It suggests
implementing customized training programs on “The Application
of Al and Business Regulations in the Gastronomy Industry”
for local entrepreneurs and communities. Furthermore, fostering
public-private partnerships can enhance access to Al technology,
enabling local entrepreneurs to leverage Al for increasing economic
benefits within their communities. This study provides recommendations
for future legal research, the BCG model, and policy development
aimed at achieving inclusive, sustainable, and technologically

integrated growth in the gastronomy tourism industry.

Abstract

The purposes of this research study are 1) to develop
instructional plans for the Chinese Proverbs subject based
on the situational teaching approach and investigate its
effectiveness according to the E1/E2 formula, 2) to compare learning
achievements before and after the treatment, and 3) to discover
students’ satisfaction levels towards the instruction. Obtained
through the purposive sampling method, the participants were
20 students of Matthayom 2/1 taking the Chinese Proverbs
subject delivered at Kuang Ming Huachiew School, Mae Sai District,
Chiang Rai Province. Lesson plans designed based on the situational
teaching approach, a pre-test and post-test on learning achievements,
and questionnaires on students’ satisfaction were applied
as research instruments. The data were analyzed using
the efficiency formula of E1/E2, means, standard deviation, and

t-values.

The results show that the scores of the process efficiency
and the product efficiency were 84.38 and 86.92, which were
higher than the specified criteria at 80/80. The post-test achievement
score was statistically higher the pre-test score, significant
at p < 0.05.

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Abstract

This research study aims to investigate errors in using
Chinese adjectives of “emotions and feelings” and analyze
the causes. The study sample group consisted of 60 third-year
Chinese Program students of Chiang Rai Rajabhat University.
The research instruments included a questionnaire on the use
of adjectives of “emotions and feelings” and a collection of articles
written by these students, totaling 150,000 Chinese characters.
The research findings reveal that a total of 423 errors in using
these kinds of adjectives were made, and the errors were categorized
into 6 types of meanings: 1) words expressing happiness,
2) words expressing anger, 3) words expressing sadness,
4) words expressing fear, 5) words expressing calmness, and
6) words expressing excitement. The type that the students
made errors most frequently was words expressing happiness,
at 207 times (48.93%), whereas errors in using words expressing

anger were least frequently found at only 9 times (2.2%).

Furthermore, the errors were divided into 2 types:
1) Errors of using words within the same type of meaning
and 2) errors of using words with different types of meanings.

Abstract

This research aims to study the relationship between
Cizhou kilns and Taoist aesthetics. The documents referenced
in this study are based on ceramic products symbolizing
the Cizhou kiln during the Song Dynasty (AD 960 - 1270) and
the Yuan Dynasty (AD 1271 - 1368), as well as all 81 chapters
of the “Tao Te Ching.” This research employs a mixed methods
approach, including literature reviews, questionnaires, surveys
of kiln remains, and studies at the China Cizhou Kiln Museum
to gather necessary data. The research analyzes the shapes,
patterns, meanings, and concepts that reflect the aesthetic
context of traditional Cizhou kiln products. The study found
that ceramic wares with patterns associated with Cizhou kilns
are closely related to the Taoist aesthetic concept of “simplicity
through the white floor that appears with black patterns.”
This indicates a direct connection between the Cizhou kiln
and Taoist aesthetics. The findings highlight the artistic value
of Cizhou kilns, which can inspire innovations that build
on traditional practices, strengthening the knowledge base
for further development and application of insights gained from

Cizhou kiln research.

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Abstract

This research aims to study the evolution of phoenix
patterns in lacquerware from Chu culture through the analysis
of historical origins and artistic styles. It seeks to uncover
the spiritual meanings and unique elements of the phoenix patterns
in Chu culture, to extract their artistic values, and to apply
these cultural and spiritual elements in the design of creative
cultural products. The research methods employed include

document research, field research, and creative research.

Through the analysis of phoenix patterns in Chu lacquerware
art, three main shapes of the phoenix patterns were identified:
the complete single shape, and three abstract shapes: the “S”

shape, the “C” shape, and the “arrow” shape.

The study concludes that the spiritual values of the
phoenix patterns in Chu culture can be summarized into three
key points: 1) Reflection of life and the sun, 2) Reflection
of openness and auspicious visions, and 3) Reflection of truth,
goodness, and beauty. In terms of design, the principles
of composition were used to design patterns that reflect
the spiritual values of the phoenix patterns. These were applied
to the design of three creative cultural home products: a table lamp,
an incense holder, and a vase, using culture as the foundation

of the design.

The artistic identity of the phoenix patterns in Chu culture
is conveyed through the shapes and patterns of these products,

presenting spiritual values such as fire, the sun, life, good fortune,
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wealth, unity, and goodness. Applying the phoenix patterns
to household products serves to preserve and promote Chu culture,
transmitting the spiritual values embodied by the phoenix
patterns to contemporary audiences through creative cultural
products. This approach effectively reflects the importance and

value of the era of phoenix patterns in Chu culture.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research are 1) to study efficiency
of integrated learning management by using Active Learning,
2) to compare learning achievements before and after the instruction,
and 3) to evaluate efficiency of the instruction on third-year
students in the course titled Language Styles in Thai Literature.
The sample obtained through the purposive sampling method
comprised 17 third-year Thai majors of the Thai Language and
Culture program, Faculty of Humanities, Chiang Rai Rajabhat
University. The research instruments consisted of 1) lesson plans,
2) pre- and post-achievement tests, and 3) an evaluation form
of the learning management. Descriptive statistics were applied,

namely percentage, means, standard deviation, and t-values.

