Abstract

This research article delves into the practice of nonviolent action within the
context of political conflict, focusing on the 2020-2021 youth movement. Through
qualitative research methods, including in-depth interviews with 60 informants
and two focus-group discussions, we seek to shed light on the practical factors
that led to the movement's initial intent of employing nonviolent action, but later

some protesters engaging in reactive unarmed violence.

Drawing upon the conceptual framework of nonviolent action theory, which
emphasizes the pragmatic knowledge accumulated through activist experiences
and state strategies, our article advances three key arguments. First, we contend
that the escalation of violence resulted from a complex interplay between the
movement and state actions. Both sides contributed to the escalation,
challenging conventional narratives that place the sole blame on the movement
itself. Second, activists learned from their experiences that some protesters
harbored a desire to react against state officials. Attempting to prohibit such
reactions proved ineffective. Consequently, movement organizers adopted
alternative strategies, such as guiding other protesters away from areas prone to
violence. Third, we argue that the state managed to suppress the movement
without losing its justification by employing smart repression tactics that garnered

public acceptance.