The findings are shown as follows:

1. The score of integrated learning management process
using Active Learning was 82.35%, and the product score after
the instruction was 83.38.

2. The achievement test scores before and after
the instruction were 8.88 and 16.53 respectively. The pretest
score was statistically found significantly higher than the posttest
score (p < 0.05).

3. Overall, the efficiency of the instruction were rated
at high level (X = 4.44).

This study aimed to investigate the aesthetics and symbols
in contemporary porcelain arts for the creation of the ‘Spirit
of Rivalry’ artwork series and examined the development
of Contemporary Porcelain Arts of the ‘Spirit of Rivalry’ artwork

The research objectives were: (1) to analyze the works
of six contemporary porcelain artists with ‘Spirit of Rivalry’
using semiotics and aesthetics theory, and to explore techniques
and characteristics of the artwork series.. (2) To examine
the inferring and expressing approaches in the connotation and
symbolic significance of ‘Spirit of Rivalry’ in contemporary society
through porcelain artworks. (3) To create a series of modern
ceramic artworks under the ‘Spirit of Rivalry’ and explore
the inspiration in aspects of social impact and personal life.
This study employed a document analysis, field study, and

creative research in research methodology.

The research results revealed that the creative characteristics
of contemporary porcelain artworks representing the artist were
as follows: a) shape design, b) material design, c) decorative
design, and the universal concept of ceramic creation, which were
all significant for the development of contemporary ceramic art.
As a result, contemporary porcelain art for the creation
of the ‘Spirit of Rivalry’ artwork series have conformed

to the characteristics of modern porcelain have created under
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the theme of “‘Spirit of Rivalry’ to reflect the human fighting
spirit and the positive attitude towards life in order to promotes

the development of contemporary porcelain arts.

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The Characteristics and Spirit of Jinan Spring Culture:

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Abstract

This study explores the characteristics and spirit
of Jinan’s spring water culture through the narrative of cultural
and creative products with historical significance. The research
objectives aimed to investigate the historical background
of Jinan’s spring water culture, along with related historical
and mythological stories, and to analyze the spiritual connotation,
natural features, and artistic characteristics, including aesthetic
tendencies of the spring water culture. Furthermore, the study
aimed to establish a series of creative products related to daily life
within the spring water culture to enhance its visibility.
Since Jinan’s spring water culture has been represented as

a prominent natural, cultural heritage within Chinese culture,
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possessing both natural objective attributes and unique
humanistic features. These cultural and creative products
would serve as vital mediums for disseminating regional
cultural characteristics, meeting the cultural demands
of the public and promoting the visibility of spring water
culture. This research employed a literature review, field study,
and creative research in research methodology to achieve

the objectives of the study.

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Introduction

With the flourishing development of China’s cultural
and creative industries, the spring water culture of Jinan,
a representative of China’s regional cultural heritage,
has become a focus of attention among academia and businesses.
This study, through field investigation, delves deeply not only
into the specific reasons behind the formation of springs and
the current development status of spring water culture,
but also emphasizes how the excellent aspects of spring water
culture can be showcased through cultural and creative products.
Additionally, this research conducted in-depth analysis and
evaluation of the cultural and creative products within

Jinan’s spring water parks. (Wang & Yang, 2020, p. 8)

Methods

Part One: The Geological Origin and Formation Period

of Spring Water

The research methods were field investigation and
literature research, by collecting information, it can be inferred
that the spring water in Jinan was formed 6,000 to 10,000
years ago. Researcher Peng Yu explained in “Research on Jinan
Spring Water Protection and Underground Space Utilization”
that the underground sedimentary rock layers in Jinan form
structural cracks, which, through later geological processes

such as dissolution and erosion, form a huge space for the storage
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and transportation of groundwater (see Figure 1 for the geological
profile map of Jinan spring water genesis); The Neogene
Xishan Movement period was the main period of karst development,
divided into two sub periods: the tertiary and quaternary.
The gaps that supply spring water were mainly formed during
the Quaternary karst sub period. According to the ancient climate,
it can be proven that the local environment was in an ice age
18,000 years ago, which was not conducive to the flow of spring water.
Therefore, it is inferred that the spring water was formed

between 6,000 and 10,000 years ago.

Part Two: The Relationship between Spring Water and

the Ancient Culture of Jinan

The earliest written record of Jinan spring water dates
back 3,500 years to the oracle bone inscriptions of the Yin ruins

(Wang, 2010, p.5). The ancient culture of Jinan originated
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from Shun, one of the Five Emperors of China. Shun once
cultivated in Lishan (formerly known as Jinan area), which is
recorded in Mozi and Records of the Grand Historian.
The Shun Temple and Shun Well in the ancient city of Jinan
can be cited as evidence. Shun was the founder of Chinese
moral culture, as recorded in the Records of the Grand Historian,
“All virtues in the world began with Yu and Shun.” The soul
of Emperor Shun’s cultural spirit can be called “virtue first,
emphasis on education”, so it can be confirmed that
the spiritual connotation of Jinan Spring Water Culture originated
from “Shun”. In later generations, “Shun” was known as
a symbol of moral culture, and Confucius, Mencius, and Mozi
all pursued and praised him. Due to the large number of springs
in Jinan, many interesting mythological stories have emerged,
most of which are related to the causes of springs. Historical
stories are related to famous historical figures in Jinan, such as
the great poets Li Qingzhao and Xin Qiji, as well as the general
Qin Qiong, who are well-known historical figures. These mythological
and historical stories add a humanistic touch and mystery

to spring culture. (Meng, 2007, p. 39)

The formation of spring culture is also inseparable
from its integration with secular culture. More and more public
activities are beginning to intersect with spring water.
The daily life of the public always accompanies spring water,
and local people go to the spring mouth every day to fetch

water, make tea, cook rice, and so on, as shown in Figure 2.
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The rapid development of spring culture is closely related
to the ruling class of feudal China, as Jinan’s springs have
natural advantages. With the increasing popularity of the spring
and its unique geographical location and cultural concentration
zone, the aristocrats of various dynasties have invested heavily
in building a spring mouth and supporting garden landscapes
for the spring (Song, 2010, p. 24), as shown in Figures 3 and
4. As a result, more and more literati are attracted by the springs
and culture of Jinan, leaving behind a large number of beautiful
poems and artistic works. The content recorded in these works
of art has extremely high historical and artistic value, which provides
important support for understanding the social and historical
background and natural scenery of the time. At the same time,
the style of poetry and art can also reflect the aesthetic trend

of spring culture. (Zhang, 2013, p. 5)

It is found that people’s living conditions are not only
limited to using springs as a source of survival, but also involve
a rich variety of cultural and entertainment activities related
to spring water culture. The official spring cultural event
is the annual Spring Festival in Jinan. As shown in Figure 5,
it is an official entertainment event organized by the 2021
Spring Festival, held in Spouting Spring Park and broadcasted
live on Jinan TV station. In addition to official entertainment
activities aimed at the entire society, there are also
entertainment activities organized by citizens within various

spring parks for the Spring Festival, as shown in Figure 5.
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On the day of the Spring Festival which was captured during
a field investigation by researchers in Wulongtan, as shown
in Figure 6. the park organized a lively water splashing

activity for its citizens which was deeply loved by the public.

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Part Five: Spring Culture and Analysis of Cultural and

Creative Products

Researchers have come to the conclusion that the current
Quanzhou cultural and creative products lack a sense of design,
resulting in a lack of uniqueness in promotion which is exactly
the same as the marketing model of cultural and creative products
in other regions as shown in Figure 7. Research related to spring
culture should be conducted, with its uniqueness as the source
for design, breaking away from nesting dolls, and creating a certain
connection between various products, each with its own
uniqueness, to form a certain design culture. (Ren, 2020, p.16)
Secondly, there is a lack of understanding of the cultural characteristics
of spring water, and there are few unique designs. Most of the designs
adopt the form of following and imitating, imitating cultural and
creative products, and imitating the museum mooncake series.
Although the Palace Museum’s cultural and creative ice cream
can keep up with hot topics and generate certain benefits,
it cannot lead and promote culture. The advantage of the current
product lies in its ability to design related products in conjunction
with current hot news, with timeliness characteristics, as shown
in Figure 8. In 2021, there was a one in a hundred thousand chance
of the appearance of the lotus in Jinan, which has attracted
widespread social attention. Under this premise, a series
of cultural and creative products have emerged, such as
the Lotus Bookmark in Figure 9 and the Lotus Refrigerator Sticker

in Figure 10, seizing the opportunity.

Summary: Through on-site investigation, geological
research, and cultural exploration of Jinan spring water culture,
this study demonstrated how Jinan spring water has evolved

from natural phenomena to complex cultural symbols.
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This study revealed the significant value of spring culture
in cultural, social, artistic, and historical aspects. In this context,
this study was of great significance for the understanding
and protection of Jinan spring culture, providing strong support
for the inheritance and promotion of Jinan spring culture,
as well as the competitiveness and market potential

of spring cultural and creative products.

Research Results:

Research Achievements on the Spiritual Connotation

of Jinan Spring Water Culture
One, The Historical Origins of Spring Culture

The origin of the spiritual inheritance of spring water
culture can be traced back to the Dongyi culture in the ancient
Shandong region of China, which is one of the origins
of Chinese culture. This culture originated from the “Later
Li Culture” 8,300 years ago and has gone through the development
of the “Longshan Culture”, “Yueshi Culture”, and “Dawenkou
Culture,”-running through the entire Neolithic period to the Western
Zhou Dynasty. As the birthplace of Shun, the pioneer of Chinese
moral culture, Jinan region has a close connection with the title
“Land of Rites and Etiquette”.
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Two, The Integration of Confucian Culture and Spring Water Culture

Shandong, as the hometown of Confucius and Mencius,
has been deeply influenced by Confucian culture. The ideological
ethnicity of the people of Shandong is mainly based on
agriculture, which is relatively simple, kind, and simple.
In addition, ancient poets used the canals, streams, and
beautiful landscapes of Jinan springs to express their emotions,
leaving behind rich poems and articles.Three, Cultural
Differences between North and South China and Their Manifestation

in Spring Culture

The cultural style of southern and northern China
is particularly reflected in the spring culture of Jinan. Although
Jinan is known as the “northern Jiangnan”, its humanistic
spirit is mainly characterized by its bold and bold “scholarly
demeanor”. This characteristic is also reflected in art forms

such as painting, calligraphy, and literature.

The beginning of the humanistic
spirit of spring culture originated from “Shun,” who valued
filial piety, advocated “morality first, emphasized education,
and pursued the path of harmony,” which became the core

content of the humanistic spirit of spring culture.

Conclusion

Jinan Spring Water Culture is a cultural phenomenon
with strong regional characteristics, which draws on the essence
of ancient Chinese history, Confucian tradition, cultural differences
between the North and South, and modern social responsibility.
By comprehensively analyzing these elements, one can gain
a deeper understanding and appreciation of the spiritual
connotations of Jinan spring culture. This has made contributions
to promoting, inheriting, and protecting spring culture, and
established the uniqueness of spring culture, thus providing

a foundation for broader cultural exchanges.
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Research Achievements in the Spirit of the Times

The research results on Jinan spring culture and the spirit
of the times reveal the transformation and inheritance of this regional
characteristic culture. From the early emergence of culture
in ancient times, to the diverse integration during the Shang, Zhou,
Spring and Autumn, and Warring States periods, to the philosophical
dissemination and cultural innovation during the Qin and Han
dynasties, the garden aesthetics and cultural constraints during
the Jin, Yuan, Ming, and Qing dynasties, as well as the cultural
revival and innovation in modern times, Jinan Spring Culture
has demonstrated its cross generational constraints, diversity,
and sustained development vitality. This unique cultural
phenomenon not only connects the harmonious coexistence
between humans and nature, but also reflects the spiritual
pursuit and cultural value of Jinan and the entire Chinese
civilization in different historical periods, providing valuable

cultural heritage and inspiration for modern society.

Research Achievements in the History and Mythological Stories

of Jinan Spring Water

The humanistic spirit of Shun: As a legendary figure
in the ancient Yao and Shun dynasties of China, Shun played
an important role in the spring culture of Jinan. His filial piety
and virtues not only moved heaven and earth, but also helped him
with all things during the cultivation of the mountains.

The story of Shun has been widely circulated in historical
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literature and artistic works, becoming an important spiritual

content for the inheritance of spring culture.

The cultural contributions of Jinan Er’an: Xin Qiji and
Li Qingzhao are important components of Jinan spring culture.
Xin Qiji expressed his concerns about the rise and fall of the country
through bold and patriotic lyrics, while Li Qingzhao developed
a unique female perspective and a temperament that transcends
the times. Her poetry and indomitable spirit of pursuing freedom

still hold high educational and artistic value today.

Through these research results, it can be seen that
the humanistic spirit of Jinan spring water culture not only
reflects excellent moral concepts and positive social value
orientations, but also integrates the artistic pursuits of historical
figures and literary masters. These elements together constitute
the rich connotation and unique charm of Jinan spring culture,
providing valuable cultural resources and spiritual inspiration
for modern society.

Creative Product Creation Practice of Spring Water Culture

This study chose two narrative themes, the first being
the creation of the theme of Xin Qiji in the “Famous Historical
Figures” series. As shown in Figure 11, the design draft adopts
a macro perspective composition approach, aiming to showcase
more historical story information while incorporating the environmental
characteristics of Jinan spring culture. This design draft aims
to display the character states of Xin Qiji in different historical

periods in different regions, mainly using environmental differences
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for segmentation, such as the separation between water and
mountains, and the separation between mountains and deserts.
Therefore, the content of each area is compared to a historical story
in Xin Qiji’s life, cleverly using the flow of lines and the observation
habit of the human eye from left to right to connect each area
in the picture, forming a complete narrative story. Moreover,
the cultural and creative forms adopted include porcelain plate
color printing and the unique ceramic production method
of “carving porcelain” in Shandong, China. Porcelain carving
is the process of manually carving the fired porcelain with
a carving knife, causing the surface glaze to peel off and form
a visual representation. Figure 12 shows the color draft of the design,
while Figure 13 shows the porcelain plate cultural and creative
product, and Figures 14-15 show the porcelain carving cultural
and creative product and the porcelain carving production

process, respectively.

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The second theme of the “Famous Historical Figures”
series is Li Qingzhao. She is a native of Zhanggiu District,
Jinan City, and a representative poet of the Song Dynasty’s gentle
and graceful style. She is known as the “Number One Talented
Woman of All Time” and her poetry holds an important position
in history. She is also a well-known historical figure in today’s China.
As shown in Figure 16, the composition first adopts the traditional
arch structure of ancient China, which separates the space
through obstacles such as rockeries, doors, and windows,
forming a sense of spatial division. The story is narrated from
a distance to enhance the immersive experience of the viewer.
This can bring fun to the design of future cultural and

creative products, and also leave space for viewers to imagine.

The central idea of this design draft comes from several
poems by Li Qingzhao. Firstly, the war content inside the window
of the room actually originates from Li Qingzhao’s poem
“Summer Quatarins”, which translates “to be a hero both alive
and after death”. This is a carrier of courage and a fearless
attitude towards life. This reflects Li Qingzhao’s distinct life values
and patriotic passion at that time. This is one of the main cultural
elements in spring culture, and it is also different from
the gentle and tender sentiment in Jiangnan. Jinan’s spring

culture is permeated with a generous and vigorous spirit.

The cultural and creative forms chosen by the researchers
for this artwork were paper carving, porcelain plate printing,
and porcelain plate printing. The reason for choosing paper carving
was that the original design has a deep sense of depth, and
the multi-level structure of paper carving can effectively express
the spatial sense of the image and the distance of lighting.
The first was to visually reflect the sense of space, and secondly,
to emotionally understand the order of various emotions
in the character’s heart, as shown in Figure 17. Figures 18 and 19
showed porcelain plate printing and porcelain plate printing,
respectively. Porcelain plates are cultural and creative products
with decorative effects as the main focus, while porcelain plates

not only have decorative effects but also have practical value.

Conclusion

Through in-depth investigation and analysis, this study

has drawn the following main research findings and conclusions:

1. Digging deeper into the historical background and
related historical and mythological stories of Jinan’s spring culture
helped to gain a more comprehensive understanding of the city’s history,
culture, and social characteristics. This included the reasons
for the formation of spring culture, which plays an important role
in studying the harmonious development of current spring culture.
Moreover, the information obtained from the study provided

This study analyzed the spiritual connotation,
natural characteristics, artistic features, and aesthetic tendencies
of spring culture, integrated the information content of spring
culture, were conducive to the promotion and inheritance
of spring culture, and helped to better understand and appreciate
the multifaceted nature of spring culture. At the same time,
it also provided rich inspiration for cultural protection, urban

planning, and literary and artistic creation.

3. Design and create a series of creative spring culture
products to make spring culture more closely related
to people’s daily lives. These creative products, by incorporating
elements of spring culture, can attract more people to pay attention
to, understand, and love spring culture. This also helped promote
Jinan’s spring water culture and enhanced the city’s cultural
awareness. This also promoted the development of local cultural
industries, satisfled the consumption desire of local residents
for cultural and creative products, and enhanced the added
value of cultural, economic, emotional, artistic, and historical
aspects of spring water cultural and creative products.
This was conducive to revitalizing the local cultural market and

creating a healthy competitive atmosphere among designers.
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Research Suggestions

1. Digging deeper into cultural connotations: Further
delving deeper into the connotations of Jinan spring culture,
including literature, art, philosophy, and other aspects, in order

to obtain a more comprehensive and profound understanding.

2. Interdisciplinary research: Encourage interdisciplinary
research, combining Jinan spring culture with other fields
such as geography, anthropology, architecture, etc., to reveal
its relationship with different aspects and expand research

perspectives.

3. Cultural comparative study: To compare the water
culture of Jinan’s spring water with that of other regions
or countries, explore their similarities and differences, and
better understand the position of spring water culture in the global

cultural context.

4. Community participation and feedback mechanism:
Conduct more systematic research on community participation,
establish more effective feedback mechanisms to better
understand the audience’s understanding and needs
for spring culture, and provide suggestions for the design

and promotion of cultural and creative products.

5. International communication: Explore how to better
integrate Jinan Spring Culture into international cultural
exchanges and enhance its international influence through

international cooperation and dissemination.
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The above suggestions aim to convey the characteristics
and spirit of Jinan spring culture through cultural and
creative products in a historical narrative way, promoting

cultural inheritance and development.
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Abstract

Tianjin Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings
are one of the representative arts of Chinese culture, Tianjin
Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings have a rich historical
background and cultural connotations. However, modernization
and changes in consumer habits have posed a crisis for the survival
and development of woodblock New Year paintings. This study
has employed the woodblock paintings as the research object
to study their development in the cultural and creative industries.
This paper combined Yang Liuging woodblock New Year paintings
with modern cultural and creative industries, which contribute
to the integration of culture and economy through innovative

design and material application. This study adopted a qualitative
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research method, including in-depth interviews with experts,
scholars, and personnel engaged in the development and sales
of cultural and creative products who study Yangliuging woodblock
New Year paintings. This study employed a literature review and
in-depth interviews, and then the study results were presented
in descriptive methods and descriptions of cultural and creative

product design.

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Introduction

Tianjin Yangliuging woodblock New Year Painting
is a renowned cultural treasure in Chinese art heritage, originating
from Yangliuging Ancient Town in Xiging District, Tianjin. It can be
refined as the following. “These paintings, which began
in the Ming Dynasty, have flourished throughout history, reflecting
the essence of Tianjin’s historical and cultural heritage.” Tianjin
Yangliuging woodblock New Year painting has a wide range
of themes and is adept at changing techniques. It contains rich
humanistic culture, conveys dense information, and has a profound
expression of national psychology, which is incomparable
to other folk arts. It can be refined as the following. “In recent years,
with the country’s increasing emphasis on cultural construction,
these paintings have been listed as national intangible cultural
heritage, establishing them as a prominent genre of Chinese New Year

paintings.”

With changing times, evolving customs and habits, and
changing aesthetic concepts, the demand for New Year paintings
is gradually decreasing. The once bustling Yangliuging Art Shop
is no longer as lively, and craftsmen are exploring new paths.
Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings, like other folk crafts,
also face challenges for survival and development. Under the impact
of modern civilization, traditional Yangliuging woodblock
New Year paintings are facing severe challenges and tests.
This includes both internal factors of the New Year prints themselves,

such as the endangered materials used in traditional woodcut
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prints and the loss of certain key technologies, as well as external
factors, such as the impact of modern imitation technology
on the production and sales of traditional woodcut prints.
(Pan, 2007, p. 12) While enjoying the benefits of modern material
civilization, it is important not to just complain about the consequences.
On the other hand, the development of Yangliuging woodcut
printmaking is closely related to the progress of carving and
printing technology. But at the same time, it also depends
on the demand of the public to post New Year paintings during
festivals, which are the main driving forces for the development

of New Year paintings.

The Chinese government attaches great importance
to the protection of intangible cultural heritage, and significant
achievements have been made in the protection of intangible
cultural heritage. It is a vivid witness to the continuation
of Chinese civilization and an important foundation for consolidating
national emotions and maintaining national unity. Protecting,
inheriting, and utilizing intangible cultural heritage is of great
significance for maintaining historical continuity, enhancing cultural

confidence, and promoting cultural exchange and mutual learning.

It can be refined as the following. “National policies,
the modern material environment, and aesthetic needs have
provided new opportunities for the development of Yangliuging
woodblock New Year paintings.” However, it is crucial to rethink
and explore from within, in order to find ways to break through

the inheritance of Yangliuging New Year paintings. Simply appreciating
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these prints in museums, copying them in classrooms, or studying
them in books are all forms of replication, not development.
True heritage should be achieved through a cycle of “production —

theory - production”. (Fang, 2016, p. 19)

Integrating the culture of Yangliuging woodblock New Year
paintings into people’s lives is an important research challenge.
In the era of cultural and creative industries, modern cultural
and creative products will play a crucial role in preserving and
revitalizing Yangliuging printmaking culture. Every cultural and
creative product embodies the culture of a city, involving policies,
departments, teams, and enterprises. These products serve as
a bridge between woodblock New Year paintings and consumers,
integrating traditional art into daily life and conveying deeper

cultural charm.

However the development of Yangliuging woodblock
New Year paintingcultural and creative products also faces
challenges. These include product homogenization, insufficient
consumer experience, and a fragmented industrial structure.
Innovation is needed in content, form, and theme to attract
consumers and align with their constantly changing aesthetic
preferences. At present, in-depth research on Yangliuging woodblock
New Year paintings is still very limited. At present, only a few master’s
and doctoral theses are related to this topic, and there is a gap
in theoretical exploration. This research topic has contribution
value and potential. Through the research and design of cultural
and creative products, expand the inheritance channels

of Yangliuging New Year painting culture.
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Research Objectives

1. To study the background, origin, and historical evolution
of traditional Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings.

2. To analyze the value, significance, influence, artistic
characteristics, and folk beliefs of Yangliuging woodblock
New Year paintings, summarize and refine the visual elements
of woodblock New Year paintings, find new design ideas, and
apply them to cultural and creative product design.

3. To design a series of cultural and creative products
with woodblock New Year painting character elements as the theme,
incorporating new design ideas analyzed, and expanding
the protection and inheritance channels of Yangliuging woodblock

New Year paintings in different dimensions.

Research Methods

Researchers use qualitative research methods to focus
on regional data. Researchers conducted on-site interviews and
research in Yangliuging Ancient Town, with two experts studying
Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings, two government
recognized inheritors of Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings
(as shown in Figure 1), and two local cultural and creative
product sales personnel in Yangliuging. It can be refined
as the following. “The interviewees, aged between 30 and
70 years, represent a range of social statuses including expert,

inheritor, and salesperson.” The research content includes
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the value, significance, influence, and artistic characteristics
of Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings, the current production
and sales status of Yangliuging cultural and creative products,
the difficulties and development prospects in the inheritance
of Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings, and the protection
and inheritance channels of Yangliuging woodblock New Year
paintings. It can be refined as the following. “The researchers
then analyzed the data and summarized it through descriptive

methods and cultural and creative product design.”

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Research Results

Collect a large amount of information through interviews

and field research, and organize and analyze the research results.

The artistic value of Yangliuging woodblock New Year
paintings is enormous, with its distinct artistic characteristics,
diverse expressive methods, and extremely high aesthetic content,

forming its own aesthetic system.

1. The Plastic Art of Yangliuging Woodblock New Year

Paintings

1.1 Composition Features

The woodblock New Year paintings with the theme
of Yangliuging’s characters, in terms of composition, place several
different things from time and space in the same painting,
without being constrained by natural science, expressing
a supernatural form of freedom. It can be refined as the following.
“To highlight the subject, sometimes only the upper body
of a character is painted, effectively emphasizing the character’s
expression.” Sometimes, due to the expansion of the scene
and the increase of characters, a creative technique of “virtual
and real guests, dispersed distance” is adopted to distinguish
between distant and shallow levels (Feng, 2006, p. 35).
The composition characteristics of Yangliuging paintings are full,
balanced, symmetrical, and rich. The work presents a general
and formulaic tendency, but has a strong subjective color
in the selection and arrangement of character images (as shown

in Figure 2).

1.2 Line Features

The line style of Yangliuging woodblock New Year
paintings is unique, with strong expressive power, and the thickness,
length, and combination of the lines are relatively coordinated.
Usually, when creating, artists use lines not only as a summary
outline, but also to enhance the beauty of decoration. In Yangliuging
woodblock New Year paintings, the main part is to use a large number
of decorative lines to depict the figure’s posture and charm;
and the secondary part is to set off and decorate the backeround.
especially in deity- based New Year painting, “Heavenly Officials’
Blessing” (as shown in Figure 3) It does not only use a large number
of decorative lines on the clothing of the main characters
to highlight their beauty, but the background decoration
of the entire picture also highlights the theme. The different lines
in the background are combined with colors to make the entire

picture look fuller.

1.3 Styling Features of Characters

The most prominent feature of the character
images in the Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings
is the freehand and subjective portrayal, that is, the character
images in the Yangliuging youth paintings are inspired
by the aesthetic pursuit of the masses and the artistic imagination
of the creators, with exaggerated and freehand features.
When highlighting certain characteristics of a character to conform
to the spiritual meaning to be expressed, it is necessary to adjust
the proportion of the form and use exaggeration techniques
to make it more vivid. Compared to other New Year’s paintings,
exaggeration is more introverted. Moreover, this exaggeration is

the best way to express one’s thoughts while conforming
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to the character’s identity. For example, in Zhong Kui (Figure 4),
because he is a deity who exorcises ghosts and demons,
the painter shortened his height to highlight his burly figure.
He was wearing armor and wielding a long sword, as if fighting
against demons. The carving on his face was even more exquisite,
with a ferocious expression, which gives people a sense of justice

and authority.

2. The Color Art of Yangliuging Woodblock New Year
Paintings
2.1 Color Elegance
The color of Yangliuging character themed
New Year paintings has a simple and elegant quality. Yangliuging

Painting generally uses five color schemes: red, yellow, blue-green,
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pink, black, and some add purple schemes. When used, it forms
a harmonious and unified picture through the size of blocks,
changes in position, or the strength of chromaticity, but the colors
often have a tendency towards “pink elegance”. Pink and elegant
pigments should be classified and stored, ensuring their transparency
and brightness during the storage process. The overall color tone
of Yangliuging character themed New Year paintings mostly

leans towards high brightness (as shown in Figure 5).

2.2 Color Uniformity

The color tone of Yangliuging character themed
New Year paintings is unified. Although Yangliuging paintings
require contrast between colors, they do not use all colors equally,
resulting in a dazzling mix of colors. If there is no main color
in a painting, all colors will inevitably form a balance of strength
and compete with each other, emphasizing themselves and
being unable to be squeezed together. Only by using a color tone
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that plays a commanding role can unity be achieved in opposition.
Regardless of which ever-changing color painting is chosen,
it must be determined when creating a small color draft.
Yangliuging painting mostly uses warm tones, especially
red tones, which is also a traditional Chinese color requirement.
Red is the most commonly used color, while cool colors are used
as a complement. For example, a pair of paintings titled
“Attracting Wealth and Bringing Treasures” (as shown in Figure 6)
are New Year paintings of the God of Wealth category. Each painting
features two dolls, one literary and one martial, pushing gold and
giving away wealth, with blue and purple embellishments, one
on the left and one on the right. The entire New Year painting
is dominated by warm red and yellow tones, with uniform and
symmetrical colors. The entire painting is full of joy and joy.
(Wang, 2002, p. 24)

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3. The Folk Value and Significance of Yangliuging
Woodblock New Year Paintings

It can be refined as the following. “Yangliuging
woodblock New Year paintings hold significant folk value,
reflecting various aspects of traditional Chinese rural culture

and social life:”

Traditional festivals and auspiciousness: These New Year
pictures are usually themed with traditional Chinese festivals
and auspicious elements, such as the Spring Festival, the Lantern
Festival (Filled round balls made of glutinous rice-flour
for the Lantern Festival), wedding celebrations, birthday parties,
etc. They convey wishes for good luck, happiness, and reunion,

and promote traditional auspicious meanings.

Traditional clothing and customs: The characters
in New Year paintings usually wear traditional clothing, showcasing
the characteristics of traditional Chinese clothing and customs,

which helps to promote traditional culture and custom:s.

Etiquette and family values: These New Year paintings
emphasize etiquette and respect for family values, such as
respecting elders, family reunion, and family relationships.
They convey the core values of traditional Chinese families

and society.

Art Inheritance and Folk Art: Yangliuging Woodblock
New Year Paintings are Chinese folk art that inherits ancient

painting and printmaking techniques, helps to protect and
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inherit these traditional skills, and also provides artists with

the opportunity to integrate creativity and artistic expression.

Family and emotions: New Year paintings often depict
emotions such as family, friendship, and love, reflecting
the importance of interpersonal relationships and helping

to promote the values of interpersonal and family harmony.

Overall, Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings
carry rich folk values and meanings. They are important records
of traditional Chinese culture and way of life, and also a folk art
with strong regional characteristics. They have had a profound
impact on the development of society and culture. (Lv, 1990,
p. 24)

Conclusion

From the perspective of the inheritance of Yangliuging
woodblock New Year paintings, their themes have always been
closely related to social reality. The exquisite images contain
values of good, evil, beauty, and ugliness, praise and criticize
historical events, and convey the cultural ideas of patriotism,
love for the nation, and safeguarding a beautiful home to us

in the plainest language.

In terms of artistic characteristics, it not only has diverse
creative techniques and a wide range of themes, but also
has various regions and styles. In terms of cultural value,
it also has a profound cultural heritage, carrying the long-standing

cultural and historical information of Tianjin, and is a living
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fossil of China’s folk culture. It has left a profound mark
in the Chinese folk art world and even in the art world, and
it is a rare and enormous cultural wealth of art in China.
As a carrier of Tianjin folk culture, it fully reflects the history
of folk art and the true portrayal of the local economy, culture,
and people’s lives. Its delicate style, full visuals, smooth lines,
innovative color schemes, and highly decorative artistic features
have extremely high artistic appreciation and collection value
from any angle. (Wang & Li, 2017, p. 11)

It can be refined as the following. “The influence
of Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings lies in their reflection
of local culture and beliefs, offering a profound opportunity
for understanding and exploring traditional Chinese culture.
Moreover, this art form has positively impacted local art, culture,
and tourism, facilitating the development and utilization

of regional cultural resources.”

4. Design of Yangliuging Woodblock New Year Painting

Cultural and Creative Products

4.1 Survey and Analysis of Tianjin Tourism Cultural

and Creative Products

It can be refined as the following. “From
the perspective of tourism and cultural creative product design
and research in Tianjin in recent years, Yangliuging woodblock

New Year paintings contribute to understanding their current
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development status and achievements. According to theoretical

research findings, there are four main research directions:”

(1) Research on the current cultural preferences
of tourism cultural and creative products: Presently, cultural
preferences for tourism cultural and creative products in Tianjin
are relatively weak. Many of these products lack cultural depth,

leading to issues such as mutual imitation and crude manufacturing.

(2) Innovative research on the characteristics
of tourism cultural and creative products: A significant portion
of Tianjin’s tourism cultural and creative products lack novelty
and cultural depth. There is a dearth of representative cultural
and creative products. Future development efforts should focus
on enhancing distinctive innovation and integrating cultural

elements.

(3) Market analysis and research on tourism cultural
and creative products: Tianjin’s market for tourism cultural and
creative products is relatively closed. There is insufficient
research on effective tourism cultural marketing strategies
tailored to the local market environment. Addressing specific
market challenges and developing adaptable marketing models

are essential to increase market penetration and sales.

(4) Artistic expression in tourism cultural and creative
products: Artistic expression forms the essence of cultural and
creative products. Products lacking artistic value not only fail

to appeal to the market but can also result in significant
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economic losses for cultural enterprises. Emphasis should be placed
on researching the artistic value of tourism cultural and creative
products to ensure they resonate with consumers and gain

market favor.

4.2 Design of Yangliuging Woodblock New Year

Painting Cultural and Creative Products

The cultural and creative product design
of Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings aims to combine
traditional artistic elements with some modern life, so as
to meet people’s aesthetic needs while also promoting and
protecting traditional culture. By fully understanding user needs
and preferences, designing cultural and creative products that
meet user expectations for Yangliuging New Year paintings will
help attract more users and enhance the product’s market

competitiveness.

Idea sketch

Product design series of soft ceramic dolls

Design concept: The Yangliuging doll themed
woodblock New Year paintings are themed around vivid and
lovely children, using bright colors to often symbolize auspiciousness,
happiness, and good wishes. The traditional woodblock printing
technique inherits a long tradition of handmade craftsmanship,
endowing New Year paintings with unique texture and cultural
value. In the design, the round face and vivid body movements

of the doll were preserved, and some auxiliary accessories such
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as fish and musical instruments were designed using soft ceramic
materials in combination with modern aesthetics. Yangliuging
woodblock New Year paintings often reflect the idea of “harmony
between heaven and man”, and the design also embodies the

idea of harmony.

Material selection: Clay figurines are a traditional
handicraft in the Tianjin area, usually made of clay or mud.
This cultural and creative product is made from the most famous
local clay in Tianjin, as it reflects local culture and makes

the product more distinctive.

Through effective domestic and international
promotion, it enhances visibility and prestige for Tianjin Mudman,

stimulating growth within related industries.
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In summary, the creation of a cultural and creative product
featuring the theme of “Child Holding Fish” from Yangliuging
New Year Painting using soft clay material from Tianjin Mudman
not only possesses artistic and aesthetic appeal but also carries
market potential and cultural value. It contributes to the integration
and development of traditional folk art with modern cultural

industries.

Research findings

Through in-depth investigation and analysis, this study

has drawn the following main research findings and conclusions:

1. Studying the background, sources, and historical
evolution of traditional Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings
with character themes helps to gain a deeper understanding
of various aspects of Chinese traditional culture, artistic traditions,
and social history. It has a positive impact on cultural protection,

inheritance, and the promotion of social development.

2. This study analyzed the value, significance, influence,
artistic characteristics, folk beliefs, and other aspects of Yangliuging
woodblock New Year paintings based on field investigations
and theoretical research, and improved and supplemented
academic materials. This study also helps to preserve and
inherit the Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings, and

provides reference and guidance for subsequent production.
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3. Designing cultural and creative products with woodblock
New Year painting character elements as the theme can inherit
and promote traditional culture, stimulate the development
of local cultural and creative industries, attract a wider consumer
group through innovative design, enhance local awareness,
promote cultural exchange, stimulate the potential of creators,
and endow products with unique historical and cultural value,
increase added value, and inject new vitality into the local

economy.

Research suggestions

1. Have a deep understanding of cultural background:
When designing cultural and creative products, it is crucial
to have a deep understanding of the history and cultural background
of Yangliuging woodblock New Year paintings. Understanding
its origin, traditional style, and related cultural connotations
can help better integrate this traditional art into modern cultural

and creative products.

2. Innovation and modern elements: While retaining
traditional elements, it is necessary to consider how to integrate
innovation and modern elements to make cultural and creative
products more attractive, which can be achieved through design

techniques, material selection, or functional innovation.

3. Cooperation with local communities: There is a need
to cooperate with traditional producers of Yangliuging woodblock

New Year paintings, local communities or related organizations
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to gain a deeper understanding of their production techniques
and cultural background. This cooperation helps to better
integrate local cultural elements while promoting community

development.

4. Market research and target positioning: It is necessary
to conduct market research before designing cultural and
creative products to understand the needs and market trends
of the target audience, so as to determine the positioning

of the product to ensure its competitiveness in the market.

5. Sustainability considerations: To consider the sustainability
of cultural and creative products, including material selection,
environmental friendliness of production processes, etc.,
we should focus on sustainable development , which is in line
withmodern society’s concern for environmental protection and

sustainability.

These suggestions aim to encourage future research
to explore more deeply the combination of design in Yangliuging
woodblock New Year paintings and cultural and creative products,
while emphasizing cultural inheritance, innovation, and

sustainable development.
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Abstract

Titles of movies and books are a significant issue discussed
at the international conference of the Commission on Trademarks,
Industrial Designs, and Geographical Indications, regarding
the protection of intellectual property rights. This raises the question
of whether the intellectual property rights of movie and book titles
are protected under copyright or trademark law. Through the study
of theories, principles, international laws, foreign laws, and
Thai laws, both in terms of copyright and trademark law,
it was found that, in terms of theories, principles, and copyright law,
it is not possible to protect the titles of movies and books such as
literary works under copyright law. However, when analyzing theories,
principles, and trademark law, it was found that it is appropriate,
and the law allows for the provisions of trademark law to be used
to protect the titles of movies and books. However, considering
the provisions of Section 4 of the Trademark Act B.E. 2534,
as amended by the Trademark Act (No. 3) B.E. 2559, it was found
that there is a need to amend the definition of the term “trademark.”
This amendment aims to expand the scope of trademark protection
to cover new forms of trademarks, including those for movie

and book titles.
